CATCHING KING CRABS.

Unique Industry on the Delaware 
H irer T hat Lasts Three Months.

Down along Lko ehorea of Delaware 
bay, on b oth till? New Jersey and Del­
aware sides, there Is a  th riv ing  industry 
which Is seldom heard of and  still more 
seldom seen in  ope ra tioa  Or, if  I t is 
seen, few persona stop to  inquire into it. 
The industry in  question Is the  king 
orab Hshery, and one year 1,674,670 of 
the hard shelled, crustaceous fellows 

taken from th e ir  native element, 
while in  some years the  yield has reached 
as high as 6,000,000. The season, only 
lasts three month, and sometimes less. 
The story is told by H ugh M. Sm ith of, 
the U nited States flsh commission.

The tishery for king crabs, w hile not 
prim arily intended to  provide a  food 
product, indirectly  contributes to  tha t 
result, furnishing one of the  best fertil­
izers known. This variety of crab, al­
though having no  value as an article of 
food, fnrnishes the  basis for an industry 

. little  consequence to  the  com­
m unity, for, w hile farm ers in  m ost of the 
seaboard sta tes utilize small num bers of 
the  crabs fo r purposes of fertilization, it 

only in  Delaware bay th a t I t can be 
said to  bo a  well defined industry, and it  
Is only here tb a t special form s of appa- 

have been employed in  capturing 
the festive king.

A trip  down the  bay and a n  inspection 
of the  fisheries proves the  industry  to  be 
In a  flourishing condition. The fishing 

to  center on th e  Jersey side, 
between Cape May Poin t and Heisler- 
ville, tw enty miles above. A bont seven- 
eights of th e  entire  catch is made be­
tween Dennlsville and  Fishing Creek. 
A t the  intervening settlem ents of Goshen, 
Dias Creek and  Green Creek the  catch in 
round num bers has been 835,000, 410,000 
and 411,000 crabs respectively.

Two form s of apparatus are  in  com- 
on use a long the  Jersey shore. One 

resembles a  typo of pound net, b u t tiro 
other is entirely  unlike any th ing  else’ 
used in  the  w aters of the  United States, 
and Is designed for and especially 
adapted to  th is  fishery.

T he stakes which form  th e  framework 
for the  ponnds are  8 feet to  10 feet long 

'  4 inches to  6 inches in  diameter. 
They are  located 4 feet to  6 feet opart. 
To th e  bottom  of tbostakes, constituting 
the "hedge,” boards one inch thick 
nailed to  th e  height o f a  foot or n  
the bottom o f the  bowl and the  sides to 
the height o f 1 foot to  2 J feet are formed 
in th e  same w ay. The door to  the  first 
bowl Is from ’18 inches to  24 Inches wide 
on each side of the  leader; tho funnel- 
like entrance to  the  second bow l is 
rower, and  only a  few crabs pass through 
I t  Tho netting  consists of either w ire 
or twine.

T he weir, o r  "stake net,"  as I t Is here 
called, is very different from  the  pound 
net, although both have some parts in 
common. I t  consists of poles or stakes 
driven in to  the  m uddy or sandy bottoms, 

to  form  a  leader o r  “hedge,'' wings 
i bowl o r "pound.” The poles con­

stitu ting  the  bowl are  8 feet to  10 feet 
long and  2 Inches to  4 inches in  diameter 
a t  the ir larger ends and  1 inch to  11 
Inches in  d iam eter a t the ir sm aller ex­
tremities. For the  w ings and  leader, 
poles from  8 feet to  6 feet long are  em­
ployed The poles are  placed from l i  
inches to  8 inches a p a r t to  perm it the  sea 
to  wash through.

T he bowl Is somewhat sem icircular In 
shape, the 'extrem ities of tho brushwork 
joining the  w ings abont midw ay their 
length. Its capacity is encroached upon 

the  leader aud the  door or entrance 
to  the  pound, w hich is the  m ost im port­
an t feature of the  apparatus. I t  consists 

wedge shaped platform  of boards 
fitting into tho space between the  wings 

they approach th e  leader. The plat­
form is inclined a t a  gentle angle, and is 
about five feet long, projecting abont 
one foot over a  support. I t  is im portant 
th a t the  pitch of the  platform  shall not 
be too grea t and th a t the  floor shall not 
be too smooth, otherw ise tho c rib s

-r w ill no t w alk upon it. The floor 
of tho bowl 1s m ade of cheap boards to 
prevent tho crabs scratching holes in  the 
m ud and loosening th e  polee.—Philadel­
phia Record.

More than  th is—If biblical history be 
true—there  were none left on th e  fare  
of th e  e arth , a fte r  the  reputed flood ex­
cept e igh t persons—four males and four 
females. These were Jew s; If not, 
whence did the Jew s have the ir origin? 
O ar orthodox b re thren  may tw ist and

T he Jew s, being In power a t th a t time,

"see  through  a  glass dimly.”

The SZystery of Inheritance.
The body of an individual anim al < 

p lan t is to  be regarded, from  tho  po in t of 
view  o f  heredity, as consisting of two 
d istinct elements. These are  germ  cells 
and  body cells, the  form er devoted to  the 
im portan t w ork of reproducing the 
tho la tte r  constitu ting  th e  actual bodily 
m ateria l, and  discharging all the  ordi- 
nary functions through w hich the  ind i­
vidual life  is m aintained. Inheritance is 
a  m a tte r  of the  continuity  o f the  germ 
plasm or germ  cells, w hich a re  handed 
down from  one generation to  ano ther ' 
cum ulative ratio , carry ing  w ith  them  in 
each case no t tho  features and  qualitii 
of the  one predecessor and parent, b u t of 
a ll preceding generations.

A ssum ingthat th e  germ  plasm is  liable 
to  exhibit variations, we can  see how and 
why such variations can be transm itted  

iw generations; b u t we have a lso to 
take  in to  account the  influence o 
germ  cells of tho body to  w hich they 
belong. W hile, then, inheritance pre­
serves through tho  continuity  of the 
germ  cells the  s tab ility  of tho race, it  
gives the  rein to  variation, and b y  the 
combined influences of environm ent aot- 

m the  body of the  individual peoples 
the  w orld w ith  new and  ever varying 
form s of life.—Dr. A lexander W ilson in  
Harper's . _______

THB FUROPEAN PAUPER.

A Christie# Minister'# View of the 
Joe* of Imported Lohor.

The following is taken from one of the  
recent sermons of Rev. Louis A. Banks, 
of Boston, whose utterances on 
sw eating system have caused *uch gen­
eral in terest:

I  have no  sym pathy w ith  those people 
w ho are  c ry ing  on t against all foreign 
ere, ye t i t  seems to  m e th a t  no eerioui 
student of th e  signs of tho tim es can 
take  other th a n  a  sober view  of the  • 
w helming tine  of foreign im m igration 
which haa come to th is  country.

In the  earlie r daj-s of American his­
tory i t  was (he  intelligent, self reliant 
pa rt of the  European com m unities who 
dared the expense and hardship o f the 
long sea voyage by a  sailing vessel and 
faced the  exigencies of th e  New  World. 
T he im m igrants of those days were 
mostly farm ers and skilled mechanics 
w ho brought w ith them  th e  hab it and 
prestige o f success.

But under th e  now order o f things, 
with the  grea t steam  ferries th a t make 
a  passage to  America only a  brief holi­
day tr ip  of a  week, w ith  reduced rates, 
and controlled by companies w ho sconr 
every European city, by  a id  of their 
agents, to  ga ther in  the ir hum an cargoes 
from  the  poorest and m ost ignorant of 
all the  labor classes, i t  becomes a  very 
different question.

I think  i t  is one o f  th e  hopeful featnree 
of the  situation tha t nearly all our 
adopted citizens, who aro  themselves 
thoroughly A mericanized, share  strong­
ly in  th is view. Indeed, m any of them 
seem to  realize the  danger more keenly 
than  do the  native born citizena 

T he rapid Incoming of thes# Old 
W orld tides has very close relation to 
th e  wages of laboring people. Large 
numbers of these alien laborers who 
coming now are  little  bettor than  slaves 
of contractors, steam ship lines and the 
professional European jobbers in  pauper 
labor. They come in direc t competition 
w ith the  native born and the  worthy 
foreign Im m igrant who comes here for 
tho purpose of applying for citizenship 
and  seenring ft home. A t every point of 
contact w ith our labor system they de-

I t is now  known beyond doubt tha t 
prisoners' aid societies in  various Euro­
pean countries have been steadily  ship­
p ing convicts to  the U nited State#. 
Neither h as i t  been a n  uncommon thing 
for crim inals to  bo le t off by  the  courts on 
condition of th e ir  em igration to  America.

T here is  no t a  single cause of reform 
in th is  country  th a t is no t constantly 
discouraged aud postponed by these Old 
World tides of ignorance and vice.

There can be no doubt th a t there Is 
rising tide of public sentim ent in  this 
country in  favor o f careful and  wise 
am ination of every em igrant who offers 
himself as a  candidate for American 
citizenship in  the  future. I th ink , in 
view  of tho fact th a t we a re  getting a  
very large and increasing proportion of 
our im m igration from  southern Enrope 
which is tho most illite ra te  portion of 
the Old W orld—in  southern Italy , for 
instance, 7‘J  ou t o f every 100 are  illiterate 
- th e re  ought to  be an educational test.

T here is certainly no wisdom In our 
adding hundreds of thousands a  year to  
tho num ber of ill iterates already here, 
w ho aro unable to  read the  Declaration 
of Independence o r have tho  fain test con­
ception of tho principles of our constitu­
tion. The exam ination of #migrants 
should be on th e  o the r side of the  w ater.

W e have had m any illustrations in 
Boston of the  m anifest hardships expo- 
rienced under the  present arrangam ent. 
Every person intending to  em igrate to 
A merica ought to  be required to  give 
notice o f th a t desire through  tho nearest 
American consul, and furnish a  clean 
bill of health , both moral and physical,

’ no one perm itted to  sail w ithou t a 
certificate of such investigation and 
satisfactory finding.

But w hat shall we do w ith these multl- 
tndes of foreigners who aro already liv ­
ing in  our midst? We m ust se t to  w ork 
w ith a  definite purpose to  Americanize 
them as quickly as possible. We m ust 
no t fo r a  mom ent bo satisfied to  le t them 
herd together in  the  filth  a nd  squalor to 
which they may have been accustomed 
a t  home.

W e cannot afford to  hand them  ov#r 
the greedy ty ranny  of the  sweater. 

Nothing w ill help u s more than  the  ab­
olition of tho  neglected tenem ent house, 
and a  healthier, cleaner housing for the 
people. Some of our public spirited men 
of w ealth can no t do  be tter  than  to  look 
in  th is direction as a  field In ' w hich to 
make the ir m ark  upon th e  u p lif t of their 

ce aud the ir time.
A nother th ing  we w ant to  do to  Amer­

icanize these people Is to  furnish them 
employment under conditions consilient 
w ith health , intelligence and  morality. 
Instead of the  crowded sweatshop, th# 
moral atmosphere of which Is os filthy 

the  physical, w o m ust have factories 
conducted in  th e  spirit of C hristian civll- 
ization.

Tho churches, too, m ust open their 
ms w ith  a  heartier tone of welcom# 

and brotherhood to  tho tried and dis­
heartened working people. N othing In 
recent a r t  has stirred mo so deeply as a 
copy of H acker's  "C hris t and the  Mag­
dalene." Tho C hrist is standing, with 
coarse clothing and toilworn hands, by  
the  w orkbench in  the  carpenter shop at 
Nazareth. Tho shavings a re  heaped in 
piles about him  on the  otherw ise bare 
floor, w hile kneeling a t  bis feet, in  peni­
tence and tru st, is  tho M agdalene. 

Brothers, it  is th is  carpenter C hrist— 
Francis W illard aptly  puts it ,  "The 

Monday Christ," th a t the  toilworn world 
hungci-a for, aud  w ill welcome when it 

him  manifested in  us, in  the  shop, 
the  factory and the  counting room, a# 
well as in  the  church.

An iron m anufacturer from P ittsburg 
called on the  strik ing  architectural 
ironworkers who are  on strike  here yex- 
terday a nd  offered to  establish a  union 
factory if  they would lend them  their 
aid. They replied: "No, sir; we kick 
when employers ym port employes he re  
We will not aid in  im porting em­
ployers.

o f which buildings are  constructed. In 
this Instance a  fire brok# ou t in  the  up­
per p a rt of a  one story building while 
th e  w ind was blowing a  gale th a t was 
recorded a t  the  U nited States signal sta­
tion as moving a t tb s  average ra te  of 
th ir ty  miles an hour. B u t notw ithstand­
ing  this, aud the  fac t th a t i t  was several 
m inutes before w ater was got to  the  
building, the  fir la th s  under the  plash 
were burned downward nearly  to  the 
floor, and whole squares of the  side plas­
tering w ere thus loosened and fell In be­
fore the  fire had burned through the  
th in  redwood shingle roof.

I t  w as a  m ost w onderful illustration 
of the  Ora resisting uualltlsa of redwood. 
H ad tho whole building b#en as 
bustible as the la th s  nothing could have 
saved the  city. Th# roof was old a  
thoroughly ready for the  flames ai 
wood ever becomes, ye t the  fac t remains 
th a t it  resisted tha  Ignition, and bystand­
e rs could see a  seething furnace ol 
flam## through the  apsrturs# undar the 
eaves, w hile noth ing  b u t smoko issued 
through the  roof. Th# peculiar manner 
in  which redwood sm others flame and 
prevents its  flashing forth i# an Impor­
ta n t fac t in  suppressing conflagrations, 
as fires ar# communicated to  neighbor­
ing  buildings by means of the  external 
flames and  sparks which they send up.—
