A Trade Unlon, Vietory In England.

The court of queen’s bench in Eng-
land has just rendered tswo highly im-
portant decisions in trade union cases.
One of these, which reverses a ruling of
the recorder of Plymouth, is likely to at-
tract a good dea.l of attention. Mr. Tre-
leaven, & rehant, had four gangs
of men to unload his collien—thrv:e were
gangs of union men and one of non-
union men.

The secretaries of the thres unions
came to Mr. Treleaven and ordered him
to dismiss his nonunion men on pxm of
wm:rlrnwtng the union men. He

v ordered o strike, and all o
union workmen left their work. There-
upon he prosecuted  the secretaries for a
breach of the act of 1875 (against intimi-
dation), and both the magistrates and
the recorder decided in his fayor, impos-
ing a fine of twenty pounds each upon

the three defendanta.

This decision has been upset by the
conrt of queen’s bench, Lord Coleridge
and his associates holding that & threat
to tell men to leave work cannot be
called “intimidation.” This ruling, of
conrse, does not app!y to cases in which
there has been any recourse to or threat
of violence. The court also reversed the
judgment of the recorder, that “a strike
which conld have the effect of injuring
an employer is illegal and indictable at
common law,” on the ground that in-
timidation in a legal senss, infers gome
action that would justify a magistrate
in binding over the offender to keep the
peace.

And on the ofher hand there is the de-
mand for more avenues of labor, the
opening of the gates of every field of 1
dustry that women aro capable or can

become capuble of filling; the demand |34

for greater freedom, more independence,
broader views, mors usefalness for wom

en. What hus been gained for women
has, 80 far, only brought more complica-
tions into gocial and industrial questions;
various interests seem to clash terribly.
But we must remember that Wwe are in
transitional state; that out of it all will
come somo more harmonions adjustment
of human affairs, and that it is not a
wise plan to patch up old institutions |
and alleviate the misery therefrom, but

rather to work and hope for mew and 9

better arrangements.
The subject of domestic service, seem:

all, is really very important, So
much of daily happiness depends on the
work and arrangement of the home.
The mistrets who complains of in-
competent, lazy, saucy servants have
no doubt a real grievance, and again the
girls who du their housework are justi-
fied in complaining of tyranny and
heartlessness on the part of employ
and of the general discomfort, Tonertes
and weariness of their position. Theac-
tual trouble is that their relations are
out of joint with the times. Domestic
geryice is a relict of feudslism when ey-
ery household was 8 community in ft-
gelf. All that was consumed by the
family was produced on the place. The
lines batween classes were more strictly
drawn than 20w, perhaps, but the work-
ers had their own social life among
themselves.

Their home and friends were there
whers they lived and worked. They had
no interests elsewhers, They held a rec-
ognized position with plenty of others like
them. Grown old and helpless, they conld
not be cast away. The estate was their
homo as long as they lived. Today the
average household contains no place for
servants, Many of the honsehold wants
are provided for outside—in those very
factories that seem at once a curse and a
blessing. The inevitable work can be

erformed usually by one or two women
n ten or at most twelye hours of the
day. No one in the house wants those
women after their work is done. No-
body has auy particular interest in them
or & social taste in common with them.
And yet custom has {t that theso women
are asked to come and live in the house,
to be always on hnnd when needed and
out of the way when not

Thelr presence, as SA1l5 conttant pres-
ence of an anger mnst be, i5 a nai-

sance; their personalities, tastes and
society are id in the em-
ployer's hiouse there is no roow, no pro-
vislon made for them. Itis a sitnation
that makes the mistress irritable, 4 mi-
neering and intolerant. But the servant

is no better off. She is asked to leave

such home as she may have had, all her
own soclety, her own interests, all former
occupations. The new place where all
her time s to bs passed is not a home; it
contains nothing which has any sympa-
thy or interest for or in her; it 13 nothing
more than a workshop, with this disad-
vantage, that she cannot leave it when
her work is done. Workingmen are sel-
dom o situated.  Men do not take their
carpenters into their homes fo live.
They are not supposed to share the pri-
vacy and bome 1ife of the family, nor

are they supposed to be devoid of the
fll‘cnlhal that make them desire a social

fe of thelr own. Only the constant

time is not out of memory yeb when
they wero ighing in vain for greater op-
portunities and wider fields of action
The monotony, the narrowness, the pri-
vation and loneliness of the old secluded
homes, where women were completaly
dependent and entire submission to the
will of masculine providers was expect-
ed, became unendurable. A devoted
class of reformers has worked unceasing-
ly to bring women out of the old,
cramped sphere, helped them up to more
frecdom and greater activity, only to
find them, alas! laves to machines and
factory bosses for & pittance & day, in-
stead of drudging in circumscribed homes
for nothing at all of their own. Is the
little advautage worth all the trouble?
Especially when women's entrance into
the many occupations of men has made
sad havoo with their work and wages?
And yet, bad and hopeless and con-
fused as it all seems, the movement {a in
the right direction. Nothing perma-
nently injurious comes of freedom; it s
woman's Dirthright as woll as man's
When thero has been time for human go-
clety to adjust itself to the marvelous
discoveries of cience and the inventions
of geniuses, when the light of human in-
telligence shall be turned on the social
need of mankind with the same carnest-
ness and intensity it has ever been, on
his material wants, there will be found
means of equaring equal liberty with the
equal rights of all; some way by which
the earning of an honest living by man
or woman will not be the terriblo taak it
now is, Lizzie M. HoLues.
