As early as 6 o'clock 
th e  stree ts  commenced to  Sll np  with 
unions and those anxious to  tee  the 
parade. A t 8 o'clock M. J in d o rf , m ar­
shal of the  day, assisted by h it aids, H. 
Cramer and  Dick Richards, sta rted  the 
procession from  the  corner of E as t Leon 
ard and Canal streets, th e  W orkingmen' 
Bloycle club leading w ith about 100 
mounts. I t  was the ir f lrtt appearance 
as a  club, and w ith the  gayly decorated 
wheels they presented a  very pretty 
sigh t. Following th e  bicyclists was 
platoon of police under command 
Sergeant Webb. Squires' band followed 
th e  police and a t  various Intervals dis­
coursed excellent music. Upwards of 
sevenly-flve stu rdy  members of the  Iron 
M oulders onion lead the  first division. 
They  were followed by the  Typographi­
cal union which was headed by Billy 
Wilson carry ing  the  b anner of the  union 
T hey  made a  neat appearance and 
tu rned  ou t about 100 strong. T he Press 
mens' union followed the  ''typos.

T he second division was onder com­
m and of M arshal Louis G uenther and 
was comprised of th e  Cigar Makers' 
union, 75 In num ber; Carpenters’ union 
No. 85, about 40  In num ber; Holland 
C arpenters ' union; and Carpenters' 
unions Nos. 771 and 793 respectively, 
T he entire  divlsloa presented a  n e a t ap­
pearance and as they passed th e  crowd 
cheered them heartily.

T he Plumbers, steam and gas fitters 
headed th e  th ird  dlvlson and w ith their 
tu rn  o u t they were “ ou t of sight. 
Dressed In s ilk  tiles and steel-colored 
u lsters and each w earing a  buttonhole 
bouquet and carrying a  cane, they were 
pronounced the  nobbiest union In the 
procession. T heir  officers, M. McQur- 
rln  past president, and Dan Conners, 
were m ounted on black chargers and 
were assisted by aids, Henry Thompson 
and Thos. O'B rien. In  th is division 
were also the  painters, who possossed 
mascott In the shape of little  M aster 
Peterson, who was gaily a ttired  and 
m arched a t  the ir heads carry ing  a  palm 
brush and bucket, and  as he trudged 
along the  crowd cheered him lustily. 
T he Sheet Iron  and Metal W orkers' 
union carried tin  umbrellas and the Hash­
ing sunlight dazzled the  eyes of the spec­
ta tors. T he stone cu tters wore w nlte 
aprons and bouquets, and the  harness 
m akers and barbers ended the  division.

Pe .er H . R lpstra was m arshal of the 
fourth  division, which consisted of the 
carvers, wood tu rners, F. W. P. A. No.
33 band and scroll sawyers, G erman cab­
inet m akers and shaper hands.

T he fifth division was commanded by 
F red  Lehm an and  contained the  bakers, 
brews, horseshoers. machinists, grocer 
clerks, butchers and  tailors. T he brewers 
were distinguished by little  bcntonleres 
consisting of sprigs of rye  and hops on 
the  lapels of the ir coats and little  wreaths 
of hops on th e ir  ha ts. The butchers 
wore w hite a prons and  bouqnets.

T he sixth division, M arshal F . Rowan, 
was la s t bu t no t least, and consisted of 
th e  V alley City assembly, K nights of 
L abor, team sters, common laborers, team 
owners and brakem eo's union. T he d i­
vision as a  whole, was equally as floe In 
appearance as any os those th a t pre­
ceded them.

A t the  depot all was hustle and bnslle. 
All good na tured  and bent on having a 
day of I t the  crowd swayed to and fro 
and  th e  first train  o u t carried the  jolllest 
crow d th a t ever left the  Union depot, 
and when all the  tra in s  pulled In a t the 
O ttaw a Beach station about 1,800 people 
had been landed and distributed upon 
the  grounds. T he crowd scattered pro- 
mltcnonsly, some crots lng  the  bay to 
M acataw a, o thers to  Sco tt’s lauding and 
quite a  large  crowd spread the ir lunches 
a t  Shady Bide, while a  large part of the 
crowd partook  of the  excellent spread at 
H otel O ttaw a furnished by Caterer 
Soutbwlck.

A fter dinner the  molders and printers 
crossed bats on a  very “ cheesy” ground, 
and a fte r  a  severe struggle of seven Inn­
ings the  prin ters " th rew  up the ir cases” 
and acknowledge th a t the  score, which 
stood 5 to  14 In favor of the  molders, 
was enough and the  game was called.
