Heavy EiporU of Wheat and Flour and 
Higher Prices Predlctsd-Fuvornblo Indi­

cations In the Iron Mnrket-Tho 
Business Failures.

N ew  York, Sept. U .—B radstroot’s 
S ta te  of T rade  th is week says: Special 
te legram s from a  few W estern and 
N orthw estern commercial cen ters which 
have boon reporting enlargem ent of tho 
volume of general trade  w ithin a  fo rt­
n igh t Indicate th a t  a t  Chicago, D uluth, 
M inneapolis, S t Paul, K ansas City, St. 
Louis and  C incinnati, tho previously 
noted activity  In dem and for s tap le  dry 
goods, footwear, ha ts, clothing, general 
produce and f ru it continues. Prices are 
n a tu ra lly  fairly well maintained. 
M auufactnrorsa  aro  still buy­
ing freely. L ard , pork and  hogs 
have been In ligh t receipt and 
also tobacco suga r te a  a t  somo m ar­
kets. Lum ber as well a s  Iron Is steady 
w ith production a  shado heavier than  a 
month ago, and sim ilarly less th a n  one 
year ago. Tho slgniflcant nows of the  
w est In th is  lino is th a t  some Im portant 
m arkets, notably Philadelphia and Cln- 
c lnna:l m erchant and  m anufactured  Iron 
have sold a shade higher, under Im­
proved request. A n th rac ite  coal is 
barely s teady  although nominally 
h igher and w ith genuine restric tion  of 
production.

W heat flour exports to  China from 
San Francisco a re  continued. In  tho 
E as t flour prices aro  lower w ith those 
fo r wheat.

T ho  exports of w heat, including flour, 
fo r tho  week from U nited States ports, 
aggregated 4,723,232 bushels or, Includ­
ing M ontreal shipm ents, 3,114,528 bush­
els. T he to ta l from tho  U nited State: 
Inst week was 5,441,506 bushels. In  the 
like week of 1890, Including M ontreal, It 
was only 1,480,058 bushels. For cloven 
w eeks the  aggregate. Including flour, ex­
cluding M ontreal, Is 48,551,000 bushels, 
in  1890 it  w as 22,035,000 bushels, includ­
ing Montreal.

San Francisco exporters expect to  ship 
from 2,500,000 to  3,000,000 bushels of 
w hea t per month for the  n e i t  eight 
m onths. T ho decline In tho price of 
w heat has continued several weeks 
shows signs of being followed 
action.

Share  speculation has been a r tl  [e and 
displays Increased in te rest and  support. 
T he m arket has, however, encountered 
professional opposition to  th e  continu­
ance of th e  rise and tho  position of the 
Could pa rly  has no t been altogethe 
satisfac tory  to  tho  bulls.

Bonds continue in Increased demand 
w ith activity and advances In low priced 
issues.

T he bank clearings a t fifty-eight cities 
fo r th e  week am ount to  81,049,245,091 * 
decrease of 8 per cen t Is shown. 
Chicago th e  increase w as 8644,800.

T he gross railw ay earnings in A ugust 
show a  sm aller gain over th a t month for 
1890 th a n  did those for Ju ly . T ho  grain 
carry ing  roads have done best, the  
southern and Pacific road earnings not 
being so favorable. T he to ta l fo r 134 roads 
for A ugust Is 840,821,954, a n  excess over 
A ugust of last year of 7 per cent.

F a r th e r  im provem ent In th e  demand 
and prico Is no t ye t noticeable in  dry­
goods. Jobbers arc  active In nearly  all 
departm ents. Dress goods a re  particu­
la rly  active. D em and from agents is 
improved and  prices are  generally firm 
w ith advances In low grade  cottons. 
Itaw cotton is « c  higher on bullish for­
eign advices.

A counterfeit bank  note will be appreci­
a ted  by a  dishonest person to  th e  ex ten t 
of his a b ility  to  gain benefit thereby 
through  his dishonesty. Wo may i 
thoreforo say th a t  a  counterfeit note 
valueless; It Is sim ply a  "dishonest 
valuo." T ho creation  of "dishonest la­
bor actually  perform ed."

Again lot us ta k e  the  form ula 
monly expressed; " F o r  value received,
I  promise to  pay," e tc. H ero wo havo 
form ula which In Itself Is appreciated 
and  accepted as a  "valuo," when 
rounded w ith approved conditions 
W hereas It Is only an Incomplete tran s 
action In tho exchange of honest 
and  a  dishonest substitu te  fo r a  value 
th a t  should havo an ac tua l oxlstcnco 
the  creation “ labor actually  performed."

I t  Is a n  Im perfect compensation sub­
jecting  tho  tru e  compensation to  tho 
"unknow n futuro," We call It avalue, 
b u t It Is nothing more nor less than  
dishonest valuo.

Tho principlo Involved It the  founda­
tion of w hat Is know n as th e  "Credit 
system:' which Is tho rock upon which 
Democratic Institutions have always 
boon shattered  and w hereon th e  opposi­
tion havo for ages b u ilt th e ir Industrial, 
social and political struc tu res  (either) 
eventually broke to  pieces by reason of 
tho unstapio foundation upon which 
they  built w ith  Its attend ing  Iniquities

employment of bruto force, b ru tally  ap- 
plied.

T here  aro, of courso, o the r "dlshonost 
values," of much Importance of which 
havo hinted In form er articles, and 
only call atten tion  to  tho poin t th a t tho 
happiness and  welfare of man deponds 
as much upon tho quality  of tho article 
receives as upon tho  quantity , and th a t 
values should recolvo close scrutiny.

W hile we, dw elling upon a  globe that 
is bathed in  tho sun’s  rays, m ay bo un­
able to  percsivo these variations directly, 
ye t the ir e ffects have long bsen recog­
nized by  th s  changes th a t they produce 
in  te rre str ia l magnetism. I t  is also 
highly probable th a t a  perceptible in­
fluence upon th s  w eather is  exercised by 
variations in  solar rad ia tion  correspond­
ing  w ith th s  presence o r a tsence  of sun 
spots.—G .

This expansion causes the  colder por­
tions of the w ater to  rise to  the surface 
The form ation of 'gm nud ice' or 
“anchor ice." as it is sometimes called, 
is the  only exception to  the  ru le  g 
above.—St- Ism is Republic.

Woman's Rights In Austria.
Austrian women seem suddenly alive 

to  the ir “ rights."  A  largo und euthu*»i- 
nstic meeting was held in  Vienna, at 
which no ma:: was present excepting the 
governm ent commissar}’, whose presence 
is  necessary a t a ll public meetings. A 
rpirited debate evolved the  following 
resolution to  be forwarded to  th e  reicha- 
rath:

“Tho women of lower A ustria  demand 
th a t parliam ent shall introduce such 
modifications in to  the  existing adm inis­
tra tive  and constitutional laws as will 
insure tho following measures:

“First—T hat the  m iddle and low«r 
schools be opened gratuitously to  wom­
en, and  th a t the  unm ber of profession* 
accessible for women be increased.

“Second—T h at women be allowed to 
take pa rt in  political affairs; th a t rll 
A nstrian subjects of age and in  the  en 
joym ent of the ir righ ts as such, witho*:! 
consideration for tho am ount of taxe* 
they pay and regardless of the ir position 
or sex, shall be entitled to  equal and di 
rec t parliam entary suffrage.”

Tho meeting w as attended by literary 
women, governesses, tradeswomen and 
w orking girls.—Paris  Letter.
