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How a Kfag Kéeps Cool.

Althongh one may not keep cool, it i
soma matisfaction to read how others
manage it. Thero is the king of Siam,
for instance. He issaid to have in one
of his country palaces a wonderfal pa-
vilion. It was built by a Chinese engi-
neer as & refuge for the king during the
extreme heat of summer. The walls,
ceiling and floors are formed of pieces of
plate glass an inch thick., They are so
perfectly fitted together with a trans-
parent cement that the joints are invis-
ible and no flnid can penetrate.
