FORTIFYING SANDY HOOK.

Testing Blg Mortars and Profoctiles, Including
o Hotehkiss Shrapnel.
NEW York, Sept. 20.—The work of
fortifying ‘Sandy Hook Is progressing
rapldly now, and It Is expected that by
this time next year the fortification of
this fmportant post will be in a fair way
toward completion. Two of the main
defences will bo the mortar batterios
which are now ln courso of orection.
They are being built of sand and aro
about 100 yards apart. Already nine of
the thirty or more mortars which will
make up the armament of the two bat-
teries have arrived and are now under-
golng daily tests. Eight of the mortars

Providenco. Thoy aremade of cast fron
and bound with steol hoops. They are
about twalve feot in length, welgh thir-
ten and a half tons cach, and are twelve
inches in diamoter. The projectiles in
use at present weigh 050 pounds, and it
roquires eighty pounds of powder to
discharge one of them. The mortars
are supposed, howover, to bo capuble of
discharging an 800-pound projectile, and
tests will bo made with such projectiles
ater.

Another mortor now being tested at
the Hook {sone madé wholly of steel.
Tt was made at the government arsenal
at Watervilet. It Isalso twelye inches
in bore and weighs thirtoon tons. The
projactile used in this mortar weighs 800

used in the discharge.
Other interesting tests now being
made at the government proving grounds
as the station at Sandy Hook is ealled,
Are those of Hotehkiss shrapnel and
elcetric wielded shrapnel. The former
is wadein France and tho latter by
the American Projectilo company of
Boston. The Hotehkiss shrapnel is nine
inches long, weighs 13 pounds 6 ounces,
and 1§ 32-10_ inches In diametor,  The
tests are made from a breech-loading | &
steel rifle made at the Watervilet arsen-
al. The targets wore placed at 1,000
one Toflo and 3,000 yards, At the
rd test onlyono target was used.
“This was lnndn of inch pine bonrds and
was cleven feet high by fifty-two foct
long. . A screen was placed in front of
tho target to explode the shrapnel.

At the first _discharge S8 pieces of the
shrapnel struck were embedded in
passed through the target. The second
shot made 94 hits, the third 77 hits, the
fourth 115 hits and the fifth 123 hits.
Ono can easily imagine the effect of one
of these when oxploded among & com-
pact body of men oceupying the samo
space as this target. In making the
