toss OK THREE HUNDRED THOUSAND 
. DOLtARS AT MINNEAPOLIS.

ThTM Firm ™  Family Injured and Others 
Seriously Hnrt-Unlon Depot Horned 

at St. Paul-Forest and Prairie 
Fires Rasing.

MiNKRAraUS, Sept. 24.—F lro broke 
o u t th is afternoon In th e  flve-story 
building occupied by  Moore & Co.'s ma­
chine shops, a t  T en th  avenue, South 
and  T h ird  s treets. H alf an hour a fte r ­
w ards a  te rrific  explosion occurred 
and  tho . flames shot h igh above 
th e  buildings. T w enty  employes 
In tho th ird  sto ry  barely escaped, 
w ith the ir lives. T ho flames communi­
cated  to  elevator “ C.”  A t 3:20 the  walls 
o f tho  e leva tor fell. Twelve firemen 
on ladders against the  walls wore all 
precipitated into tho  debris. All wore 
rescued alive, b u t nine w ere seriously 
and  th ree  fata lly  wounded.

Aid from St. I’au l w as called for. The 
fire raged for an hour, spreading to  the 
N orth A m erican Beef com pany's build­
ing and  w iping ou t eight small dwell­
ings In its way. T he C. M. & St. Paul 
bridge took fire b u t was extinguished 
w ith sm all loss.

A t 5 o'clock the  fire w as under con­
tro l. having consumed th e  Moore fac­
tory. elevator, Beef com pany's building 
and seventeen sm aller buildings. Iho  
loss is placed a t  $300,000.

Chief Canterbury , Charles M itchell ami 
Captain Foster, all probably fata lly  in- 
jn red . Captain D ent; John  Guise, \N in. 
Cole. Captain Malone. Captain Fierce 
and  Nicholas Love, seriously Injured.

Forest and Prairie Fires.
D ulc tu , Sept. 24.—Specials from 

P ine  City say th a t fires are  rag ing  In tha t 
vicinity and th a t  over Slfi.OttO w orth of 
tim ber h a s  been destroyed. T he loss to 
farm ers will be heavy. Several dwell­
ings and  farm  buildings have 
also been burned. Two school 
houses wore destroyed yesterday, the 
pupils barely escaped w ith the ir lives. 
A t tho ra te  tho flames a re  now raging 
the  loss by fires will am ount to  870 
hour.

T ho fire Is approaching Pino City and 
500 men aro  fighting it.

Engineer and Eight Italians Killed and 
Many Others Injured In a  Pennsylva­

nia Collision.

fEWCASTLE, Pa ., Sept. 24.—A te rr i­
ble w reck occurred on tho Pittsburg  & 
W estern railroad  a t  M cKlm's Siding, a 
s ta tion  a  sho rt distance  on  th e  other 
side of Zoclionplo, B u tler  county, 
th is  poin t n work tra in  w ith a force of 
fifty men w as engaged In pu tting  down 

i track . About 8 o'clock th is morn­
ing  tho work tra in  go t ou t of tho wi 
a  fre igh t tra in  going west, b u t tho -

>t know, th a t a  second section of 
tho some num ber was following live 
m inutes la ter. Tho work tr a in  again 
pulled o u t on  tho  main trac k  and  tho 
men were engaged In throw ing off d ir t 
w hen the  second section struck  the  work 
tra in  w ith g rea t force. Cars wore plied 
up  In a  shapeless mass, tho  engines wore 
a  m ass of broken Iron and wood am 
steam  and boiling w ater poured 
tho un fortunate  ones caught In th e  Jam. 
F or a  m om ent a fte r  tho  collision there  
was silence. T hen  tho air was broken 
by tho  shrieks of the  dying, 
m aking the  scone so te rrib le  tha t 
one of the trainm en who had 
escaped Injury fainted w ith horror. The 
trainm en and laborers w ho were n o t In­
ju red  a t  once assisted those Imprisoned 
in  the  debris. Several a rm s and legs 
w ere found In several different places, 
and  tlm  head of a n  Ita lian  was found 
tw e n ty le e t away from tho body. E n­
g ineer John  H oughton, who had bravely 
done his best to  stop his engine, a t­
tached to  the  fre igh t tra in , was found 
wedged in the  broken and shapeless 
Iron. By 11 o'clock tho bodies of eight 
Ita lian  laborers had been taken  from 
th e  w reck, and w ith the  killing of E n­
gineer H oughton th is swells tho number 
to  nine. A t least tw enty men wore In­
ju red , several of whom cannot recover. 
All of tho  bodies were .terribly mangled 
and disfigured. E ngineer Houghton 
was th e  only American killed. Ills 
homo Is said to  bo in Allegheny. As­
sistance  was telegraphed for to  Zeell- 
loplo and In a sho rt time physicians and 

citizens were a t  the  scene, rendering all 
the  assistance in  the ir power.

Mr. Doan, who was a  member of con­

gress from 1855to  1851), Isa  short, stocky 
built man, apparen tly  70 years of age; 
his h a ir  and long chin w hiskers aro of 
snowy w hiteness, and his sha rp  gray 
eyes glance through gold rimmed glasses. 
Uls m anner of speech Is of tho  conversa­
tional o rder, and his fund of knowledge 
could have been gleaned only In tho field 
of p ractical experience.

Ho began his address by telling his 
auditors th a t they could grasp  tho  his­
tory of the  country In general term s, 
b u t I t would bo Impossible for them  to 
Imagine tho  struggle through which it 
w ent on th e  floors of congress In the 
years preceding the  memorable war.

Ho took th e  audience with him to the 
capltol building a t  YVnshlngton a t  12 
o 'clock, noon, on Dec. 3, 1850. Ut 
b rought them to  the  old senate  chamber, 
now the  Supremo court room, and Intro­
duced them  to the  m ost notable men of 
tho  times. "T here  wore sixty members 
of th a t bojly then ,” ho said, " rep resen t­
ing th ir ty  states, and among the  leaders 
was your own Lewis Cass.
Intense pa rtisan  and  years of experience 
had made him fam iliar with the  rules of 
tho body and gave him rem arkable 
power. He loved his country  and was 
a n  honest man. H is honesty was pu t to 

en, unsolicited, ho retired  to 
private life.''

S itting nex t to  Cass was John . M. 
Mason of Virginia, overbearing, pomp- 

and in  tho Intensity  of his aristo­
c ra tic  pride something to  bo despised 
and  hated. Ho was steeped In treason 
to  tho end of his old gray locks."

45,000: M. Coleman. 20,000: Isaac E.
