Contradictory Stntcmenta as to tUo Loss and 
the Number of Accidents, Injuries and 

Fatalities—Armour & Co. Among 
the Heavy Losers.

P h i l a d f x p r ia ,  Sept. as.—One of the 
m ost disastrous Arcs over known In this 
c ity  broko ou t shortly  a fte r  3 o'clock 
th is  morning. Tho flam osstartod In the 
oil warchouso of Phillips & Cunning­
ham . 123 N orth  D elaw are avenue. They 
gained a larm ing headw ay alm ost imme­
diately. Tho large w arehouscof Jessup  
& Moore, occupied by A. C. Silborinan, 
agen t fo r A rm our & Co., caught Ore, 
and  a t  th is  sudden sp u rt of tho  flames 
th e  flrcmcn seemingly became paralyzed. 
T hey  appeared to  have lost control of 
tho  flames, w hich each mom ent In­
creased In fury. T hey  did no t relin­
qu ish  th e ir  bravo efforts to  subdue the 
flames, however, and  five were seriously 
In jured b y  tum bling from  lofty  walls 
th a t  c rumbled like ashes before tho melt­
ing  tide of lire. One pohr follow per­
ished In th e  flames because of his per­
sistence in  h is duty.

A t 4 o’clock tho  w alls on  th e  w ater 
side of th e  burning building fell w ith a 
trem endous crash. A cry of horror 
w en t up  from  tho onlooking thousands 
for i t  w as feared th a t  m any people had 
been buried beneath  them . Meanwhile 
tho  flames had leaped across W ater 
s tre e t, a ttack ing  In tho rea r tho  stores 
o f Geo. L. Flick  and Ed K ennedy, gro- 
corymen a t  141 and 143 F ro n t street. 
Before the  sea of flame they succumbed 
like p rairie  grass and  tho devouring 
m onster a t  once seized upon adjoining 
buildings.

W ilken 's hop house a t  493 and J .  Al- 
w orths *fc Sons' cotton brokerage a t 49.', 
F ro n t s tre e t next succumbed. By this 
tim e the  flames had  devasta ted  three 
whole blocks, cu tting  a  wide sw ath of 
d isastrous ru in . I t  is n o t know n how 
m any people a re  c augh t under tho  fal­
len walls bu t it  Is probable m any lives 
have been lost.

T he Are was Anally gotten under con­
tro l a fte r  the  fo lowing buBdlngs had 
been destroyed: Phillips *  Cunpingham 
129 Delaw are avenue, Jessup  & Moore's 
w archouso on tho  north and  A rm our's 
packing house on the  south. Tho hop 
warehouse, G. W llklng's, on tho oppo­
site  side of the  s tree t caught fire, but 
the  flames were soon subdued w ith small 
loss.

By ha rd  work the  fire was confined to 
these buildings. Several Bremen wore 
burned w ith oil or had the ir limbs 
broken. F irem an Sched of engine 8 
died on the  w ay to  th e  hospital. An­
o th e r fireman is in  a  critical condition.

T ha loss will exceed $200,000.

BAS A BAD RECORD.

F lin t , Sept. 28.—Orla Niles, tho  des­
perado of A rgentine, h a s  a t  la s t been 
a rrested. He w as c augh t by Sheriff 
B aker a t  V alparaiso; Ind ., Saturday 
and  is now in Jail here. A s a  confirmed 
crim inal, Niles is a  record breaker, al­
though only 21 years old. Ho w as i 
thorough te rro r  to  the  people In Argen 
tin e  tow nship, w here his people reside, 
and  th e re  will bo no  sorrow in th a t  di­
rection over his cap ture. Among the 
crimes laid  a t  h is door a re  a  ba rn  b u rn ­
ing a n d  an assau lt w ith in ten t 
m it m urder, and I t is probably th is  la tte r  
offense to  w hich ho will have to  an s ' 
first in  court.

Jam es B lack is the  m an whom he 
saulted. Ho laid  in w ait fo r B lack a t 
the  Shiawassee river crossing in  A rgen­
tine  and  a fte r  pounding him to Insensi­
b ility th rew  him Into tho river fo r dead. 
Ho w as rescued, however, and h 
covered. B lack  is a  farm er In Argen­
tine.

T he ba rn  which Niles is said to  hav 
burned stood in  Wlllinmston, and Just 
before he escaped to  Ind iana  tho people 
of W llllamston had him surrounded in  a 
piece of woods n e a r there , with every 
reason to  believe they would bo able to 
c ap ture  him. Niles Is a  good looking 
boy, and  with h is inte lligen t face and 
ra th e r  n e a t habits i t  is difficult to 
how ho go t into his bad courses. Of tho 
hundred and one crimes laid a t  his door 
th e  a ssau lt upon B lack Is tho w orst, a! 
though none of his sins have been little

MURDERED IN JAIL.

Fatal Quarrel in the National Lock-Up at 
Washington.

W ashington, Sept. 38.—T he first 
m urder th a t  ever occurred in  th e  United 
States Jail hero was perpetrated  today. 
Tho m urderer Is a  colored man named 
Samuel Moore, who Is in  Jail under sen­
tence  for one year fo r a ssau lt and b a t­
tery . Tho m an he killed was H arry 
Jando rf, formerly of Baltim ore, under 
sentence for two years for a  violation of 
tho  hum ane law  in having p u t his I", 
year-old wlfo in  a house of prostitution 
W hen tho prisoners were taken  o u t o' 
th e ir cells Into tho corridor for their 
dally  outing Moore picked : 
w ith Jando rf and seizing a  shovel th a t 
had boon used by one of tho  Jail v 
men, struck  him in the  back of 
head, knocking him senseless on 
floor, from tho  effects of which Jando rf 
died th is evening.

S traube came to  th is  city about two 
years ago, and  about Sept. 4, 1889, his 
boarding-house keeper ^introduced him 

tho Schultzes, and ho was Induced to 
sign a c ontract on th a t day to  w ork for 
them  In th e ir  gold mines 1n N icaragua.

c on trac t provided th a t ho was to 
receive $45 a  month until th e  third 
month, w hen  he w as to  have tho priv­
ilege of working on  shares. Ho w as to 

o rk  for ono year, and for disobedience 
r dishonesty w as to  forfeit all claims 

against tho firm. Loss of tim e from III- 
o tc., was to  be paid fo r a t  tho  rate  

of S i a day.and ho was to  poy 81 a  month 
nodical a ttendance. T h ree  others 

signed sim ilar con tracts, and all four 
journeyed to the  firm 's p lace a t tho head 
of Sluma Creek, w here th e ir  w ork'and 
pay commenced from -D ec. 9, 1889. Ho 
says on Sunday they wore obliged to  got 
sufficient monkey flesh to  la s t through 
the  week.

S traube adm its th a t he was dlsobcdl- 
i t  on tw o occasions. Once was on a 

Sunday w hen ho was too tired to  shoot 
monkeys, and  refused to  go ou t. The 
o the r a c t of Insubordination occurred in 
tho  mines. He w as working oh  a  pay­
ing vein w hen he was ordered to  go to 
a nother and  less fru itfu l spot. Tho 
Schultzs pu t Ind ians to  w ork on  tho 
rich vein, and S traube refused to  go 

cwhoro. He says they paid Ind ians 
b u t S3 a n  ounce, while w hite men were 
paid a t tho  ra te  of SIS an ounce. T here­
fore Ind ians w ere p u t on th e  m ost pro- 
luctlve veins. S traube was discharged 
a fte r  six m onths of work. He th re a t­
ened to  appeal to  th e  Germ an consul, 
b u t says th a t  ono of tho  firm told him 
Hint would no t do him any good, as he 

•king down here .” T hen  S traube 
began su it for $1,029, claim ing th a t  the 
d e fendants had paid him b u t $91.

SIXTEEN MILLIONS

N ew  Y ork, Sept. 28.—A W ashington 
special says: A bout 810,000,000 is tho 

tho navy departm en t will ask  for 
in  its annual estim ate for continuing 
w ork on tho  new navy. -This does not 
Include anyth ing  for new vessels. I t  Is 
simply th e  am ount required for meeting 
tho paym ents under existing contracts, 
which will- bo duo during  th e  fiscal year 
ending 1893. Of th is  am ount about 
$9,000,000 is required for tho  construc­
tion of vessels proper, and , $7,000,000 
fo r m achinery, a rm am ent and  equip­
ments. Tho secretary , i t  is understood, 
will especially advocate th is year tho 
construction of a  num ber of fast torpedo 
boats, and  small light d raugh t cruisers. 
Most naval officers would ra th e r  
see the  lim ited am ount th a t
is likely to  be allowed this
year fo r additional vessels expended 
in  several sm aller c ra f t th a t  can be built 
quickly, th a n  to  have tho whole am ount 
concentra ted In ono largo battlc-shlp 
th a t  requiros'years to  build. I t  Is con­
sidered desirable _to continue tho  addi­
tion of largo ships, b u t If th e re  Is to  be 
only ontf choice tho navy departm ent's 
decision will be In favor of small ships, 
such as arc  now most urgen tly  needed 
for service In China and on tho Paclflc 
s ta tion , ships of th e  protected cruiser 
type , capable of m oderately h igh speed,

Asbury P ar k , Sept. 25.—William 
Stout, a  w ealthy farm er who resides 
ne a r th e  village of H am ilton, Is delirious 
nearly  all th e  tim e and  exhibits a ll tho 
symptoms o f hydrophobia. A  fbw days 
a fte r  the  death  of Law yer Richard S. 
Bartino of A sbury P a rk  from  tho effects 
of tho bite of an alleged rab id  c a t last 
spring, several mad dogs ran  amuck 
through  some of the  towns of Monmouth 
county. A big black and  w hite brute 
w ith fro th  dropping from his mouth ran  
through  Ham ilton, biting a  num ber of 
o the r dogs a nd  animals.

W hen tho  dog reached Mr. Stout's 
farm ho a ttacked  and badly b it a  valua­
ble full-blooded Jersey  ealf. Mr. Stout 
trea ted  the  calf 's wounds himself and  it 
soon recovered Its usual health  and 
vigor. Ono day tho  calf licked a  sore 
on M r. S tou t's arm  as the  la tte r  was 
dressing Its wounds. A few days ago 
Mr. S tou t's arm  reddened about the 
sore, which has never healed, and  the 
arm  swelled.

I t  Is now about th ree  times its ordi­
n a ry  size and is badly discolored. The 
sore has become g reatly  enlarged and 
presents a m alignant appearance. At 
times Mr. Stou t gnashes his tee th  and 
fro th  runs from his mouth. T he a ttend­
ing physicians sav he has hydrophobia.

Farm ers are  beginning 
to  get alarm ed a t  the  departu re  of ne­
groes, for they will no t bo able to  g e t 
hands to  ha rvest tholr crops.

A Double Lynching.

Davis, a  prom inent m erchant, w as as­
sassinated Saturday  nigh t by a  negro 
named G rant, aided by  a  negro named 
Lou Stevenson. L as t nigh t a  mob-took 
tho  m urderers from Jail, strung  them  up 
to a  bridge and riddled the ir bodies with 
bullets,

V ie n n a, Sept. 28.—T h q  Israelite  Alll 
anco in  th is c ity , fo r tho relief of fugi­
tives from  Russia, has more th a n  it  can 
a ttend  to. A  pa rty  of Jew s from the  
governm ent of Podolskl te lls a n  in te r­
esting  story of tho lr  expulsion. They 
were farm ers and  shop-keepers, and Im­
m ediately upon th e  receip t of the  order 
fo r them to  go to  tho  pale of settlem ent, 
they  wore a t  once tu rned  ou t of their 
houses. T hey  did n o t even go t an offer 
for the ir dwellings, and  the  conten ts and 
whole farm s were, in  this w ay, taken  
possession of by peasan try , who never 
had tho sligh test tit le  to  o r  claim upon 
tho property.

AN OPPORTUNE DEATH,

The Czar Goes Into Mourning and Avoids 
Meeting the Kaiser.

London, Sept.28,—T he death  of Grand 
Duchess Paul, aside from  tho sadness of 
such an occurrence, happened quite  op­
portunely for tho czar. I t  served to 
trlca te  him from  serious difficulty, Inci­
den t to  tho som ew hat s tra ined  rela­
tions between Russia and  Germany, 
which th rea tened  to  m ake Alex­
ander 's  Journey homeward from  Co­
penhagen w ithou t e ither offending 
Germans or .Incurring th e ir  disfavor, 
a  m a tte r  of th e  u tm ost delicacy, full of 
perilous chances In the  way o f touching 
sore spots or incurring some ac "  '  '
revelation of sentim ent of an 
able nature .

T he grand  duchess’ death  by placing 
the  czar and his cou rt in  mourning, has 
enabled him to travel through  Germany 
w ithout throw ing a  slight on the  kaiser 
by tho omission of a  formal visit to  him 

Won't Furnish Sinews for Russia. 
B er lin , Sept. 28.—Tho feeling here 

is dead a gain st subscribing to  the  i 
Russian loan w hich Is looked upon 
simply providing money to  supply ar 
monts and  tho sinews of w ar to  a  cc 
try  whloh would inevitably be Ger­
m any's b itterest and m ost powerful ene­
my whenever tho E uropean strug­
gle begins. Tho German gov­
ernm en t Is departing  from the 
Bismarcklan fire - eating policy, 
while a t  tho  same tim e rcmutnlng Indif­
feren t to  the  advice of K aiser Wilhelm 
to m aintain a  friendship which the  kai­
ser merely Ignores. W hile individual 
bankers are  Induced by Russia to  put 
tho loan "on the  lis t"  as It were, oven 
if no genuine dealings In It are 
possible among German investors. The 
fac t is, Russia’s object in applying to 
B erlin  a t  all was only to  get tho loan 
quoted on th e  Berlin bourse and thus 
avoid tho  appearance of absolute de­
pendence on F ranco for financial sup­
plies.

A Law Halt That May Teat the VaUllty of 
the Weight* and Measure* Or­

dinance.

A su it by summons was commenced 
yesterday in tho Superior cqu rt by the 
city of Grand Rapids again st George H. 
Behnko. Tho action is b rought In tho 
plea of trespass on  tho case and  places 
tho  damage a t  $200. T ho su it grows 
ou t of a  refusal on tho  p a r t of Mr. 
Behnko to  comply w ith th e  city ordi­
nance regarding the  m alntainenco of 
public sdalcs. Mr. Behnke refused to 
pay a  bill p resented by the  official sealer 
of weights and measures.

Mr. Behnko, w hen seen by a  reporter 
last night, said ho did no t object to  pay­
ing for having his scales tested  when 
occasion demanded, o r  when any com­
pla in t was m ade regarding th e  condition 
of his scales, and though t any honest 
m erchant would feel th e  sam e way. Ho 
sta ted  th a t the  sealer of weights and 
measures called a t  his place of business 
a t  th e  corner of E as t Bridge and K ent 
stree ts  and tqsted the  scales there , pre­
sented the  bill, which was paid. A few 
days la te r  the  same official called a t  his 
yards on W inter s treet, tested the  scales 
and wood m easurem ents there, even go­
ing so far  as to  overhaul some abandoned 
wood measures, which ho would have 
destroyed had he asked any questions 
regarding them  of tho man in charge, 
and w hen tho  second bill w as presented 
Mr. Behnke thought ho was being over­
charged and  refused to  pay It.

Mr. Behnko fu rth e r sta ted  th a t  as a 
taxpayer he thought ho w as paying a 
double tax  and th a t some o the r mer­
chants wore very much displeased with 
tho  ordinance requiring people to  pay 
taxes and then pay the  city for testing 
tholr scabs.

Men asl- 
with Increased Interest, w hat authority  
h a s  an  anonymous book? I t  Is a legiti­
mate question, and  scholars like our 
Bro. Thompson, a lias  Moloschott, alias 
M yth, a re  laboring earnestly  to  answc 
it.

Bro. Thompson th inks he can give 
perfectly sa tisfactory answer, whereas 
Mr. H ackf-tt th inks he cannot; and 
hero is the  bone of contention. I  have 
tried In “ my weak way and m anner" to 
give th e  exact fac ts  w ithout fear or 
favor. Mr. Thompson has plainly stated 
th a t  I  display “ Inadequate prepara tion ." 
“ a  lack of oven ordinary uxegetical 
knowledge;" “ amazing Ignorance;” and 
also “ reveal a  dam ning doctrinal du­
plicity;" In short, 1 am " a  theological 
grasshopper;" and “ a  theological w eath­
ercock;'' besides o the r sw eet things, 
being a  compound of "duplicity  ami 
theological wlrimsicalness," etc. H av­
ing discovered, however, th a t fourteen 
ou t of e ighteen members of his official 
board do  no t seem to  regard  him as 
being possessed o f all wisdom and good­
ness, and think ing  th a t  perhaps there 
m ight bo a  few o th e r  honest readers of 
th is  column who do no t fully  acquiesce 
In his opinions, I  address 
following condensed sta tem ents, all of 
which I  believe is true:

1. T he earliest known m anuscripts of 
the  gospels a re  anonymous.

2. T ho originals, and a ll copies made 
for about 100 years afterw ard , are  lo.-t.

3. T here  were a t  least a dozen other 
gospels In the  first apd  second centuries, 
some of which w ere regarded as au tho r­
itative, and  the re  were numerous epis­
tles, all bearing on the  doings and say­
ings of C hrist, so the re  m ust have been 
a basis fo r tho  stories they profess to  re­
la te; b u t i t  is very doubtful w hether the 
au thors of any  of those narra tives  ever 
signed the ir nam es to  them  o r were over 
certain ly  known.

4. T he m ost unbiased and m ost reli­
able authority  known to me asserts: 
“ I t  Is very doubtful w hether the  mqst 
searching exam ination will ever de ter­
mine the  au tho r o r  au thors of our Crat 
th ree  gospels."

5. We have e x tan t epistles a ttribu ted  
to  tho early  C hristian fathers, viz., 
Clement, B arnabas, Ilerm as, Ignatius 
and Polycarp; ye t none of them  mention 
either of our gospels by name which 
would seem to indicate e ither th a t they 
ha'd never heard of them or did not con­
sider them  of special importance.

-  C. Tho lirst mention of a gospel a-.-- 
cording to  Jo h n  Is found about A. D. 
160. I t  hardly seems probable th a t any 
Christian w riter could have known that 
a  gospel a ttr ibu ted  to  Jo h n  was in  ex­
istence and yet n o t havo mentioned it.

7. Ju stin  M artyr, A. 1). 140-107, does 
quote m any passages sim ilar to  those 
now found in our gospels, and speaks ol 
"M em oirs o f the  Apostles," b u t does not 
mention our gabpels by nam e. Christ's 
sayings and doings had been 'handed 
down by trad ition , and were widely 
known among tho  C hristian communi­
ties who cared  little  fo r w ritings, so 
th a t  expressions in Ju s tin 's  writings 
now also found In o u r  gospels, simp!) 
show a common trad ition , b u t shed no 
ligh t on the  authorsh ip  of our records.

8. 1’aplas, A. D. 150-107, Is the  first 
ecclesiastical w riter who mentions tin  
trad ition  th a t M atthew  and M urk com- 
pnsud records of the  life and  leaching- 
of Jesus. Now, Paplussuffered m arty r­
dom about A. I). 107, probably In the 
prime of his manhood, sn th a t all of the 
apostles hud -4ong been dead before lu- 
w as born. 1115 w orks a re  all lost, and 
we havo a  few fragm ents of w hat ho Is 
said to  havo w ritten  by Eusebius and 
Irenaeus. Wo havo sim ply w hat thesi 
w riters said Paplas said certain  Ones 
told him. I see no special reason to 
doubt th a t special books a ttr ibu ted  to 
M atthew, M ark and Luke were in ex­
istence, but tradition is no t proof. At 
th e  best It is bu t presumptive eviduncc.

0. Paul, we - m ust remember, w hile h<- 
cortlfys to  the m ain facts of Chris’ s life 
nowhere alludes to  any records of It. So. 
thou, i t  Is A. D. 150 before any ' w riter
