AN HOUR.

Saloon, anil Gambling Honscs First 
Spring Into Existence—A Newspaper 

Woman Killed In the Wild 
Race.

G v tiir ik , O. T ., Sept. 29.—In n driv­
ing rain  a t  Cliandler, a  volley o( m usk­
e try  fired a t  noon today was tho signal 
(o r a  mad rush  of 3,000 speculators and 
homo-sookors Into the  capital of 
tho  n o rthern  half of tho land 
Ju s t opened. T he survey of th o s l to w as  
completed la s t n igh t and Governor 
Stcelo fixed noon today as tho hour of 
opening. All tho morning people en­
camped on  the  border of tho  town were 
busy w ith  prepara tions. Every horse 
w as taken  and 100 men stripped to  tho 
w aist and  removed all su rp lus clothing 
th a t  they m ight com pete w ith  tho driv­
e rs  of beasts In tho wild race  for town 
lots. Soldiers pa tro lled  a  dead lino and 
no t one of tho se ttlo rs passed over until 
tho hou r fixed by tho  governor. T hen  
began a  wild race, men and  women 
rushing he lter  skelter, pell moll to  the 
tow n slto and posting th e ir  nam es on 
lots.

T here  were less th a n  a  thousand lots 
fo r tho 3,000 people and a n  hour a fte r 
noon tho town was filled w ith disap­
pointed -non and women. T here  are 
dozens of clalAt disputes and  blood Is 
likely to  flow on account of them . Those 
who were so fo rtunate  as to  secure lots 
w ent to  w ork on  te n ts  and before 5 
o'c lock half a  dozen saloons and  as 
m any gambling houses wero In fu ll b last. 
Miss Daisy, a newspaper woman, was 
killed In th e  charge. H er horse took 
f rig h t a nd  she w as throw n to  tho ground 
strik ing  h e r head on a rock. She was 
killed instantly .

People rode over th e  poor woman's 
form u n til Judge  H ilton and others 
reached tho  scene and  took chargo of 
the  corpse.

An Ind ian  sho t an unknow n w hite 
man in  a  quarrel over a  claim  and it  is 
reported th a t o thers were killed and 
m angled in th e  rush , b u t a s  Chandler Is 
forty-five miles from here and  the re  Is 
no m eans of communication excep t by 
riders, I t is impossible to  g e t details to­
night.

PLOT AGAINST POLICE.

A JeffersonvUIe Station Blown Up With 
Dynamite.

Louisville, Ky., Sept. 29.—Tho Je f­
fersonville, Ind ., police sta tion  was 
blown up  by dynam ite a t  11:45 o'clock 
la s t night. T he doors and windows wero 
blown to pieces and  th e  stone walls 
w ere cracked. I t  Is though t to  be 
tho  resu lt of a plot to  kill certain  of the  
police who have been prosecuting crim i­
nals w ith g rea t vigor o f late. Tho ex­
plosion occurred a t  the  tim e w hen tin 
n igh t officers lunch a t  th e  station. There 
w as no one In th e  building a t  th e  time, 
th ree  officers having left five minutes 
previous. No clue has been found to  the 
perpetrato rs. ____________

Both wore by Mnmbrluo Boy, 
a  son of M ambrlno Patchen, which then  
had a  record of 2:2014. Lou, however, 
was n o t standard  bred, and could not 
throw  s tandard  colts under tin 
rule o f the  N ational association. Gusslo 
W ilkes w as s tandard  bred, 
record dam  wao by tho thoroughbred 
stallion Consternation, and  tho thor- 
oughbrod cross Is very unpopular among 
theorists.

Mr. Williams w as satisfied th a t tin 
I wo m ares wore w orth the  price a t 
w hich they wero offered, viz., 875 for 
Lou and 8175 for Gussle, so paid tho 
82'>o, and  a fte r  a  tim e shipped them  to 
W illiam L. Simmons' famous Ash Grove 
farm , Lexington, Ky. Ho bred the 
cheaper one, Lou, to  William L which, 
though then  an un tried stallion, was 
full b ro ther to  Guy Wilkes, th a t was 
showing hlmsolf a  tro tte r  and  a race 
horse iu California.

Gussle W ilkes w as bred to  J a y  Bird, 
a no ther son of Goorge Wilkes, whose 
only 2:30 tro tte r  a t th a t  tim e was Eagle 
Bird. Every horsem an in  th e  land 
knows the  result- T he produce of Lou 
w as Axtoll, th a t Mr. Williams trained

year-old, and  gave a  murk of 2:13 'a s  a 
3-year-old. a fte r  w hich he disposed of 
him for 855.000 cash and  a note fo r 850,-

T hey  have 
been dug up, tho last languages In which 
th e  records were m ade have been recov­
ered and they have boon tran s la ted  so 
wo Can read them . W hat do they 
toach? Do they  disappoint tho  believer 
o r  do they conOrm h is faith?  Do they 
disprove or establish th a t  w hich ho has 
had tho  credulity to  accept? One thing 
should be borno In mind by th e  s tuden t 
of these things, and th a t  Is th a t modern 
exploration Into those m a tte rs  of sacred 
archeology, ethnology, e tc., is Inspired 
and  conducted by tho patronage of 
'C hristian scholarship and no t by inddel 
ontcrpriso. F ifty  years ago Intldellty 
declared the re  never was any Nlnevnh 
and  th a t all references to  such a  city  In 
tho  scrip tures were fabulous. There 
whs a  prophecy purporting  to  have been 
u ttered  w hen th a t " fabulous"  city  was 
in th e  height of its grandeur nnd power, 
declaring it would be burled In a grave 
for its vilcness. Sure enough Sayard 
found i t  buried o u t of sigh t and ressur- 
rectcd it  to  confound the  sceptics.

Now to hear tho  inlldcl ta lk  the  be­
liever runs trem enduous r isks In nil this 
w ork of exploration, b u t now the  less 
C hristian scholarship goes r ig h t on dig­
g ing up mummies, m onuments, obelisks, 
tablets: temples, palaces and cities; and 
every shovelful of e a r th

' historic rem ains confirms tho tru th  
of tho accepted history. The first thing 
dem onstrated by th is method of research 
Is th a t if even all th e  " g re a t religions ' 
a re  hum an in origin and formed in w hat 
the  Jnfidel with his characteristic  sneer 
calls “ superstition," tho  religion of the  
H ebrews has a  claim  upon tho  respect­
fu l consideration of men by th e  law  of 
tho "surv ival of th e  f ittest."  Others 
have gone down, i t  m aintained its  place 
and became a  g rea t historic force, and 
is today no t a  m yth, bu t an historic 
fac t. T he o the r th ing  dem onstrated Is 
th a t th is g rea tes t and best of religious 
roo ts In primitive soil, in o th e r words it 
h as elements In common with all tho an­
c ien t religions in th e ir  pure and primi­
tive principles. A  hundred illustrations 
of this could be given In th is article; I 
simply d irec t attion  to  one striking 
proof.

I  showed in  my form er article  tha t 
Mr. Gibson's assumption th a t  tho dog­
ma of th e  T rin ity  came to  Christianity 
from pagan  sources w as no t only lack­
ing In proof, b u t was m anifestly con­
tra ry  to  the  facts. T he pagan religions 
were polytheistic so f a r  as they were in 
c an tac t with Christianity. H ut the  evi­
dence shows th a t In the ir pure primi­
tive ^conditions' those rellgio 
monotheistic and worshipped one God. 
and th a t they derived the ir knowledge 
of th a t  God from th e  sam e source a. 
Hebrew. T h a t Is to  say trace  the  
stream s of h istory up  and  wo invarl- 
bly reach  the  sam e source of th e  Idea of 
God.

T ake  perhaps th e  m ost ancient 
Babylonia. T he A ssyrians obtained 
the ir cuneform  w ritings from iho 
clen t Accadians, these m ountaineers 
came from Elam , conquered by tho 
lies the ir language ceased to  be spoken, 
b u t was continued as tho w ritten lan­
guage of learn ing  and  religion. I t  Is 
proven th a t tho  A ssyrian and  Phenicean 
tongues have close etymological afiilia- 
tlon w ith  th e  Hebrew, bu t the  essential 
poin t is th a t the  Accadians who were 
conquered people as early  as B. C. 37, 
bequeathed the ir science, laws, religion 
and  a rts  to  the  Casdim as well as their 
mode of w riting. T he libraries of an­
c ien t Chaldes, those of th e  reputed Pan 
tibiblla, S ippara, E rcch  and  Cutha hav< 
been unearth  In p a rt, and deciphered. 
M r. Rassam has Identified tho antedilu­
vian Sippara. T he oldest code of law 
In the  world cam e from Accnd, th  
records contain accounts of the  deluge

other allusions which show th a t they 
derived th e ir  religious Ideas and 
toms from the  same source as the 
brews,

Space will no t perm it fuller s ta te ­
m ents, bu t th is one I llustration o f many 
showing th a t  the  ancient rellgio 
cen ter a t  ono source. I Imagine tho 
skeptic asking w hata ll th is  amounts 
Well It m eans th a t by an indopend 
exploration the  stream  of religion > 
be traced  up  through  a pagan polythe­
ism to a puse monotheism. Now 
• ta r t  down stream . T ake  the  tenth 
chapter of Genesis, th e  m ost valuable 
well as the  oldest ethnological do, 
m ent in tho world, and a t  tho tenth 
verse we find th a t  the  founder of act 
dlans was a  blblcal c harac ter, he ( 
bis religion from the  orthodox sour, 
Nimrod, th e  son of Cush, of 11am, 
N o ah ,. founded Accad, whoso peopl, 
gave to  Assyria Its learning, literatu re  
and religion. Myth.

The recent death  of 
a  young college professor in  m y neigh 
borhood resulting from  having swallow­
ed an M ango seed prom pts me to  again 
revert to  tho danger o f sw allow ing hard 
seeds of any  kind th a t are  no t digested 
in  the  s tomach. This young man is the 
fifth victim  I have known to d io o f  ge t­
ting  a  seed in  the  "appendix," th a t in­
testinal cul de sac w hich seems to  be of 
no uro bu t to  kill (wople now nnd then.

Any hard o r  indigestible substance, 
often a grape seed, sometimes a  piece of 
oyster shell, slipping into i t  in  its  pas­
sage through the  iu te stinesnndnnableto  
get on t. produces intense inflammation 
and suffering, ending in  death  in  three 
or four days. Cases have been know 
where the  seed has become encysted n r 
death  h as no t direc tly  ensued. A fe' 
A ry  skillful and experienced physicians 
now claim  th a t they  know the  symp­
tom s of appendix inflammation so well 
tha t if  the  pa tien t is imm ediately 
acted upon, surgically, his life may be 
saved. But, undoubtedly, the  ailment 
generally passes for excruciating inflant- 
roation of the  bowels or bilious trouble, 
which yields to  nothing b u t death.

Of course, we are  all doomed to  die 
some tim e, nnd if  one has constantly  to 
bear in  m ind  care of* himself, life be­
