An Eloguent Tribate to the Catholle Chureh

One of the largest audiences that ever
assenibled n Hibernian hall listencd to
Dr. Francis Dillon-Egan last night, on
SA Protostant Ministers Reasons for
Returniog to the Catholic Chureh.” The
doctor s  pure type of an Irish gentle-
man of the old school. His Celtic
brogue is round, rich and musical and
his long gray hair and beard give him a
patriarchial appearance. His clear
Dblue eyes gleam through gold rimmed
glasses and his whole appearance would
force your mind back through anclent
history to the timo the apostle of Ire-
land preached to tha multitude of fire
worshippers.

Previous to the lecture Prof. Buecke,
organist of §t. James churcl pleased
the audience with several musical selec-
tions, and it was 8:30 befora the presi-
dent of the society fntroduced the ora-
tor. Mr. Eagan did not preface his lac-
ture with the usual stereotyped remarks,
he got down to business at once, and
from the start to the finish, hield his au-
dience motionless. He sald:

“Having been tho greater part of my
life a Protestant, and for many vearsa
Protestant clergyman, I appear before
you tonight to stell you why I re-
lingnished the Protestant religion. If
any of you cama here to bear a tirade
against the Protestants they will b dis-
appointed, as there is a vast difference
betwean Protestants and Protestantism.
1 have lived among Protestants a large

“part of my life and I find that too many
of them have had their minds warped

~ and thefr whole being saturated with

prejudice, through early training.

“1 find that the calumnies of 300 years
permeate all Protestant history, all
sehbol books. Philosophical works cre-
ated by Protestant writers are impreg-
nated with anti-Catholic calumnies,
Dbut as Arch-Bishep Ryan said, ‘We can-
not be angry with them; they are op-
posed to the church because they fall to
understand it; they think it a com-
pound of idolatry, priesteraft, and
eversthing cunning, \cruel and bad.
‘They have reached that imperfect man-
hood by haying instilled into their young
mind a hatred of the Catholic chureh,
and by that falso system of teaching
s eals lnoake tho alAtighter o foni
cents far greater than the rosal com-|
mand of Herod.® - -

“My first companions were Protest-

hypocritical and
croel and that the Jesuits were cunning,
wily and crafty. They taught me to be-
lleve that the convents and monasteries
were prisons; they taught me to believe
that the confessional was a place where
the priest extorted money from his vie-
tims and when they died they were sent
to purgatory so the priest would get
more money for masses for their soul.
