The 
w ea the r promises fair, and groat In­
te rest Is felt by both parties. T he Dem­
ocra tic  m anagers claim  ton to  fifteen 
thousand  plurality , and  tho Republicans 
tw elve to  tw enty  thousand. The cam­
paign has been the  longest and one of 
th e  most Interesting  In tho  history of 
tho  s ta te . Tho chief Issue has boon the 
prohibition question. Tho Dem ocrats In 
th e ir  p latform  demanded tho modification 
of th e  law  w htlo R epublicans contended 
tho law  should rem ain as It Is and 
th a t it  m ust bo enforced. T hey neg­
lected, however, to  s ta to b y  w hat means 
thov Intend to  enforce it. In  a  largo 
num ber of cities where it Is now totally 
disregarded and the  Dem ocrats have 
vainly sought to  got tho party  loaders to 
go on record In favo^nf some definite 
plan.

F ou r tickets a re  to  bo voted for to­
morrow—Dem ocratic, Republican, Peo­
ple 's and  stra igh t Prohibition. There 
are  to be elected a  lie u te n an t governor. 
Judge of tho  Supremo court.- superin­
tenden t of public Instruction, railroad 
commissioner. 31 senators and 100 rep­
resentatives. T here  anv  19 holdover 
senators, of whom 12 are  D em ocrats 
and  7 Republicans. T his Is the  first 
time since the  w ar th a t a m ajority  of 
th e  holdover se nators have been Demo- 
crnts.

T ho complexion of tho coming loglsla- 
lu re  cannot be easily foretold. The 
Dem ocrats a rc  compelled to  struggle  for 
tho ascendancy in  the  face of a n  unfair 
and un ju st apportionm ent of tho  legis­
lative  distric ts. I t  is probable, however, 
th a t they will control tho senate , and 
they  may secure a  m ajority  In th e  lower 
house. They have everyw here p u t for­
w ard th e ir  strongest men for these! 
places and have made an e arnest fight.

000. Depositors are  expected to  receive 
about 75 cen ts on tho dollar.

'A t tho  meeting of tho Boston national 
banks a t  tho clearing  houso th is  m orn­
ing tho  following resolutions wore unani­
mously adopted: “ T h a t I t Is tho Judg­
m ent of tho  clearing  houso th a t  all 
banks constitu ting  tho  association 
should a t  onco combino to  relievo tho 
necessities of th e  depositors of th e  Aln- 
verlck N ational bunk by m aking  tho 
w ritten  agreem ent am ong them selves to 
advance money to  such depositors upon 
tho  security  of tho  assignm ent of the ir 
claim s a gain st tho said M averick Na­
tiona l bank ."

T ho doors of tho  Alaverlck bank boro 
two notices th is morning. Ono road: 
"Closed by o rder of N ational Exam iner 
E w er." Im m ediately below was tho  fol­
lowing: "N otes duo a t  th is  bank  today 
will bo found a t  th e  ScconJ N ational 
b a nk .”

Two policemen stood on  tho  stops a t 
tho  W ator-Congrcssstroots en trance , bu t 
had little  to  do, as the re  w as no excite­
m ent and  bu t few people seeking en­
trance  to  tho  banking  rooms.

Air. Lewis Lombard, second vlce-pros- 
Idont and  eastern  m anager of the  Lom­
bard Investm ent company, w hich was 
said to  bo Insolvent, declares th a t 
the  deposit of the  company In the 
.Maverick w as Im m aterial, and tha t 
th e  concern would no t bo affected 
by tho  suspension of th a t  bank , except 
so fa r  as to  cause a  little  tem porary In­
convenience In th e  m a tto ro f keeping ac­
counts. All custom ers who held chocks 
in  tho  M averick bank , on re tu rn  of tho 
sam e, would be given checks on other 
banks in  w hich tho  Lombard company 
has deposits.

T he d ifferent na tional banks will 1m-

Tho losses of tho  Alaverlck N ational 
bank a re  estim ated a t  upw ards of 52,- 
009,000, which wipes o u t tho  reported 
surplus and undivided profits of 81.000.- 
000, tho cap ita lo f 8400,000 and  all of tho

T ho  Irregu larities of th e  Alaverlck 
bank oxlciulutX back -.eve r a  period of 
more th a n  two years. Presiden t Bil­
lings says th a t when ho was bank exam­
iner, ten  years ago. the  bank w as sound 
except fo r th e  fau lt of over-loaning or 
doing too much business upon Its capi­
tal. Cashier Eddy quietly  resigned from 
tho bank several years,ago . W hile th e  
law  requires eleven -directors fo r a  bank 
and tho com ptroller of the  currency 
tifies banks w ith nine direc tors to 
the ir vacancies, th e  M averick bank 
has never filled Its board vacancle 
except to  m ain ta in  th e  existence of the 
bank by having live d irectors, bu t all, 
save ono or tw o of tho live, w ere p rac ti­
cally dummies. . I t  has been for many 
years a  one-man bank . I t  has boon 
singularly  frco from  know n losses, and 
Air. Po tter  has been accounted tho  best 
Judge of business paper In Boston.

He shudders a t  th e  though t of 
h u rting  anybody's feelings, untj leniency 
ra th e r  th a n  tho firmness and  Im partial­
ity  th a t becomes a Judge characterizes 
him, and  ho seems unable to profit by 
experience, else tho  K eystone fraud 
would have ta u g h t him a  lesson.
