As It Is th a t party  carries the 
F ifth  and N in th  w ards only and poll a 
to ta l of 2,575 votes for H utch ins and 
3,014 for M oulton. If  tho  factories had 
closed down M oulton would havo boon 
elected.

T his vote for H utchins and Moulton 
Indicates a to tal People's pa rty  vote In 
th is  congressional d is tric t of n e a r 5,000. 
L as t year on tho  Industria l ticket Bel- 
den only had 502 votes fo r governor and 
In tho s ta te  13,193. T his would Indicate 
th a t tho People's party  today in the 
sta te  w ithout organization could poll 
near 00,000 votes.

T his prophecies th a t  th e  People's par­
ty  a fte r  th e  perfection o f Its 
tlon In th is  city 
and th a t nex t fall the  People’s party  
will c a r ry  tho  sta te . T his Is full as good 
a  showing as wo expected th e  new party 
would m ake a t th is election. T h e  parlv  
Is as y e t ungathcrcd; I t had no money 
for an educational cam paign; I t had 
only about S250 for its to ta l cam paign 
expenditures. W ith 81,500 to  expend 
for speakers and  newspapers, Mr.

Since then  tho m u tter  has been growing 
worse and Tho Evening Leader, which 
canno t ho accused of being unfriendly 
to  tho  club, “ sizes up" tho  p resen t situ ­
ation as follows:

“Tho O w ashtanong B oat club, tho 
prldo o f  tho  city  and  o f  Its members for 
six years past, Is In a  bad shape financi­
ally, and unless som ething Is. done very 
quickly I t will soon be a  th ing  of the 
past. Tho club Is n o t Insolvent, far 
from It, fo r Its assets a rc  f a r  in  excess of 
the  liabilities, b u t the  trouble  Is In tho 
condition of both. Tho club Is In urgent 
need of ready  money, and If It can  bo 
floated successfully for a  tim e, until 
m atters can bo stra igh tened  out, I t will 
pull through  all r igh t. If  no t, th e  col- 
lapse will bo complete and sudden. In 
th e  form er case thoro a re  many 
fngs and  absolutely 
needed.

"L u s t Ja n u a ry , a t  the  annual meeting, 
a fte r  a  busy and successful season, a 
good showing was made, and th e  pros- 
peels fo r tho  f u tu re  worn generally  con­
sidered good. Thoro wore n few, how-

THE FIQHT WAS A HARD ONE.
" A t the  Ja n u a ry  election Mr. Lincoln 

Bowen was unanim ously chosen trea s ­
urer, bu t he had no han k erin g  for tho 
office. He was upon each of the  tickets 
in  the  field, however, and  had  to  accept. 
Had he known th e  job ho w as u ndertak ­
ing. a 81,000 hill placed In h is hands 
would have been no tem pta tion . In  the  
first place the  hack dues from delinquent 
members am ounted to  som ething enor­
mous. W ith all duo respect to  previous 
Incum bents of th a t  office th a t  had neg­
lected to  collect the  monies as they were 
due nr to  enforce the  provisions of tho 
constitution w hen they w ere no t paid. 
T here  were over 81.900 t> tc k  dues from 
non-residents alone, w hich had no t been 
collected. T hese  duos had  been allowed 
to  run  until the  am ounts w ere so large 
th a t  It w as alm ost Impossible, w hile it 
would have been coinparat 
had th e  m a tte r  been pushed 
n t the s ta r t. »

"T h o  active m om bcrshlpdues woro bo- 
hind in proportion and It w as alm ost a 
discouraging task . T reasu re r Boiyen, 
however, look hold of tho m a tte r  with 
vigor and  in  earnest. For over nine 
m onths he has pounded away n igh t and 
day, collected m any bad deb ts and  per- 
form ed the  club 's w ork alm ost to  his 
personal inconvenience. A t th e  end of 
each month tho  s ta tem en ts  havo been 
promptly made ou t and  m ailed to  mem­
bers. T hen , w hen they  havo failed to 
respond, .a  co llector has called upon 
them  In person.

THE WORK NOT APPRECIATED.
“T he constitution provides th a t  a fte r  

a  mem ber Is notified ho has th ir ty  days 
In w hich to  pay. A fter t h a t  tlm o he is 
given fifteen days more before his name 
is posted on tho  bulle tin  hoard. Then if 
he Is posted a  month and  lias no t paid, 
ho may be expelled. Backed by the  
hoard, T reasu re r Bowon vigorously en­
forced th is provision, show ing favor to 
none. Tho rigid enforcem ent of tho 
law w as som ething unprecedented and 
the  complaints w ore loud and deep. 
Some men oven w ent to  the  books be- 
fore being satisfied th a t they w ore no t

vigorously

tho victims of dlscVI ml nation 
then grumbled becuuuu they I 
ho promptly.

“ I t  was hard and disagreeable work 
no t only for tho treasu rer b u t a ll 
corned, bu t tho club needed ready money 
and It had to  bo dono. Tho o the r mom' 
bors of tho board worked equally hard 
and even tho best m embers of tho cl 
havo no idea of the  am ount of labor 
which they have performed

“Tho most rigid economy has boon 
practiced In all tho departm ents, and 
ovory cITort made to  m ain ta in  each de­
pa rtm en t upon a  proper basis.

PRESIDENT WESTON RESIGNS.
" A t tho October mooting of tho board 

Presiden t W eston was not there, bu t a 
communication was handed in which 
created a  consternation, I t  was no th ­
ing more nor less »han a  resignation from 
Mr. W eston. H e did not sta te , T here­
by resign,' e tc., bu t said th a t when he 
lirst accepted tho honor he did no t know 
th a t i t  would domand so much of his 
tlmo. lie  would therefore havo to  de­
cline the honor, etc. Had a bomb shell 
fallen it  could no t havo caused g rea ter 
surprise. Tho members were deter­
mined, however, no t to  bo dcsortod In 
this m anner, and refused to accept the 
resignation.

TRE CLUB'S CONDITION.
"T re asu re r Bowen w as soon this 

morning a t  tho F ou rth  N ational bank 
and he looked very blue w hen tho  sub­
je c t was brought up. ‘T here  Is no use 
In donvlng,’ said he, 't h a t  tho club Is In 
bad shape, and  som ething m ust be done, 
and done pre tty  quick, loo. Tho club 
Is n o t Insolvent, b u t fa r  from it. If  It 
was I would apply fo r a  receiver a t 
once, b u t It Is not.

‘The club 's assols arc  
about 849,000 and tho  liabilities 819,000. 
Tho assets, how ever, would have to  be 
placed away below the ir  value and  It Is 
probable tha tJJioy  would do llttlo  more 
th a n  cover the  liabilities. You see th a t 
p la n t Is an e legan t ono, be tter  In pro­
portion th a n  anyth ing  else In tho  conn- 
try . I t  Is too rich, really, fo r tho  mem­
bership and  condition of tho.club. Oh, 
thoro Is no danger of our no t being u lti­
mately able to  pay every th ing  all right 
and  havo money left.'

"  ‘W hat is tho  cause of th is  condition 
of affairs? ' was asked.

"W ell, ono reason Is tho  way tho  col­

We w ent to 
w ork and fixed up th a t cafe prico list 
In such a  shape, a fte r  figuring for over 
tw o m onths, so t h a t  a  common meal or 
lunch  would no t cost more than  Uvo or 
ton cen ts abovo tho  ord inary , and it. 
would be cooked and  served In e legant 
shape. Now what, do those kids do? In ­
stead  of patronizing tho cafe, they  go 
ou t to  some re s ta u ra n t when they  get 
hungry , pay 25 cen ts for a  supper, and 
then go back a n d  lounge around tho 
club. T hey have monopolized th e  bil­
liard and  pool tab les  and  driven every­
body ou t of the re  so it 's  no wonder the 
older men are  resigning.

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THE TENNESSEE MINERS.
T he action of tho strik ing  minors In 

Tennessee In releasin 500 convicts and 
letting them  loose upon society clothed 
In citizen’s  dress, to make the ir  recap- 
tnro difficult, was no t only an unlawful 
a c t bu t a  terrible offense to  commit 
against society.

Such a  horde of crim inals se t a t lib- 
arty  to rob, burn, ravish and m urder, 
may have such awful results as will 
make even tho men th a t released them 
In anger deeply reg re t w hat they have 
done. T hey may bo sufferers theinsclvc. 
a  wife or daugh ter violated, a  hou« 
burned, a  beloved one killed or property 
stolon may come to any one o 
miners whoso hands have sot tho 
vlcts a t  liberty.

Wo know the  case was a  desperate one 
and It Is said public sym pathy Is with tho 
strikers . T he D emocrats of Tenn« 
are  responsible for this policy th a t per­
mits the  convicts of the  s ta te  to  bo hired 
ou t a t slave prices against free and hon­
est labor. I t  is one of th e  grea test out 
rages against honest labor we know o 
In any p a rt of the civilized world today 
I t  is a policy th a t m ust reflect seriously 
against the  Democrats In tho election 
n e it year If they do npt compel their 
brethren  there  to  do righ t by free i 
honest labor. H ut bad as the  case I 
does n o t Justify the  release of this 
rlble horde of crim inals upon society.

Those workingmen, Justifiable as may 
be their strike, should hav%remembered 
th a t the  law. In defending tho honest 
men In the ir persons and property, had 
convicted and sentenced these criminals 
In behalf of both rich and poor.

All unlaw ful acts m ust bo scorned by 
labor in Its battle  for position and equal 
rights. As long as the  ballot box I: 
open to  labor It should th ink  of no othei 
recourse against tho wrongs of capital 
T he ballot Is all sufficiont and In the 
hands of workingmen, organized and in­
te lligent, It Is more feared by men in  of­
fice than  a mob armed with W inchester 
rifles.

Labor should push Its organizations 
until it Is solid as one man for the  po­
litical reform s th a t will give it  equal 
righ ts and deprlvo capital of the  advan­
tage th a t enable It to  rob labor. These 
reform s should be fully discussed by la­
bor In Its assemblies as of a political 
charac ter and not partisan, and when 
nndorstood and approved by labor, its 
votes should be cast for these reforms 
and with their adoption the  strike, tho 
boycott, the  Pinkerton thug, mobs, riots, 
tram ps, poverty aud unequal conditions 
will disappear.

LOW WATER.
L ake Michigan Is a t a very low level 

much more so than for twenty-five years 
a t least. There has been no deepening 
of tho river a t  the  St. Clair flats this sea- 
»on, and therefore tho rem arkable and 
continual lowering of the  lake  level can 
no t be laid to  dredging a t  tho fiats. I t 
cannot bo th a t General Poo Is right in 
his theory th a t the  lake is lower because 
of the  lessened rain  fall th a th a s  marked 
the  seasons for several years.

This fall so fa r  has been unusually dry 
bu t rain  m ust be expected soon, and it  is 
to  be hoped It will come in  torrents. 
Tho trees and vines need w ater for their 
roots before w inter sots in. T ho river Is 
very low, and In consequence the  w ater 
In the canal hero is entirely  Insufficient. 
More rain  Is needed badly, and th a t It 
will come as It has In former years there 
Is no doubt. Just as we may expect seed 
time and harvest. In  consequence in 
the future  the lake will bo seen up 
again to Its highest level, and tho river 
will be seen bank full.

ABOLISH NATIONAL BANKS AND GIVE 

US FREE SILVER.

Two specific dem ands of th e  A lliance

The A lliance lays ns m uch stress 
these demands as on uuy o ther, bu t the 
first named above shrinks from  open dis­
cussion in  some way, and efforts 
made by tho p lutocratic press to  obscure 
it  altogether by malting a  terrific 
s langht on some o thor A lliance demands 
—the subtreasury plan, fo r instance, 
which tho plutocratic papers fail 
sla te  is designed to  take  the  place of the 
national banking  system.

Tho national banks aro like tho  scrip- 
tn ra l " fire  th a t is no t quenched." It 
seems they can never g e t enough. They 
a lready have privileges th a t ought 
satisfy the  m ost rapacious g ang of rob­
bers or tho most exacting and despotic 
monarch. T hey can deposit $100,000 
w orth  of bonds w ith the govemme. 
and continue to  d raw  in te rest on thei 
They can  issue $90,000 of currency c 
these bonds, which they  can lend a t  8 
per cent— perhaps more. B nt if  i 
8 per cent., they cau  realize $7,200 per 
year on th is  currency. Add to  this the 
$ 1,000 per year they  receive on their 
bonds, and i t  appears th a t they gi 
$ 11,200 per year for the  bonds they have 
deposited w ith tho government.

A  bank depositing these bonds and  is­
su ing  tbe$90,000 in  currency is charged 
only 1 per cent, per year by the  govern­
m ent, o r  iu  other w ords, is charged $900 
per year for tho use of $90,000. Besides 
all this, m any of the  "favorite" banks 
(which are  u sually banks in  which some 
governm ent official is interestcd)arogiven 

iso of fabulous sum s of government 
money for nothing. A t one tim e these
banks held $00,000,000 of government
money which they loaned ou t to  th e  peo­
ple a t  stiff-ratcs of interest, b u t they did 

>t pay tho governm ent one cen t fo r tho 
e of th is  money. These banks have 

abont fifteen millions of the  gov- 
e rm onfs money today for which they 
are  paying nothing, bu t which they aro 
lending o u t and  ge tting  in terest on.

Now, in  i.ie  nam e of justice  and rea­
son, ought no t a ll these "special priv­
ileges" satisfy tho  banks? W ell, they 

no t satisfied. They seem to  w ant 
the  earth . Isn’t the  charge of $900 per 

sm all euongh for the  use of $90,000 
per year? A ny reasonable person would 
th ink  so, b u t tho rapacity  o f th e  banks 

com pletely blinds them  th a t they 
't  see il. They don’t  w ant to  pay 
1 $900. They say i t  is  an unconstitu­

tional tax, and they are  going to  law 
abou t it ,  aud  if  the  fu tu re  may be judged 
by  the  past they w ill w in tho case.

The ground on which the  su it is 
brought is th a t  tho portion of tho bank­
ing a c t charging the  1 per cent, origi- 

1 in  tho  senate. The banks claim  
th a t th is ta x  is levied for the  purpose of 
raising revenue, and  th a t it  is  unconsti­
tutional because tho  a c t provides " th a t 
bills fo r raising revenue shall o riginate 
in  the  house of representatives;" and 
since th is charge of 1 percen t, originated 

tho senate , i t  is unconstitutional.

Now , farm ers, producers, workingmen 
everywhere: yon whose braw ny arm s 
and unceasing toil give value to  the 
bonds which are  used by the  banks (for 
w ithout yon th e  bonds w ouldn 't be 
worth sewer gin), w hat do you think  of 
th is  la test caper of the  money power? 
Are.yon going lo  stand  idly and listless­
ly  by  and  le t th is power get such control 
of you a n d  your public institu tions tha t 

can never be broken? Aro you going 
perm it the  opportuuities for robbery 
d extortion to  increase around you? 

Do you mean anyth ing  by the  demand 
th a t Ihe pre-seat banking system be abol­
ished? Can you go  to  ihe  government 
a n d g e t  th e  use o f money for nothing or 
fo r 1 per cent? W ake up. men I Look 
around and  about you. Read! Thinkl 
Talk! Educate yourself and  your neigh­
bor. Forces are  being a ligned now fo ra  
g rea t struggle  against w hite  slavery in 

ear future. A re you ready for the 
fray? Aro you a noble freeman or a  con­
tem ptible henchman?

The work and proceedings of tho bank­
ing pow er show plainly th a t it  does not
