Rio J anf.iiio, Nov. 4.—Tlio congi oss 
has resolved th a t  m artial law  bo pro­
claim ed and tho  d ictatorship ro-ostab- 
llslicd.

London, Nov. 4.—No pa rticu lars of 
the  reported troublo In B rarll have boon 
received. A dispatch from Rio J a n e lr  
says congress has been* dissolved and  the 
country Is under m artial law. 
known th a t the re  has boon growing fric­
tion betw een tho legislative and o: 
live b ranches of tho  governm ent for 
some tlmo past, and It Is supposed th a t 
tho  Ill-feeling has finally resulted In n 
crisis.

I t  was hu t two years ago th a t Brasil 
experienced the  g rea test of a ll Its po- 
lltleal revolutions, w hen, on Nov. 15, 
1889, tho  m onarchy o f  Dom Pedro gave 
way to  tho republic over which G eneral 
da Fonseca was subsoquoijtly made 
president. Tho em peror, who had 
reigned since 1831, ahd th e  empress 
then  placed on board a  s team er In 
harbor of Rio Jauciro  and sen t o lt to 
foreign lands to pass tho romaindc 
the ir days. Tho first national congress 
of Brazil was convoked one year la ter, 
and  a constitution prepared by tho  pro­
visional governm ent w as subm itted for 
its  sanction. T ho title  of tho  now gov­
e rnm ent Is tho U nited S ta le s  of Brazil, 
and  each of tho  tw enty-one old prov­
inces of tho  em pire was constitu ted  a 
s ta te , w ith powers and  responsibilities 
like those possessed and resting  upon 
sta te s  of th is governm ent. Tho congress, 
composed of a  cham ber of deputies 
and a  senate , would, under this 
constitution, m eet annually  May 
3 and sit for four m onths, bu t m ight be 
prorogued o r  convened ex traordinarily  
a t  the  will of tho  president. T ho presi­
d en tial term  w as fixed a t  six years and 
an electoral college system  something 
like th a t of tho  U nited S ta te s  was in­
stitu ted . T h e  president was to  have 
the  nam ing of his ministers. T he fran­
chise was bestowed upon all citizens 
over 21 years of age duly enrolled, ex­
c ep t beggars, Illiterates, soldiers actually 
serving and  members of monastic orders, 
e tc., under vows of obedience. This 
constitution was adopted by th e  congress 
and  approved by vote of tho  people.

T here  have been frequent d isturb­
ances since tho establishm ent of th e  re ­
public, bu t none of them  has attained  
to  the  full d ignity  of a  rebellion. The 
soldiers a t  Rio Ja n e iro  no t long ago 
made m utinous donjonsl.nit.ions because 
th e ir  pay was In arrea rs . T h a t affair 
w as tided over, however.

THEY DUN'f BELIEVE IT.

The Report of the Brazilian Troublo Dis­
credited in  Washington. 

Washington, Nov. 4.—Tho rep o r t of 
trouble in  tho republic of Brazil comes 
upon W ashington with the  suddenness 
of an electric shock. "1 don 't believe 
It,” said A ssistant Secre tary  W harton. 
“ B ut It may be so. Republics a re  made 
and  unm ade in  South America in  less 
th a n  forty-eight hours. I  heard  from 
the re  no t longer ago th a n  th a t  and then 
the  republic was all rig h t.”

T he Brazilian m inister has no t ye t re ­
tu rned  to  W ashington . and  tho  legation 
Is closed. Ho reached N ew  Y ork from 
Rio Janeiro  la s t w eek, b u t w ont a t  once 
to  h is sum m er residence In th e  Adiron- 
dacks. A  le tte r  Ju st received from him 
a t  tho  bureau  of A m erican republics 
has i t  th a t the  republic was never on a 
sounder footing. A t tho  bureau, which 
is in  constan t communication w ith B ra ­
zil. tho  repo rt is n o t believed.

“ I t  Is absurd .” says an official of tho 
bureau. "Congress h as Just been find­
ing fau lt w ith Presiden t Fonseca for 
w hat they  call his a rb itra ry  acts. Such 
being the  case congress would no t be 
likely to  declare a  d ictatorship. Tho re­
po rt Is c ither a  groundless canard o r  It 
Is based on some, proclam ation Issued 
by  one of th e  clubs or circles of Rio.

Tho rope had boon unwound but 
a  couple of times from the  slowly revolv­
ing windlass w hen the re  was a  suddi 
sha rp  snap and a  c ry  of horror from tho 
sha ft in w hich tho cago had b u t a 
m cnt before disappeared. Tho rope 
had broken and tho cago, with Its ; 
teen Inmates, was precipitated to  
bottom of tho mine. I t  w as some lltllo  
tlmo before any assistance  could bo 
them . Tho sh a ft down which they 
plunged to  death  w as useless, and  othe 
wavs of ge tting  a t  tho place w hen 
they had fallen woro round-about. F or­
tunately  the re  w as some help for tho 
dead and dying men In the  m ine itself. 
A num ber of minors w ho were through 
work and w alling to  bu relieved were 
n t tho  bottom of tho  sh a ft waiting 
for the  cage to  take  them out. 
A midst them , narrow ly missing some, 
tho cago dashed. I t  broke, and before 
the ir eyes w ere tho mangled bodies of 
the ir companions whom they were aw ait­
ing. T here  was little  however, th a t 
could bo done. Of the  niuotcon men 
who made the  fearful ride seventeen 
wore dead. T h e ir  forms w ere crushed 
o u t of all sem blance to  those of human 
beings, w hile tho  two who woro yet 
b reathing had no  hopes of recovery. -

To the  American 
public in general the  w ritings of the 
e legant English poet and essayist were 
unknown, and the  only Arnold they 
knew was the  au tho r of th a t  g rea t book 
on tho founder of Buddhism. '

"S ir  Edwin Arnold appeals to  th e  peo­
ple of the  Now W orld by 'h e  wonderful 
force displayed In his w ritings and  his 
grasp  of eastern lore. 'T he  L igh t of 
A sia,' which sets forth  tho  tenets  of 
Buddhist faith , Is the  best known of all 
his works, although  tho  book Is b u t one 
of his O riental Trilogy, tho others 
the  ‘Indian Song of Songs," froi 
Sanscrit, an  Idyl of the  Hindoo the 
and ‘Pearls of th e  F a ith , o r I  
Rosary.’ a fte r  tho sp irit of Moht 
dan belief. He has covered these reli­
gions of tho  E ast with all tho subtle 
Imagery and mysticism th a t a re  common 
to them, and yet the  subjects have 1 
trea ted  with such simplicity th a t 1 
appeal to  every one. H is la tes t w 
entitled  ‘The L ight of the World,’ being 
a story of tho life of Christ, has no t met 
with th e  favor th a t  the  form er bo 
recolvcd. for th e  Christian though t d 
not lend p.solf to  tho trea tm en t th a t  is 
In accord with tho O riental faiths.

“ Sir Edwin Arnold has grasped  the 
K . .te rn  mode of thought, and rendered 
It perfectly: bu t theology of tho E ast 
appeals wholly to  the  sense of mai 
lacks the  broadness and hum anity of 
Christianity. The life of the  O rient has 
always appealed to  tho poet, fo r a t  the

THE WAGES OF WOMEN.

Pay I . the  Tamp

The economic section o f  the  B ritish 
Association a t  i ts  recent m eeting took 
under consideration tho rela tive  wages 

tnd women, and  discussed the  
m atter thoroughly in  tho hope th a t some 
conclusion could be reached, some basis 
of fixing th e  pay th a t women ought to  
ge t wherq they do the  sam e kind of 
work as in a . As m ight have been ex­
pected, no definite conclusion w as 
reached, altl.angh tho m a tte r  was very 
thoroughly discussed and a g rea t deal of 
interesting inform ation obtained.

lu  the  li; 1 place i t  was shown th a t 
the  popular belief th a t women do  not 
ge t tho same pay as men for the  same 
quality  of w c k  is  a  mistake. T hey are 
paid qnite as well in  m any branches. In 
a r t  and  lite  a tu re  they receive tho  same 
compensation, anil am ong the  greater 

ers the  women have probably re­
ceived more. In  th e  trades o r profes­
sions they g et th e  sam e pay when they 
organize and insist upon it. For years 
the  Lancashire co tton  m ills paid female 
labor less th a n  tho  males fintil the  wom- 

orgnnized and struck. Since then 
the  m ill ow ners have no t considered 

of the ir employees, b u t the  
work done. A  sim ilar strike  w as th a t 
of the  women teachers in  W yoming, and 

sim ilarly  successful. Indeed, 
w ith in  the  last few years tho salaries 
paid female teachers have approxim ated 
closer-and  closer to  those paid b y  men, 
un til now in a m a jo rity  of the  s ta te s  no 

fferonce between them  is recognized. 
W hen, however, i t  comes to  factory 
ork the  women g e t less, generally be- 

Vause they do  less. T heir w ork is  usual­
ly d ifferent from th a t done by th e  men. 

mpler. lighter and easier. A gain, in 
•gard to  typew riters, clerks, telegraph 

operators and  the  like, the  sm aller pav 
is  due  to  inferior w ork. This is espe­
cially  the  case w ith  typew riters and 
clerks, due  to  th e  fact th a t w hen the 
women go in to  these branches they do 

tem porarily, expecting to  leave them  
soon for som ething olse, w hereas the 
men adopt them  generally a s  a  penna-

It'is* this temporariness w hich m akes 
mnch of women's w ork, e specially w hen 
they en ter in to  com petition w ith  men, 
inferior, and is the  cause o f the ir receiv­
ing  lower pay. W henever they  go into 
any  trade  which they intend to  keep up 
permanently they g e t th e  same pay, 
and they do so, moreover, w hen they 
are  thoroughly organized and  insist 
upon the ir rights. But when i t  is  ft mere 
m akeshift—som ething to  be followed a 
year o r  so u n til they are  m arried—the 
work is inferior and the  pay small. 
These are  tho  conclusions reached by  tho 
British association, a fte r having dis­
cussed tho m a tte r  fo r several days.— 
New Orleans Times-Democrat.

Tho Groat Je lly  Cnke Question.
The famous angel food je lly  cake con­

troversy grow ing  o u t of th e  recen t San­
gamon com ity fa ir  has finally been se t­
tled. so far  as th e  Sangamon county fair 
board is concerned. The Tlirectors have 
m ustered sufficient courage to  take  up 
and pass uimn tho im portan t je lly  cake 
question.

A fter hearing  argum ents upon both 
sides tho  board decided th a t  th e  protest 
filed against th e  decision of the  aw ard­
ing  com m ittee w as not in  accordance 
w ith  tho p rin ted  rules regu la ting  such 
m atters, and  consequently could n o t be 
sustained. The rules provide th a t 
such cases a  w ritten  sta tem ent m ust be 
filed and m ust bo verified by affidavit. 
N o affidavits having been filed in  this 
case, i t  was held th a t the  p rotest against 
tho aw ard w as not m ade in  accordanc* 
w ith tho  rules, and th e  board therefore 
declined to  enterta in  it.
