Cheaply advertise the invention it is
ecessary to purchase 6,000 circulars at
two dollirs per 1,000, which the “agency”
will mail to interested capitalists,
era is u bonanza for the inventor for
only thirty-two dollars! Publication in
an illustrated jonrnal and introduction
to the wealth necessary to make his in-
vention marketable. So he replies to
the circular and incloses the necessary
amount.
This is how the “agency” plays its
part, When the thirty-two dollars is re-
ceived a cheapcut isinade and about
two aticks® of descriptive matter
printed.  About three thousand cirenlars
are printed, p bundle of whichis sent to
the inventor, aud the remainder fed to
old Boreas from the housetops. The
paper may have little or no circulation,
but still its cireulation is *'general.”

The model of the patent which s for-
warded is placed on ‘‘exhibition” for
gale, and thus the agresnent is nomi-
nuly kept and no law is violated. Thus
the “agency” is about twenty dollars
better off without much hard work.

GULLIBLE INVENTORS.
It is eaid that one man who has been
in this “fake” business in a city down
east for many years has secured a vast
fortune, umf that he occupies -eversl
floors of a building with his
“No persons are more gullible than i
yentors,” is the belief upon which the
Bt e ?
But there are other schemes to inter-
est inventors. Another ngency method
is to organize an ‘association” for in-
ventors, the membership in which is all
the way from ten dollars to twenty-five
dollars. The inventor is not required to
¢ his membership fes until his patent
hus passed the *test” of ths “examining
board.” Be that test successful or un-
successful, the inventor receives a highly
illuminated pictare of an esamining
board examining inventions and passing
judgments thereon, If his was success-
ful he iz eligible to membership, and if
uusuceesstul he must go clsewhere.
There is no yiolation of the letter of the
agreement which induces the inventor to
join the association. The Iatter does all
it promises, but all it promises can bene-
fit hivn little.
Recently there came under the ban of
the Freuch government an academy of
invention. The plan of this in:
was to have o gradual system of inves-
tigation of the patents submitted, and
euch stuge cost a fow dollars additional.
When the lust one was reached medals
were awarded at different prices, but
the inventor seldom got off for less than
fifty or seventy-five dollars.  The ‘acad-
emy” was opencd by an astute Parisian,
who, while he had violated no law, was
morally guilty of working a confidence
jgame upou taousands of his country-
wen. —ludisnapolis News.
