An Estimate of 121,700,000 Florlns Asked
for the Expenses of the Army.
VSENNA, Noy. 9.—The Austrian bud-
get for the year 1802 was made public
lic today. The gravity of the situation
of affairs in Europe can be judged from
the fact that the estimated amount of
‘money asked for the expenses of the war
department is 121,700,000 florine; or an
Increase of 4,500,000 florins oyer the es-
timatesof 1501, With this additional
money Austria proposes to raiso forty-
two reserve batteries of artillery to effee-
tive or war strength, and she also pro-
poses tospend o million florins upon
strengthening the Austrian fortressis
npon the Galician frontier. which stand
in the way of a Russian army which
might be advancing from Russian Po-
