‘RAIN “HELD UP.

Sic Darlog Bandits Pillage a Traln and
Have a Plenfe—Secure Plunder and _
Vanish-Dynamite Used on an
Express Car.

CrioAGo, Noyv. 13.—The midnight |’
train from Chicago, on the Milwaukeo
& St. Panl road; was robbed by masked
men near Western Unfon Junction,
Wis., at 1 o'clock this morning.

The following report of the affair Is
wnde by General Western Manager An-
tisdell, of the American Express com-
pany, to whom the facts were given by
Messonger Murphy, who had charge of
the express car on the traing

“The traln which laft Chicago at 11:3Q
last night for St. Paul was held up two
miles north of Western Unfon Junction.
The train was running shead at full
speed when suddenly the messonger
hieard a shot fired. He knew by Instinct
that an attempt was belng made to stop
and rob the train, and he locked and
bolted the doors of the exress car.

“‘He had hardly done this before the
train began to slacken speed, and soon
it came to a full stop. Some one came
%o the door of the express car and tried
to open it. Finding it locked he called
out to the messenger to open the door.
Murphy refused to do so, and with his
helper, Charles H. Cook, sought to pro-
teet himself from the shots which he ex-
pected would bo fired through the win-
dows and doors. 'Then the firing bogan
again outside and another demand to
open the door was made. Murphy again

refused to do so. There was an interval
of sllence, then & quick retreat from the
car followed by a deafening explosion,
which partly demolished one of the car
doors. A wan appeared at the breach
‘and demanded admlission, but Murphy
stood firm. In an instant another ex-
plosion oceprred and the other door of
the efr was blown In. The explosion

~ was of sufficfent foree to oxtinguish the

“lights in the car and to throw down the
lighter freight. Before the messenger
and his helper could recover from the
effcts of the shock, thie: men with
‘Winchester rifles entered the car, foreing
the engineer to go before them. They
ordered messenger to give up the

keys of the safe, and at the muzzle of a | {n

Winckester rifie he did so. In like mat-
ner the engineer was forced to open the
local safe conta'ning money and valua-
bles consigned from Chicago and points
between Chicago and Lo Crosse. The

robbers then demanded the keys to the
two through safes. Murphy told them
that he did not have the keys, and they
threatened him with instant death If he
delayed. Heo pointed out the fact that

~ they were combination safes and satis-

“fied the robber that Le could notopen
them if he would.

Mr. Kinsey then read the
preamble and constitution as prepared
by the committeo appointed for that
purpose at a previous meeting. He
sald the committee, In looking around,
fonnd no law under which to organize
better sulted to the case than the ono
enacted by the legislature for the or-
ganization of boards of trade and cham-
bers of commerce. Ho then read the
act, and constitutlon proposed for the
prospective organization, and upon a
motlon by Judge Grove the constitution
was adopted and presented for signa-
tures.

Alderman Turner explained that the
organization was not toantagonize the
board of trade or to place fictitions
values on real estate; It was simply to
encourage capitalists and manufac-
turers to locato here and {nvest their
money. He said there was a large
amount ofymoney In our banks v\hlch
could be interested 1f properly ap-
proached, but in the board of trade,
which was doing well for the city by
covering a large fleld, thera seemed to
Dbe a tendency to secure only furnitare
industries for the city.

But, as I understand it,
most people advocated it for the sake of
getting mors mohiey in circulation and
reducing the rates of interest.

In Tue Moryixe Press of the 25th.,
ult., you stated that the whole world’s
product of silver {s only about $150,000,-
000 worth, that the United States uses
up £54,000,000 worth of that for money

_and the balanceof the world uses $90,-
£ 000,000, and that the remaining $6,000,-

000 i nsed for mercantile purposes, so
that there is no danger of a rush of for-

lgn sliver to this ,country in the case of
Aree colnage.

Now if that s tlie case then how i3
the free colnage- of silver going to ex-
pand the currency any faster than itis
pow beilng expanded by the government
bnylna 854,000,000 worth of it annually?
