Two Employes of x n Detrolt Savings Baok
Under Arrest.

Detrort, Nov. 16.-—Anlhouy Henke
and A. Douglas Kelth, assistant teller
and teller respectively of the Penfnsn-
Jar Savings bank of this city, are under
arrest for shortage in their accounts.
The officers of the bank have been sus-
plelous for some time past that there
‘was something wrong gologon, but until
Saturday last thera was no evidence on
which to base an arrest. On that even-
the officers of the bank, after the close
of business and the departure of the sns-
pected parties, mude an examination of
their accounts, found a shortage of
$19, and a tieket Ior £30 stating Henke
owed that amount. Teller Keith's ac-
count was found to be £100 short. When
confronted With their crime both men
acknowledged t helr wrong-doing. Du-
ring last  August a package of
money valued at $1,000 was missed
from the same bank and was never re-
covered. There were suspicions as to
the party that took It, but nothing was
ever done because of the Jack of evl-
dence. The parties now under arrest
are not charged with any complicity in
this matter, but this occurrence Is what
made the bank officlals watch matters
0 closely for the last few months, Two
years ago, It was alleged, an employe
