In 
"an c ien t” tim es i t  was tho rulo th a t 
when a  man was found neglecting "his 
du ty , be was lined for such neglect and 
the 'am oun t of the  lino was taken  o u t of 
bis sa lary  a t  tbo end of tho month. 
A fter seyoral linos had boon 1 mposod 
and co llected tho board ono day Jumped 
on  tho wrong man. A su it to  rocovor 
from tho city w as brought a nd  a  judg­
m ent rendered In favor of tho patro l­
man who brought It. Tho caso was c a r­
ried to  tho'Supromo court and In th a t 
tr ibunal tho c ity  found lltllo  comfort, as 
tho c ou rt ruled th a t the  board of pollco 
and lire commissioners had no r ig h t to 
tmooso lines for any ollonso—th a t  privi­

lege belongs to the  court alono. Under 
th is  rulo the  patrolm en complain th a t 
they wore th e  targo ts of all 
th e  Gnos and those placed 
ovor thorn wore novor looked a fte r , no 
m a tte r  how much they violated tho rules 
of tho board. F requen t complaints woro 
made against tho sergean ts and o thers 
w ho were caught d rluk lng  hu t no  a tten ­
tion was paid to  them , w hile tho patro l­
men woro w atched for tho sligh test 
oScnses and fn ed  upon tho slightest 

ulo w as enforced 
a t  patrolm on were 

fined for ta lk ing  w ith th e ir  friends and 
; on tho s tre e t a  dlstauco of fifty

A ftcr being knocked ou t by tho Su­
premo cou rt tho board took measures to  
conllnuo th e ir  schomo to gel money 
from  tho  patrolm en w ithout taking 
stops to  place tho  h igher officials under 
restra in t. For a  long tlm o the  patro l­
men were laid off from fifteen to thirty  
days for tak ing  a  drink  while on duly, 
and  In some cases for simply ta lking 
w ith a friend whom they chanced to 
moot. T he patrolm en say th a t In many 
Instances men woro laid olf fo r such 
offenses upon th e  simple s ta tem en t of a 
superior officer. T his plan seems to 
have found disfavor am ong some as It 
was found th a t when a  man was laid off 
ho took a  needed holiday, often  going 
Into tho country or to  visit somo of his 
friends, and a  lay off was considered a 
holiday ra th e r  th a n  a punishm ent, 
th e  patro lm an only losing his pay for 
tho  tlmo he was laid off, which ho would 
be compelled to  do in cose ho was given 
a  v acation In tho regular way.

T he board seeing the  defects In th 's  
planresglved to  m ake a  more rigid rule 
and  so o itafter  tho defeat of the  city  In 
the  S uprem e cou rt the  beard  fram ed a 
ru le  to« tho effect th a t a  patrolm an 
found In tho  a c t of drinking; a  pa tro l­
man" guilty of Insubordination, o r  one 
guilty of neglect of any duly, ho should 
perform , or ono who fulled to  sign his 
dally  report a t  police headquarters 
would bo discharged upon his refusal to 
sign a  c on trac t lo  work ten  days for 61 

• per day or, iu  o the r words, five days for 
nothing. T he rulo lay do rm an t for 
somo tlmo and has only recently  gone 
Into effect. T ho cause, It Is said, for 
bringing the  rulo from tho archives a t 
this tim e, Is due principally to  A recent 
Inspection by th e  board o f tho  reports ol 
the  policem en. T he research went 
back Into tb e  busy tim es of the  strike 
and many reports wore found unsigned. 
I t  was then resolved lo  pu t tho rule into 
effect and  tho clerk a t headquarters was 
Instructed to  m ake a  lis t of th e  men 
who had failed to  sign. . T he  lis t was 
found to  bo qu ite  large and when the 
men were sen t o u t on the ir beats they 
were Instructed th a t they would have to 

■ obey tho  ru le  Implicitly.
A num ber of nam es were read off and 

th e  men wore ordered below to  sign tbe 
agreem ent to  work five days fo r noth­
ing. "W h a t If I refused?" asked ono. 
"You can look for a no ther Job," was the 
reply.

I ndianapolis, Nov. 18.—Tho N a­
tional Farm ers’ A lliance convened 
again  th is morning In secre t session and 
tho  m a tte r  of represen ta tion  was again 
discussed. Tho loaders are  try ­
ing to  keep o u t all antl-sub-troas- 
u ry  men as sta ted  la s t night 
a nd  to  do th is they will have to  c u t a 
num ber of de legates to  a  largo extent. 
T h is will no t bo .done w ithou t a  b itter  
fight. B ut tho fiat has been Issued th a t 
a ll an tl- th lrd  pa rty  and anti-sub  treasury  
m en bo excluded. No a ction to  form  a 
th ird  pa rty  will bo taken  a t  th is moot­
ing, th a t work being loft to  tho  February  
m eeting a t  W ashington.

T ho suprem o council of tho  Farm ers' 
Alllanco today considered tho  question 
of represen ta tion . Tho question arose 
from  tho neglect of tho  s ta te  secretary  
to  repo rt falling membership. Tho neg­
lect was Intentional bocausn of th e  dot- 
rcm cntal affect a  correct repo rt woflld 
have on the  order. A ssessm ents woro 
based on tho exaggera ted reports of 
membership. For exam ple, 16,000 
members of Mississippi woro taxed  to 
pay dues of 46,000 members. T he de­
ficiency In tho treasu ry  vyus caused by 
the  unanimous refusal to  pay th e  dues of 
backsliders. As tho m a tte r  now stands 
n ineteen delegates represen t th irty -four 
sta te s. A le tte r  from  W. S. McAllister 
Of Mississippi was laid before 
tho  convention and was requested 
to  bo read In behalf of tho complaints 
of tho  un tl-sub-troasury alllanco. Tho 
le tte r  c reated tho wildest discord. Mc­
Allister Is charged w ith sowing discord 
In tho Alllanco.

C iiicaoo, Nov. 18.—Dr. N. J .  Schroed- 
-, who Oct- 0 was held to  tho grand 

Jury charged with tho  m urder of Mary 
M urphy, employed In F rench 's hotel a t 
E vanston, died suddenly a t  his brother- 
in-law’s  home, 320 Loomis s tre e t Inst 
night. Tho c ircum stances surrounding 
his death  and tho history of tbo case 
leave no  doubt w hatever th a t tho doc 
to r In a  m om ent of despair took his own 
life. T ho relatives of tho deceased arc 
averse to  ta lk ing  on tha  sub ject and re ­
fuse to  say any th ing  oven to  tho coroner 
until th e  Inquest Is held. As near us 
can bo learned tho  fac ts  surrounding 
tho case are  as follows.

Y esterday afternoon Dr. Schrocder 
and his wife, who has rem ained faith fu l 
to  him  through  all his troubles, le ft the ir 
homo to visit Mrs. Schrocdcr's brother 
a t  350 Loomis s treet. E ver s ince his re ­
lease from Jail on bail the  doctor has 
beeh fooling dejected and often  said th a t 
ho did no t care  to  live. To cheer tho 
doctor It w as decided to  have a  good 
tlm o la s t night. Several q u a rt bottles 
of cham pagne woro bought and tho 
g rea ter p a rt of th a  afternoon and even­
ing spen t In drinking.

T hoidoctor Imbibed so much th a t his 
b rother-in-law  w as obliged to  p u t him to 
bod. L a te r  In the  evening his wife w ent 
Into th e  room to re tire  and was alarmed 
by tho peculiar and heavy breathing 
o l  h e r husband. She called her brother 
end tho discovery was made th a t  the 
doctor w as unconscious. Dr. M cFar- 
lano, of 240 Blue Island avenue, w as Im­
m ediately summ oned. Ho tried every 
a r t  know n to tho medical profession to 
arouse tho  unconscious m an, b u t to  no 
avail. A sho rt tim e a fte r  Dr. McFar- 
lano arrived Dr. Schrocder died. Hu 
was asked to  Issuo a  death  certificate, 
b u t refused to  do so, saying th a t ho be­
lieved th a t death  was no t due to  a 
na tu ra l cause. E arly  th is m orning tho 
brother-in-law  reported tho  case to  tho 
coroner. W hen asked abou t It all he 
would soy was this; "D r. Schrocder 
d rank  a  q u a rt of cham pagne yesterday, 
and I though t ho was drunk  and put 
him to  bed. Somo tim e a fte r  I  found 
him unconscious, and th a t 's  all I know 
about It."

“ Do you th ink  It was a case of 
suicide?”

" I  d o n 't know. Ho had often th re a t­
ened to  kill himself since his trouble and 
was fooling pre tty  bine yesterday."

“ T here  Is no t tho least question," said 
Coroner H ertz, " th a t  tbo man took his 
own life. I  know ho would so so when 
tho Inquest on  M ary M urphy w as held 
If a n  opportunity  ever presented itself. 
Tho evidence a g a in s t tho man w as con­
clusive. A fter tho Inquest and while 
tbo Jury were deliberating I ffautloncd 
D etective W illiams to  w atch Schroeder 
closely, as I was convinced he would kill 
himself. T h a t was tho reason tho Jury 
decided to  recommend th a t  ho be held 
w ithout ball. W hen ho was taken  to 
Jail f  w ont personally and  cautioned the 
Jailer to  w atch  Schroeder closely and  to 
closely exam ine every bit of food and 
every article  th a t  w as taken  lo.hlm. 
W hen be applied and  was adm itted to 
ball I  protested strongly and  told tbe 
Judge plainly th a t  bis release m eant sui­
cide. W hy, I  would have bet odds on 
It. I am sorry, fo r I  th ink  a  prosecu­
tion In tho  case would have been of 
benefit to  the  community a t  large. The 
evidence against him was of a  conclus­
ive and positive na tu re . I  will g ua ran ­
tee, too, th a t  ho has killed himself In a 
way th a t  I t would bo Impossible to  de­
lect. Ho m ight have taken  cyankallum  
for Instance, and  death  would have fol­
lowed a lm ost Instantly  and th e  trac e  of 
poison would be alm ost Impossible to  de­
tect. I shall hold tbe  post mortem a t 
once, as a ny  delay m ight m ake It Impos­
sible to  discover tho cause of death ."

Tho circum stances surrounding the 
death  of the  girl M ary M urphy are  most 
horrlblo and revolting. In  attem pting

alleged, m utilated tho girl's body and 
lost one of hts instrum ents, which was 
a fte rw ard  recovered w hen her remains, 
under tho direction of tho coroner, 
were exhumed from Calvary cemetery. 
W hen Dr. Schroeder saw w hat tho  re ­
su lt of tho blundering and crim inal work 
would bo ho called In several o the r phy­
sicians. T hey  were unable to  render 
any assistance, u n tS th ro e d e r  requested 
them to say nothing about the  case. On 
tho day a fte r  tho g irl's  death  Dr.

WARDENS AND PENOLOGY.
The decision of tho Supremo court 

Michigan on the Indeterminate plan 
sentencing crim inals has awakened 
great deal of discussion of the  general 
Ideas now pievaillng as to  tho govern 
ment of convicts.

There  Is no science lnt the government 
of prisons. Tho w ardens duty.is plain. 
He m ust receive convicts legally sen­
tenced and hold them a t  hard labor foi 
tho time of their Imprisonment fixed by 
tho court. If  tho man Is a  brute and in­
sists on acting In tho prison as a bruti 
he m ust expect to  receive the  s tr ic t le 
ter of the  law. If he Is manly in h 
conduct and shows a disposition to r« 
pent and prepare for a bettor life ou t­
side, ho should be encouraged and aided 
as far as in tho w arden's power.

B ut the  fac t Is three-fourths of all 
convicts a rc  born criminals or hardened 
beyond all hope of a  complete reform. 
Immediately upon the ir discharge they 
flnJ society scornful and hateful and 
they a t once find*congenial associates In 
tho crim inal classes. I t  Is only a  m atter 
of a  short tim e until they arc again In 
prison.

With all. its dignity and pretensions 
we do no t believe th a t “ peqalogy” em­
braces a well established reform In

clicla doty
tntlally reform atory of tho con- 
iere are  some Inmates of prisons 
the  victims of unfortunate cir­

cumstances. They are  not criminals by 
nature  nor are they confirmed In a  crim ­
inal life. Theses men reform themselves, 
wardens and “ ponalogy”  a re  of no groat 
good to  them except to  help tlfera bear 
their burthen.

No w arden can cure the crim inal bent 
of born criminals, bu t for all th a t war­
dens should bo men of good heart and 
good Judgment, brave to do their duty 
to  the  sta te  In the  first instance and 
human enough In the  second place to  be 
merclfull where mercy Is demanded. Tho 
greatest olficloncy of a  w arden Is shown 
In the  selection of well qualified subordi­
nates, A noble, pure and able man as 
chaplain can exorcise a g rea ter moral 
power over convicts than  can the  w ar­
den himself.

OIL TESTS.

IfIs Immutable 
tru th —violate th in  law —' 
the  consequences, and God, nor Satan, 
nordovlls. nor angels, nor seraphs, nor 
Christs, have any th ing  to  do  with It. 
except a  sp ir it 'obsess' o r  possess us; 
then  we suffer Just w hat the  sp irit suf­
fered w hen In earth  life.” A sltappoarcd  
In T un  .Pngss, It reads abcoss for “ ob­
sess,”  and Inevitable for “ Immutable.”

I f  In e a r th  life th a t  obsessing spirit 
was an expression of evil, th a t  will be 
the  expression of th e  m ortal obsessed, 
m urder, th e ft, lying, e tc; If a-Mothodlst, 
th en  the  m orta l obsessed will be shouting 
“ Glory to  God” and  will bo hustled off 
to  th e  Insane asylum ; If th e  spirit passed 
to  sp irit llfo of consum ption, th e  mortal 
obsessed by th a t sp irit will appear to 
have th e  consumption, In fac t his 
vitality  may be so sapped and by the  ob­
sessing sp irit, th a t  he, too, may die of 
consum ption should the  lungs In the 
Best place bo weak.

Both the  Old and New T estam ent 
records aro  replete With Instances of 
spirit obsession and  sp irit possession; 
and  todhy th e  people suffer more from 
obsession and  possession of spirits, then 
from any other source, both In Insanity, 
as It Is called, and  crimes.

W hen m orta ls d e p a r t the  physical 
body and pass Into sp irit llfo, they carry 
w ith them all the ir  beliefs and know l­
edge, as well as Impressions of both good 
and evil expressions. W hen coming In 
contac t with th e  physical of mortals, If 
they desire, they  can  and do obsoss the  
mortal, o r  possess thopbyslcal Organism; 
and w hatever the  obsessing sp irit Is In 
condition, ‘so will bo th o  m ortal to  all 
appearance.

I n  tho  old times whole arm ies wero 
possessed by sp irits and th u s  became 
powerless to  cope w ith the  Israelites 
and were easily killed. Samson was 
frequently  possessed by a  sp irit In order 
to  give him s tren g th  to  kill the  Phlllls- 
tlnes. In  th e  new te stam en t a re  many 
Instances of sp ir it obsession, many of 
whom were cast ou t by th e  Christ of 
N azareth . One en tered  into and ob­
sessed Judas and he sold his m aster to 
bo crucified. Je sus called these obsess­
ing spirits “ unclean spirits .”  T ho law 
Is-thesam o today th a t  It was in Christ's, 
Samson's o r  earlie r blblo tim es; and 
the re  a re  thousands upon thousands of 
m en, women and  even children who are  
obsessed a t th e  p resent tim e and express 
tho condition of mind possessed^ by the  
obsessing spirit. How frequently  do we 
h ear of a  man getting  up  in  tho  nigh t 
and killing hls.wholo family w ithout,ap­
p aren tly , tho sligh test cause therefor; 
and tho people wonder w hat possibly 
could bo th e  cause. T h a t man was a 
sensitive, and some sp irit th a l j ia s  been 
a  m urderer In e a r th  life, obsessed him. 
People get Insane, as It Is called, a ll of a 
sudden and seem so violent th a t  f t Is al­
m ost ' Impossible to  restra in  them , when 
In a  sho rt tim e they a re  en tirely  ration­
al and , too, w ithout any  medical trea t­
m ent of the  brain. W hat Is tho causo 
of such sudden transitions, If It be no t 
some exterio r power over which they 
have no control? And w hat power 
could I t be b u t sp ir it power? because 
th e re  Is no power In existence b u t spirit 
power.

W hat Is poquir b u t force coupled with 
Intelligence? And tho morolntelllgenco 
one has the  g rea ter pow er they posses*.
I  do n o t refer to  m uroular power; bu t 
even th a t could no t be of use were It not 
fo r th e  sp irit of th e  fornl using it.

Now, as long as men and  women who 
are  full of evil, even from th e ir  b i r t h -  
born In them , inherited from lustful 
parents—continue to  die, as It Is called,
In those evil conditions, Ju st so long 
the re  will bo “ unclean sp irits" who will 
lay hold upon sensitive people and  In­
fluence them  to  express th e  evil possessed 
by tho  obsessing when In e a r th  life.

Of course evil Is n o t all t h a t  obsessing 
o r  controlling sp irits cause to  be ex­
pressed, because those  who a re  good 
alw ays control th e  mortal whom they 
possess to  express good, and they teach 
them  to be and do good.

All spirits, having th e  same source, 
which Is Infinite spirit, must, of necessi­
ty  be a like in  the ir potentialities; and 
th u s  th e  only difference between one 
sp irit and another, w hether In tho  phy- 
slcial body through  which ho o r  she dif­
ferentiated, and those who are  disem 
bodied, Is In the  condition of th e ir  men 
ta l and  spiritua l development. People 
have go t In the  notion of giving differ- 
e n t nam es or titles  to  d ifferent stages of 
progression or retrogression as the  spirit 
advances or retrogrades in  m ental or 
spiritua l devolopemont; tho  perfec t they 
call God, and th e  o th e r  extrem e, sa tan  
and devils; and th e  Interm ediate condl- 
d ltions they call demons, Imps, angels, 
seraphs, Christ, spirits of tru th , com­
forters or Holy Ghosts. Some claim  th a t 
Christ, God and Holy G host are  no t only* 
one being b u t of the  same condition of 
m ental and spiritua l development. But 
th a t Is n o t only fa r  from th e  tru th , bu t 
th e re  Is no w arran t fo r such claim  either 
In o r o u t of tho  Bible. W hy those titles 
and nam es should be g iven to  different 
conditions of spirit, I  c anno t compre­
hend; because they are  simply intcllt 
g en t beings. B ut as those designations 
have been so long used—although 
misunderstood—I may use these 
term s from tim e to  tim e us designating 
spirits—once m ortals , the  same 
a re  now—of certain  conditions. T here  Is 
bu t thoone m '.nncr h tr  d ifferentiation of 
sp irit th a t It may become an en tity , and 
th a t Is through  a physical body; and 
when once Individualized, by the  law  of 
tru th  m any cycles of tim e until th a t 
form arrives a t perfection. P 
development and unfoldm ent'ls the grea t 
law  of being: and no form or thing  co 
In any possible m anner se t aside tin  
law; and If it  be .violated In th e  least tl 
violator m ust suffer commensurate with 
th e  transgression and no more; but Jio 
will go r ig h t on all the  same tow ard per­
fection. T hus If man kflops within the 
law  he need never suffer'citker physi­
cally, m entally or spiritually , except he 
pays the  penalty  of th e  transgression of 
his progenitors transm itted  to  him a t 
the  tim e of his conception or fostered 
during his pre-natal life. S tudy tho 
law. then, th a t perfect harm ony may 
prevail, tftid thus In tim e do away with 
sp irit obsession th a t w orketh evil to  
mani Charles Howell.
