HORRIBLE MTL OF
NEAR ST.

PAUL

Thetr Mangled Dodies Disc 4 With
the Flerce Beasts Figltlng Over the
Feast—Orgunized Efforts to Ex-
termiunte the Animals.

St. Pavr, Minn, Nov. 10.—Three
children wero killed and partially de-
voured by wolves at New Brighton, but
afew mliles from St. I's elty hall
this afternoon. The slaughter of tho
little ones was In the woods adjacent to
the Twin City stock yards and while the
cruel beasts were feasting on tho tender
bodlos of thelr victims hundreds of stal-
wart men were using axe and cleaver in
the killng of eattle within shouting dis-
tance,

Abont 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon
some laborers éutting through the woods
to save a roundabout rond came across
a pack of timbor wolves fiercely fighting
among themselves, snarling and bark-
fog, ovidently contending for some-
thing that lay in ‘helr midst, The
laborers ran back to the yards for
help, and when the had made up & party
large enough to fusure Its safety they
returned and drove the wolves away.
They rotreated reluctantly, and only
after a couple of them had boon killed
by shots fired from revolvers in the
hands of the attacking party.

Then the cause of thelr contention
was manifest. On the ground a moment
bofore covered by a struggling horde of
wolves luy the dead bodies of three little
children, who wera recognized s those
of Andrew Gulfck, living in the nefgh-
bortiood.  Thelr clothes wora llatrippd
from thefr fragile bodies. and the
lay In strips where the cruel teeth u( the
ravenous beasts had torn it. Thelr fea-
tures were horribly mangled, and ‘the
bodles were partly devoured. They
would, indeed, hiave been entirely enten
had not the quarreling of the hungry
anfmals swong themsolves prevented

m from securing the food they were
20 fiercely fighting for.

The Associntion of Collegiate Alumnm
beld its three days' annual meeting this
year in Boston, as guests of the Boston
branch of the society. Ths body of col-
lege Women comprises now more than
1,800 members, of whom the Boston
branch contains the masimvm number,
200, i New York follows with a mem-
bership of 152. Its essential condition
of membership is that each applicant
shall liave received a degree in arts, phi-
|o.ophy. sclence or literature from a col-
lege or university of well established re-
pute, and its parpose and work is to
supplement the work done in women's
olleges and universities and to investi-
gate all obscure questions connected
with the higher edncation of women.

to]Jts policy is reflective rather than ag-

grassive, theoretical rather than practi-

As an assodiation it 15 not confined to
practical work, but collects data,
senrches ont remedies, investizates con-
ditlons and suggests plans of activity
which are carried ont by mdlndnnl
rather than by concerted effort. Itis
for the general discussion of the ques-
tons which are the special study of indi-
vidual members that the yearly meetings
are convened, and also for the inaugura-
tion of new lines of work, the extension
of its varied activities wll 1he develop-
ment of its advanced purposes.

In her address of welcome Elizabeth
M. Howe, president of the Boston
brauch, said that the educational work
of the raciety covered a wide field and
included ln;mg the ghost of the college
girl broken down with overwork. Aund
in the response to this address Bessie
Bradwell Helmer replied to the oft reit-
erated charys that the college woman,
in her enthusins for the higher educa-
tion cultivated-the head at the expense
of thedands and heart that “‘the uni-
versity woman leads in plilanthrophy;
