tropolis and  its  c luster of snrronutling 
tow ns and  villages have determ ined to 
found a  c lub  of th e ir  own where they 
-may m eet and  exert th e ir  influence to­
w ard I he promotion of litc ra tn re , a rt
and the  hundred  other questions in  
which they are  interested.

I t  is a  new idea, born of a  desire to 
effect a higher development in  all those 
departm ents of life and  industry 
which inte lligen t and  educated woi 
are  peculiarly  in terested. So far as 
can recall, no city  in  the Union hai 
organization of this kind, and the  com­
m unities a re  few  and wide a p a r t where 
such a n  association of women on a  large 
scale is  possible. Philadelphia, Boston 
Chicago, W ashington, Baltimore, Sai
Francisco, New  Orleans and  perhaps om 
o r  tw o o ther b ig  c ities have the  m aterial 
from which clubs of th is  character 
bo formed.

If  tho pioneer one hero is w hat its 
jectors hope it  w ill be, we m ay be cer­
ta in  th a t the  women in  all those citic* 
w ill follow the  example of the ir m etro­
politan sisters.

The influence of a  c lub  o f th is charac­
te r  laid dow n on  broad lines a n d  intelli­
gently  directed would be incalculable.
