T he earl of I.y tton  was tho  only son 
of tho  groat novelist, Edw in Bulwor, 
au tho r of “ Eugono A ram" and othor 
famous works. T ho la s t oarl of Lytton 
was himself known In tho  literary  world 
os Owen Morodlth, under which noin do 
plumu tho poom of '•Luclllo” was glvon 
to  the  world.

Ho was born November S, 1831, and 
educated a t  H arrow  under private tu­
to rs, and a fterw ards a t  Bonn, Germany. 
Ho en tered  tho diplom atic service of the  
English crown a t  the  ago of 18. Octo­
ber 13, 1849, he was appointed a ttacho 
to  the  L egation a t W ashington, a c t­
ing a t  times as p rivate  secretary to 
his uncle, S ir Henry Bulwcr, who 
was tho B ritish A mbassador. Feb­
ruary  5. 1853, ho was transferred  as 
a ttacho  to  Florence, and on A ugust 
13, 1854. ho was sen t to  Paris. In  
1858 ho was made a ttache  to  tho  Lega­
tion a t  St. Petersburg, and shortly  aftor- 
wnrds to  Constantinople. From  Febru­
a ry  to  M arch, 1800, ho w as acting  Con­
sul General a t  Belgrade. October 1. 
1863, he w as gazetted second socretary 
In her m ajesty 's diplom atic service, 
being stationed a t  V ienna. Shortly  af­
terw ard  ho was promoted to  bo secre­
ta ry  of legation a t  Copenhagen. In 
1808-he successfully negotiated a  com-

fa th e r, Ja n u a ry  IS, 1873, ho succeeded 
to  tho  title  of Baron Lytton.

He was am bassador a t  Lisbon In 1874, 
and  a year la te r  was made viceroy of In ­
dia. R ecently  ho has been m inister to 
France . In  December, 1877. tho  qucon 
conferred upon him tho order of the 
Grand Cross of th e  Civil Division of the 
order of th e  B ath. Ho w as m arried Oct.

lobby w as packed to  tho in­

capacity . G reullch sa t in tho  box, 
nting  more tho appearance  of a  
ac th a n  th a t of a  rational being. 

Mrs. G reullch and  her children s a t  lu 
the  cou rt room, plainly showing by 
the ir actions th a t  tho husband 
and fa th e r  had no place In the ir  
hearts.

Mrs. G reullch was tho first w it­
ness and  upon being asked If she was 
afraid  of her husband, said w ith tears 
stream ing down h e r face: “ Indeed I
am, end have boon for years. He has 
th rea tened  to  kill me and my family a 
good many times and we never have 
dared  to  all go to  sleep a t oilce for fear 
ho would kill us. Ho d id n 't used to  be 
so, b u t a fte r  ho go t to  drink ing  so hard 
bo became alm ost a  devil. On Nov. 13 
he came homo and I was afraid he 
would kill mo then. My children wore
