N ew York, N ov. 27.—Itradstroof 
S ta te  of T rade , published tomorrow, will 
say: Special telegram s to  Brndstreot': 
poin t to  a  moderate Improvement It 
general trade  in Chicago, Cincinnati. 
D uluth, Omaha, Now Orleans and Shu 
Francisco. T he sales of groceries and 
provisions, d ry  goods, clothing, boots, 
shoos, holiday goods have all Increased 
in volume And a t  C incinnati the  demand 
for Iron Is said to  be bottor. Haw 
iron appears to  bo a t  abou t the 
tu rn ing  point, for w hile prices 
are  as low a s recen tly  reported, one sale 
of fiosscmcr pig having been m ade a t 
lowest point on record, Ph iladelph ia  re­
ports a  d istinct gain In orders fo r crude 
Iron. Steel rails are  also In b e tte r  re­
quest, about $50,000 tons having been 
ordered within a  week and m akers, like 
furnace  ow ners, begin to  feel encour­
aged as to  the  outloou. Largo nnmbors 
of railw ay fre igh t c ars have also been 
called fo r and the re  Is renewed request 
fo r Iron for ship building.

T he ou tpu t of a n th rac ite  coal has 
been curta iled  for December and the  
m ovem ent Is fairly active  w ith prices 
well m aintained. Coxo Bros. & Co. are 
said to  have began shipping th e ir  coal 
over th e  Reading lino, and  a s  the  Le­
high Valley is proceeding w ith Its policy 
to  acquire Individual collerles a long Its 
line, i t  looks as If the  la tte r  company 
will m ain ta in  its  percen tage  of ship­
m ents no tw ithstanding the  loss of 
nage.

T he w eather during the  week has 
tended to  stim ula te  general trade  in 
the  W est and N orthw est, bu t th e  holl- 
da>*s of course cu t into the  to ta l volume 
of tran sac tions as compared with pre­
ceding weeks.

M ercantile  collod ions are  more 
prom pt in  the  largo w heat growing sec­
tions, bu t no  be tter  In th e  cotton raising 
region. E astern  boot and  shoo Indus­
tries^  a re  feeling w estern competition

Textile m anufacturers are  generally 
quiet. Live stock receipts a t  western 
m arkets are  free and prices a t  some 
points a rc  lower w hile products continue 
dull. Copper is quiet and lower In Bos­
ton  In expectation of the  sale of the  An­
aconda products. N one of the  larger 
eastern cities repo rt an increased vol­
ume of trade.

T h e  Russian ukase prohibiting the  
exporting of w heat has no effect, having 
been generally  dlscounldd. L ake  ship­
m ents of w heat a re  cnoim ous and  the 
g ranger railroads a re  tasked to  their 
u tm ost to  handle the  grain  offerings. 
Speculators a t  San Francisco have over 
estim ated the  q uan tity  o f w heat availa­
ble fo r export from the  Pacific coast 
again this year, and th e  supply of ton­
nage a t  San Francisco Is such th a t grain 
freigh ts have collapsed.

Exports of w heat from all seaboard 
po rts  of the  U nited S ta te s  (our custom­
a ry  report) equal 4,083,000 bushels about 
70 per cen t of th e  to ta l fo r th e  previous

T he bank clearings, as wired exclu­
sively to  B radstree fs , a re  from sixty-six 
cities th is week. T he to ta l, 81,007,576,-

year. O ut of sixty cities reported twenty- 
six show decreases.

Dry goods are  in quiet dem and owing 
to  holiday Influences. T he lightweight 
woolen season has disappointed m anu­
fac turers, and m akers of heavy goods 
are  only w orking on orders. Wool Is 
slow of sale, though thoro is lit tle  bettor 
m ovement of late. Cotton goods trade  
prospects are  fair.

Ordinary Conversation Heard Twelve Miles 
Without a  Wire Between Mountain 

Peaks In the Black Hills.

Ra p id  Cit v , S. D ., Nov. 27.—A 
tlcm an from M lnnokata, about twenty- 
five miles southw est of this city, te 
m ost m arvelous tnlo of a  disco 
which w as accidentally  made In the 
m oun ta in s northw est of th a t  ton 
fow weeks ago. According to  th e  story 
told, thoro Is a n a tu ra l telephone line 
between two m ountains In th e  Black 
H ills range.

On each side of an Intervening valley, 
twelve miles In w idth, stand  two high 
peaks which tow er abovo tho  other 
m ountains and  have long boon known 
as landm arks; being called tho  twin 
peaks. Those m ountains aro fully 10,000 
foot high and  a t  least 4,000 fee t abovo 
tho near range. Only on raj;o occasions 
have these peaks been ascended and  bu t 
little  was know n of the ir  topography.

Somtf weeks ago a  pa rty  of tourists 
determ ined to  m ake tho ascen t and di­
vided Into tw o parties, one for each 
peak : T ho too took appara tu s for sig­
nalling, and expected to  have pleasure 
and am usem ent by flashing tho helio­
graph  code across tho  Intervening space 
to  tho mystification of tho  pooplo of tho 
valley.

Ho was a t­
tacked  by the  mob and a ttem pted  to get 
away. Ho ran  for a  horse c a r  and  suc­
ceeded In getting  on tho p latform , but 
before ho could go t Inside ho was drag ­
ged off and severely cu t In th reo  places. 
Ho fell In tho stree t and was unable to 
move. T hey  lo ft him where ho foil. One 
of tho men, J e rry  Johnson , heard  th a t 
Rlggln was lying In th e  s tre e t badly 
wounded and a t  once w ent to  lift assist­
ance. lie  found Rlggln still breathing. 
He go t a  glass of b ra rd y  and poured 
some down his th ro at, which revived him 
a little . Johnson asked him if ho knew 
him. Rlggln answered, 'Y es; Johnson. 
For God's sako gel mo o u t of th is before 
they m urder mo.'

“Johnson  picked him up  and was 
him aw ay when a crowd, half 
lice and  half mob, rushed on 

A dozen or more sho ts were fired, 
of which passed through  tbe  knot of 

handkerchief and struck  Rlg- 
gln in  th e  th roat. In  the  excitement 
Johnson lost his hold of Rlggln. How 
he go t clear of tho  mob ho cafinot ex­
plain. T h is mob threw  Rlggln Into a 
push-cart and dragged him to th e  Mole.

"W hen Captain Po tter , of tho Ameri­
can  barkentlno  William Phillips, saw a 
man m ounted on the  c a r t astride  of Rlg­
gln, haranguing  the  crowd, bera ting  the 
“ Y ankees" and looting of tho  fellow 
who lay  under him with his life 's blood 
ebbing away, ho rem onstrated. Finally 
a squad of m ounted police camo and 
Rlggln was taken  to  tho hospital, where 
he died th a t night. A nother of our

Thirty-seven policemen in  Chicago 

have been retired on a  pension, a t  least 
they have been required to  resign hav­
ing been on the  force tw enty years and 
attained the  age of 50 years. T hey  are 
entitled to  become participan ts in  the 
pension fund. ,

T his thing  of a  civil service pension of 
any kind or character Is all wrong. 
T here  Is no compulsion upon any one t< 
remain In any public employment one 
day longer than  It Is his or her pleasure 
I t  Is supposed th a t school toachers, po 
licomon and all o the r salaried person:
In tho public service got enough pay u
make It profitable for them to accept 
such employment and when so paid th a t 
should be the  end of it.

T he soldlor gets a  pension for disa­
bility because his service Is compulsory 
for a certain  tlmo and he enters the 
army w ith the  agreem ent on tho p a rt of 
tho governm ent th a t  he  shall 
sloned under certain  conditions. The 
soldlor Is subject to  a  duty th a t puts his 
life and health  In peril, and th is  e stra  
hazard and the  compulsory character of 
his service Justifies tho pension policy as 
applied to  him. All nations, in all 
times, have recognized th is ex tra  claim 
of tho soldlor over all o ther classes.

I t  Is entirely  different with ail civil 
employment. The places are  sought 
for with the  g rea tes t possible eagerne:

I 
d the lib rary  books extensively for 

his la ter  works, and was gn ilty  of the 
-prehonsible practice of w riting  o 

I  m ust adm it tha t 
his rem arks were never meaningless, but 
chiefly consisted of corrections of da te  oi 
errors in  the  text.

One rem ark of his, however, whicl 
s p re tty  well known, wifa a criticism 
iccurred in  Charles D lbdiu’s collection 

of songs, the last page of which contained 
th e  ordinary version of ’Rule Britannia.’
 the  foot o f this boastful song Carlyle
had  w ritten  'Cock-a-doodle-doo,' wjth 
small forest o f notes of exclamatio; 
a fter it. In  a  case like th a t the librarian 
would be a  m artinet, indeed, if  he effaced 
from tho book an expression so charac 
teristic of th e  m an of genius who wrote 

P all Mall Gazette.

A mere tax eating and favored class 
m ust to  avoided.

on the  Pacific coast th a t a  very effective 
remedy for i t  is to  plant am ong the’: 
black w alnuts, o r even the  common bnt- 
ternnts. They are  all cousins and the 
plentiful pollen of the  b u tte rnu t o r black 
w alnut trees fertilizes the  blossoms of 
the  English w alnuts, which would 1 
otherwise be iinpffcgnated.

Before very long th is country w ill 
shipping English w alnuts abroad, and 
the  same is likely to  be the  case w ith a l­
monds. Of the  la tte r  very big crops 

produced in  C alifornia and Arizona. 
T hey require a  dry climate. E ast of the 
Rocky m ountains they do  no t do well 
because of the  frosts and dampness.
