BRICE AND THE SENATE

SHERMAN HAS A SCHEME

HIS COLLEAG

T0 OUST

The Contest to Bo Inaugurated ‘After Brice
Has Taken the Oath— Republicans
Expect to Make Room for
Foraker.

CLEVELAND, Nov. 20,—The following
letters have been received from Senator
Sherman:

“MANsFIELD, O., Nov. 16, 1801.
UHon. L. W. King. Chalrman Republiean State

Committee.

My DEAR Srr—DMy attention has been
frequently called to the expediency and
the best method of presenting to the
senato of the United States the question
of the eligibllity of the Hon. Calvin 8.
Brico to a seat In that body. He now
holds a_cortificate of the governor of
Ohio of his election by the last legisla-
ture In due form, and on the prima
fucle case will, no doubt, according to
the uniform usages of the senate, be
sworn In on the first day of the session
and take his seat. This wlill not in the
least determine bis right to his seat f It
can be shown that he was not an inhab-
itant of Ohfo at the time when he was
elected. It is clear thatany declaration
by me or any one that he was not such
an fnhabitant will not prevent his tak-
iog a seat, and such a declaration by
me would not only be fatile, but emi-
nently impropor, as I may have to pass
{udiclally on the questfon upon a full
hearjng and trial.

‘'It seems to mo that if the contest is
to bo inaugurated before the next Ohlo
legislature acts, it ought to be done by
& memorial of the Republican state com-
mitteo to the senate. Such a memorial
would glve the senate an opportunity to
Institute an inquiry into the fact of his
inelfgibllity. In my judgment a joint
resolution of the two Louses, when they
meet in January, Is the only formal and
effactive way of securing an investiga-
tion. The question would then arise
whether the leglslature may not assume
that a vacancy exists by reason of Mr.
Brice's Inellgibllity and elect a senator
in his place who can’contest tne matter
and present and marshal the testimony
taken. Please give your view of the
matter and take such course as you may
deem advisable.

The True luntnx and Effect of Freo Coln-
of Silver.
TV, Powdcrly in North American
Review: The term ‘‘free and unlimited
coinage of silver" is misunderstood.
Many believe it to mean that everything
in the shape of silver, bullion or other-
wise, will at once be coined in unlimited
quantities and thrown on the street.
Only those who have silver to coin will
take it to the mint, and only those who
earn it will or should legally be per-
mitted to possess it. *But then for-
elgners will send their silver here to be
cofned If it is free, and that will give us
too much money,” is another cry. If a
dollar’s worth of Ssilver comes from
across the water, a dollar’s worth of
some American product will be ex-
changed for it, unless the foreigner Is
reckless enough to send his bullion for
nothing. If he does, we are the gain-
ers. If he desires to coin hissilver
fnto American dollars, they must
circulate here and pay for labor an
commodities here; for as soon as they go
abroad they must go through the cruc
ble and appear in auother form, as the
money of another nation; and gold must
do exactly the same. Everyargument
that has been or will be used against sil-
ver can with equal force be directed
against gold, for thero is no such thing
as *‘money of the world”” We sce no for-
dign coin In_circulation here. There is
no American cofn in circulation in any
other country. The fact that both gold
and silyer are susceptible of so many
currency changes causes the working-
men to believe that paper s the best
material of which to make money; it js
cheap, it cannot be monopolized, it can-
not be melted into the coin of another
nation, sud if it goes abroad it will, like
a truo Amerlean, come home; nof that
alone, but it will come home fn payment
for the product of American labor.
Should war invade our domain, a paper
currency would not play the coward’s
part, asdid gold and silver in 1861, and
flee from us; no man could turn it into
anything that he could take out of the
country to our injury.

slave. In the first place, his avocation
bas 1o well defined status either as a
trade or a profession. No special train-
ing is required to become a reporter.
