Boodlers and enemles of organized la-
bor have been taught a lesson by the
Joliet councll that will bo u Liealthy ex-
ample hereafter, and will teach oppress-
ors of labor unfons to give the Jellet
city councll a wide berth. Among the
competitors for supplying the city with
school furniture were the Andrews com-
pany, the Cleveland company and & Bat-
tle Creek company. The Battle Creek
company was out with its men, who be-
longed to the Lron Molders' uulon, and
would not do them justice. Organized
labor in Jollet was put onto it. The
Andrews company were boodlers, and
tried to buy aldermen. The consequence
was that both got beautifully sat down
on by our council, and the contract was
given to the Cleveland company.

An Unusunl ond Important Anniversary—A
Long and Usefal Career—Fifty Years in
Chinrge of tho St. Louls Archleplscopal
Sce—Imposing Rites.

Sr. Louts, Nov. 80.—For tho first
timo in fts history a Catholle church
In this country celobrated the golden

Jubllee of an archbishop.

The distingulstied prelate to whom is
accorded the high honor s Poter Rich-
ard Kondrick, the vonerable and be-
loved archibishop of the diocese of Mis-
sourl. e was born In Dublin, Ireland,
on Aug. 17,1800, His early education
obtained through private tutors,
and later, having completed the theo-
logleal course at the college of Maynooth
youug Kendrick was ordained priest fn
One year later ho came to the
United States and fillled the office
of viear general of the diocese of
Philadelphia. On Nov. 20, 1841, hie wi
croated bishop of Drasa. The crosler
of lls. rank was placed in his hand by
Bishop Rosatl of St. Loufs, and when
that prelate died in his ative city of
Naples, in 1843, Bishop Kendrick su
cooded to the miter of St. Loufs, u trust
which he has unceasingly guarded for
fifty years, bearing without faltering
the cares of the eplscopal state and
zoalously fulfilling the most minute du-
tles in its Interes!

The list of clerical participants in the
Jubllee services embraces a cardinal,
twelye archbishops, sixty-five bishops,
fiye mitored abbots, nearly 800 priests
and many dignitarios of the different re
ligious orders of the faith.

“The pontifical mass was celebrated in
the old cathedral on Walnut street,
which was handsomely decorated. The
mass selected for this occasion was Gou-
nod’s ‘*Messe Solemncll de Sainte Ceclle,”
and it was rondered 1na beautiful and
wajestic manner by a choir of ffty
tralued voices chosen from the different
choirs of the city.

These convicts could be
employed in constructing state roads for
the next twenty years, and the value of
property would be so enhanced as a re-
sult of such work that he tax imposed
upon the people to maintain these con-
victs would be a mere bagatelle. I was
