A fter Justice  Woodman had pro­
nounced his decision, City Prosecutor 
Douglas go t up and  complimented him 
for protec ting the  Interests of the  pub­
lic. I t  was a  fearless adm inistration of 
Justice, he said, and  aided and  encour-

then  asked to  have th e  fines rem itted, 
on  the  ground th a t  the  moral effect of a 
verdict of guilty would be th e  same 
w ithout th e  enforcem ent of the  punish­
ment.

A ttorney Cox said he believed tho men 
Innocent, and the  case would bo carried 
to  the  upper courts, oven If the  fines 
were stayed.

C0HFTR0LLKR LACEY'S REPORT.

A Large Number t i f  New Banks Organized.
Recommendations Hade.

W ash in g to n , Dec. 2.—Tho forthcom­
ing report of ^Comptroller of the  Cur­
rency Lacey gives full Information In 
rela tion  to  the  o rganization, supervi­
sion and liquidation of national banks 
during  tho  year ended Oct. 31, 1S01.

I t  shows th a t  during  this, period 103 
new associations were organized possess­
ing an aggregate  capital of 820,700,000, 
thus exhibiting a growth largely In ex­
cess of th e  annual average for past 
years.

D uring th e  same period 41 associa­
tions w ent Into voluntary liquidation 
and  25 became Insolvent, leaving a  gain 
for th e  tw elve m onths of 127 banks with 
a  capital of 812,553,000.

T he num ber of banks In operation 
Nov. 31, 1891, was 3,691, having a  capi­
ta l stock of 8684,758,855; bonds deposi­
ted to  secure circulation, 8152.113,350; 
bank notes outstanding, 8172,308,948, 
Including 835,430,721 represented In law ­
fu l money deposited for the ir  redemp­
tion.

Of the  new associations, n luety-nlne 
are  located w est of th e  M ississippi river 
and fifty-nine In tho Southern  states. 
T he increase Is well distribu ted  how­
ever, new banks having been organized 
In forty-ono states. ,

T he affairs of 102 Insolvent banks 
have been finally closed up  a t  a n  aver­
age oxpcpso of 9 28 per centum , with 
an average dividend tocred lto rs of 74.17 
per centum.
t  A ttention is called to  the  necessity for 
legislation more clearly defining the 
duties of directors; also to  the  need of 
some fu rther restriction upon accom- 
m odatlons which may bo lawfully 
afforded to  tho officers and d irectors by 
way of loans and discounts. Tho duties 
of examiners are  fully discussed and leg­
islation recommended provldlug for the  
appointm ent of supervising and ai 
a n t examiners.

Tho President's Address and Recommenda­
tions—Revision of tho Constitution and 

Plnus for Ntrengthonlng tho Union—
Tho Bnnday Law Again.

All of tho delegates to tho  fou rth  an­
nual convention of tho  Journoymon 
Barbers In terna tional union wero in 
the ir sea ts  yesterday m orning when 
President Meyers called th e  convention 
to order. Chaplain J .  G. Taylor of New­
a rk , O., In a  sh o r t prayer Invoked a 
blessing npon th e  assembly and Its de­
liberations. T he m inutes of the  meet­
ing wore read and  approved, and a fte r  
roll call tho forenoon was spen t In tran s­
acting  routine business. T ho auditing 
committee and committee on resolutions 
made th e ir  reports and tho  convention 
adjourned un til 2 o’clock.

Upon reassem bling President Meyers 
read a very able address reviewing th e ' 
p ast work of tho In terna tional union 
and  suggesting plans for Its fu tu re  work 
and prorpcrlty . Among tho most 
p o rtan t measures discussed was th a t of 
Jurisdiction of mombers as, for Instance, 
small t  wns ad jacen t to  a  city a re  un­
able to  m aintain a  union, and It h a s  for 
some tim e been held th a t  thoy should be 
allowed to Join tho nearest union as 
jurisdiction members. T h is  p lan Presi­
d en t Moyers endorsed and  recommended 
th e  revision of tho constitution so tha t 
the small towns may bo represented.

T ho president recommended decisive 
action looking to  a  more thorough or­
ganization, especially In tho s ta te  of 
New Y ork, where tho barbers belong to 
tho N ational Harbors’ union bu t are  de­
sirous of affiliating with tho  In te rn a ­
tional union. Mr. Moyers also called 
tho a tten tion  of the  n r  Ion to  th e  Harbor's 
League of Hut Pacific Coast Federation, 
whose members are  soon to  be am alga­
m ated with the  American Federation of 
L abor, thus throw ing a largo num ber of 
unions Into tho In terna tional unfon.

Upon tho recommendation of th a  pres­
ident a  special committee was appointed 
to  d ra f t resolutions to  be sen t to  tho 
American Federation of Labor to  bo held 
a t  Birmingham, A la , requesting each 
delegate of tho  special s ta te s  w hore tho 
Sunday law  Is no t observed to  appear 
before th e ir  respective legislatures 
w here the re  Is no Sunday law  o r whore 
the  law Is defectlvo as to  Sunday shav­
ing and request the  fram ing of a  law 
th a t  will be operative and  beneficial to 
tho  craft.

$ 1,000,000,000. Tho banks of Englanc 
and of F rance both Issue the ir note; 
and float them  on a  basis of no more 
th a n  33 pe rcen t. In coin for redemption. 
If  the  treasury  of th e  U nited States wa; 
authorized by congress to  float legal 
tender on Its coin to  the  same ex ten t 
practiced by the  g rea t national banks 
of Europe, the  p resent volume of money 
could be doubled and  there need be r 
more fiat a bout it  th an  there  Is about 
bank of Englaud note.

As the  tnoun- 
ta in  Is to  tho molo hill, so docs this 
g rea tes t discovery of T u b  Mokning 
Piikss tow er over tho o th e r  “ seven won­
ders." W here could th is  "wondor" 
have been In hiding so long th a t scien­
tific (?) research should no t have long 
before discovered him, h e r or It?  Some 
speculative genius m ight m ake a few 
shekels In placing th is  "e igh th  wonder” 
on exhibition, because I  can assure you 
th a t th e re  is nothing llko It on earth .

O ther "w onders" a re  entirely  of tho 
physical, some freak  of physical nature; 
b a t th is  one seems lo  bo of tho m ental. 
Now, Mr. Editor, the re  are  probably 
m any equally a s  w onderful "wonders" 
o f th is  phase as th is one discovered by 
T uk M orn ing  P re ss ; bu t they have not 
of la te  been discovered, and  th u s  this 
one seems a  rea l rarity . I am Informed 
th a t  In many secret places called “ tho 
chu rch ,"  "w onders" of this phase 
abound In g rea t num bers, b u t they will 
n o t come ou t th a t the ir m ental condi­
tion may be exhibited to  view, and con­
sequently  the ir  m ental s ta tu s  cannot bo 
diagnosed.

M any centuries ago, and as tato even 
as the  commencem ent of tho  present 
century, some of them  wore discovered; 
b u t “ w onders" of tho' m ental phase aro 
soon lost to  view, and  only rem ain in  his­
tory o r memory.

V ictor llugo  estim ated th a t  since the 
tim e of Constantine the  church  had 
burned a t  tho  slake  a nd  otherw ise killed
a t  least 10,000,000 of men and  women
because they w ere possessed by disem­
bodied (called "fam iliar") spirits. Mod­
ern discoveries, experiences and  obser­
vations arc  no t believed by "wonders"— 
they m ust h a re  som ething th a t  hap­
pened In Christ's tim e, or th a t some an ­
cient historian said, or th a t  some an­
cient k ing o r priest chan ted—conse­
quently I  will no t n o w g lv e  my observa­
tions, the  resu lt of my Invcstigalons for 
several years, concerning sp irit obses­
sion or possession.

Clergymen a ttend  colleges "for years 
w here they may learn  “ dead" languages, 
learn  w hat ancien t h istorians, kings and 
p riests have said and  done In order to  
teach  tho people, Instead of opening 
th e ir  eyes and e ars to  th e  effects of na­
tu re 's  Immutable law s and thus learn 
tru th  th a t they may feed the  people the 
"bread  of h eaven" th a t they may live In 
heaven.

T here  has been more and  g rea ter d is­
coveries of “ tro th "  within th e  last half 
cen tury  th a n  the re  has been f o ra  thous­
and years before the  commencem ent of 
th a t tim e, and yet peoplo a re  fed upon 
the  dry husks of th e  a ntedeluvlans In­
stead of looking about them  for tru th .

H ad "W onder" given th e  question of 
sp irit power due consideration, he would 
have discovered th a t  the re  Is no power 
In existence b u t sp irit power: th a t spirit 
obseisfon, possession, control and Inspir­
ation Is tru e . H ad he have studied the 
law  of hypnotism, mesmerism, mind 
over mind and mind over m atter, he 
would have known som ething of spirit 
power, and thus have ceased to  “ won­
der."

W hat is pow er bu t force guided by In­
telligence? Can Intelligence exist inde­
pendent of spirit?

H ad “ W onder" have mastered the  
question: W hat is disease? he would 
have cease to  w onder th a t a disembodied 
spirit may produce disease and  even 
death , upon a  m ortal. All n a tu re  acts 
In perfect accord w ith th e  law  of being. 
T here  never was, and  never can. bo, a 
miracle. . Simply because th ings are  
done th a t  poor, igno ran t m orta ls can­
n o t comprehend, because they have not 
given tho  subject sufficient considera­
tion, Is no t evidence th a t  th e  th ing  done 
Is no t so perform ed according to  the  law 
of being.

In  order to  safely say th a t a  thing 
cannot be done one m ust know th a t no 
law exists fo r the  doing of th a t  thing. 
T hinking  men and women do no t longer 
"w onder" a t  the  varied and various 
m anifestations of sp irit power, nor call 
such expressions miraculous.

“ W onder" a ttended a  convention of 
over 1,200 mediums, heard sp irits speak 
through  mediums In unknow n tongues. 
Saw the  m anifestations of many sp irits

I prove the 
Bible Just as I prove any  o the r history— 
by tho  standard  " tru th ."  T here  aro 
many* tru th s  In th e  biblo and much 
error. I  never try  to  prove tru th  by tho 
blble and only refer to  It to  show to those 
who worship It, th a t  a  record exists of 
th ings I  contend for. T he blble Is a 
s trange book of books, a  s trange con­
glomeration, a  medley.

The gospels aro simply reminiscences 
of w hat the  Christ of N azareth said and 
did or w as supposed a t  th a t tim e th a t  ho 
said and did, except a s to  th e  conception 
of Jesus, which was a  figment of tho 
minds of the  w rlters"m adeou t of whole 
cloth."

B u t far  more ancient th a n  theh ib le  
do we have history o f sp irit possessions 
of mortals; because wo read In Egyp­
tian  history by Birch (page 15S) th a t 
the  daugh ter of the  King Bakhtan  was 
possessed of an evil spirit which tho 
priests of th a t  king could n o t c as t out; 
and hearing of tho power which some 
E gyptians possessed in casting o u t obses­
sing spirits , tho king sen t and got 
E gyptian priests to  como over w ith .......

But if  you have tw o, do 
not m ake th e  m istake of p u ttin g  them 
side by side, as w as done in  a  very large 
house n ear New  York. T his sim ply in ­
tensified th e  h eat in  the  sam e p a rt of the

ouse w ithout c a rry in g itin to  the  wings, 
w here i t  w as chiefly needed.—New  York 
Tribune. _________________

perience of a  ve teran aeronaut w ith  a 
bald eagle and  a  C onnecticut constable.
