• "Y ou d id  w orse," said the  o ther, ey­
ing  th e  ga rm en t critically .

“ W hat difference does i t  m ake how 
they run?"

"AH th e  difference betw ix t a  perfect 
fit and  th e  th ing  of w rinkles and  puck­
ers you have on. Let me tell you a  se­
c re t I  learned from  a  London dress­
m aker. In  c u tting  ou t a  bodice always 
shape each p a rt so th a t the  woof threads 
will go a s  s tra igh t a round your w aist as 
the  belt tape does. T hat pu ts the  w arp 
perpendicular and  gives a lm ost a  perfect 
bias on the  seams in  th e  bock. Look a t 
you r back form . Y ou c u t them , did you 
not, ou t of any  piece th a t w as big 
enough? In each the  threads run  dif­
ferently, and  all w ays b u t th e  r igh t one.

"T hen  in  fitting  you gave no thought 
to  sym m etry o r  proportion. Like these 
dressm akers, in  fine, you took in  your 
seams in  any w ay th a t promised to  make 
a  smooth, tig h t fit. In  consequence your 
back form s are  hard ly  a u  inch wide in 
the  arm hole. In  a  well c u t bodice they 
are  as wide there  as a t  th e  w aist line. 
T he swell o f bust a nd  shoulders is  ac­
com m odated by  th e  back and  fron t fig­
ures.

“ W hen stuff is c u t on  the  cross you 
should be careful to  have a  tru e  bias 
around th e  w aist and  up  the  fron ts and 
the  back seams. A nother thing, i f  yon 
w ant y ou r gow n to  s it smooth over the 
shoulder, before basting i t  u p  stretch 
each fron t piece a s m uch as you can half 
way from  the  neck to  th e  arm hole, and 
hold the  back fu ll to  i t  fo r the  sam e d is­
tance. Never m ind  the  apparen t pucker. 
Pressing w ill banish i t  and  give you an 
easy seam th a t w ill hug  th e  curve  of 
the  shoulder a lm ost as a  m an's coat 
does."
