W ashington, Dec. 6.—T he adjourn­
m ent a  little  before m idnight la s t nigh 
of the  Dem ocratic caucus to  elect 
speaker w as th e  resu lt of a  p rior under­
stand ing  on the  p a r t of all th e  five can­
d idates, who, being unable to  see 
w hether the re  would be any  a dvantage  
In holding th e  caucus together agreed 
to  lake  chances on Adjournment. I t  
was first th e  understanding  to  m eet Im­
m ediately a fte r  the  formal opening of 
th e  house. T h is sentim ent changed, 
however, and another a ttem p t will be 
made to  select a speaker before the 
house convenes.

T he Influence of th e  Cleveland ele­
m ent of the  D em ocratic pa rty  to  secure 
the  nomination of Mr. Mills Is very sig­
nificant. T he deadlock betw een Crisp 
and Mills promises simply to  be unend­
ing so fa r  as a  break  from one to  the  
o the r Is concerned. T he advisability of 
concentra ting  on  Wilson of W est Vir­
g inia Is m uch discussed today, and It Is 
believed the  feeling may assume definite 
shape  before 10 o'clock tomorrow moru-

W lth the  g rea tes t diligence n o t more 
than  th ree  ballots can  ho taken  before 
noon a t  which tim e the  house m ust or­
ganize. Should no speaker bo chosen 
by these ballots adjournm ent will be 
had until a fte r  th e  organization.

Judge Holman Is favorably mentioned 
as a  tem porary chairm an, bu t many 
w an t the  f  g h t continued to the  end.

Tomorrow a t  noon the  house will 
bo called to  order by th e  c lerk, new 
members sworn In nnd th e  election of a 
speaker and o the r officers will follow If 
ttie  caucus shall have arrived a t  a  de­
cision.

T he Incoming house will no t have 
more th a n  a  ha lf dozen contested elec­
tion cases and th ree  of these  are  from 
Pennsylvania, In which Dem ocrats se.-k 
to  oust Republicans, who have certifi­
cates. T he cases a re : Reynolds against 
Shonk, Reedy against Schull and Crnlg 
against S tew art. T here  Is one contest 
in Now Y'ork, Noyes, Ri publlcan.against 
Rockwell, D em ocrat, and the  la tte r  has 
th e  decision of the  Now Y'ork courts 
a gain st him.

T he rem aining two cases are  in the 
South, M cDulIf against T urpin in Ala­
bam a and M iller again st E llio tt In South 
Carolina.

Owing to  the  fac t th a t tomorrow will 
be entirely  occupied In the  house by the 
election of speaker and the  lottcrv of 
seats th e  president’s message will n o t be 
sunt to  congress until Tuesday, I ts  ap ­
pearance Is being awaited with more 
than  usual Interest. T he fac t th a t it Is 
th e  last message the  president will send 
to  congress before the  meeting of the  
nom inating convention next spring, 
and therefore I t will sound the  keynote 
of th e  Republican platform  would alone 
make I t a  docum ent of more th a n  ordi­
nary im portauce. In addition to  this, 
however, the  recent troubles w ith I taly  
and Chill and the  recen t establishm ent 
o f reciprocity with th e  various South 
A merican countries will be subjects on

H aw aii will adm it fieo 
of duty every article  imported there  
from th e  T nlted S tates,w hether agricul­
tu ra l o r  m anufactured, In re tu rn  for 
w hich th is  country  will receive without 
tariff everything the  Haw aiian islands 
may send hero. Since the  McKinley 
bill became law the  profit on sugar for 
them  Is only about 5 'per cen t, and they 
do no t care  to  raise  it  for such small 
returns.

T he annual report of Secretary Tracy 
has been subm itted to  th e  president and 
is given o u t for publication tonight.

T he eighth annual report of th e  U nlted 
S ta te s  civil service commission Is made 
public tonight. Classified civil servi, e 
now contains 34,000 governm ent em­
ployes. Whole num ber examined for 
b ranches of classified service 10,020, of 
whom 12,757 passed and 0,272 failed to  
pass. Compared with the  previous year 
th is shows a  jlccroaso of 3,905; In Hie 
whole number examined, a  decrease of 
1,100 In whole number who pgssed and 
a  decrease of 2,775 In whole num ber whc 
failed to  pass.

Crowe, n susceptible 
youth of eighteen. E lijah fell In love 

th  Joslo and the  a ttachm en t was re­
ciprocated. T heir  paren  s objected and 
they arranged  an elopement. Ju n e  2«i 
la s t they loft homo and started  for Uray- 

county intending to got married. 
T hey w alked to  Fordsvillo, ge tting  there 

in  tim e to  sco the  tra in  pull ou t. 
Horo was a  dilemma. Looking down 
tho road they saw E lijah 's fa the r com- 

g as fa s t as ho could run . E lijah saw 
horso bridled and  saddled. Quickly 

ho m ounted the  anim al and then  lifted 
Joslo up  behind him.

T hey sta rted  tow ard Spring Lick, 
twelve miles d is tan t, and old man Crowe 

given tho  slip. D arkness came on 
and they stopped ou t over nigh t in  a h ay­
stack. N ext morning Crowe w ent Into 
tow n and sold tho horse. T h a t night 

tows reached Spring Lick and tho 
sheriff a rrested  Crowo and tho girl. 
T hey wore taken  to  Jail, and on tho 
tr ia l It was proved th a t Crowe stole tho 
horse and Joslo was an accessory. They 
were found guilty and  sentenced to  two 
years In the  penitentiary. They were 
taken  to  Louisville and brought to  this 
c ity for incarceration in  tho  pen iten­
tiary.

AS ORGANIZED GANG 

Sworn to Destroy the Monopolists of the 
Country-New York’s Sensation.

An Im 
p o r tan t link in  the  evidence thus far 
ga thered  by tho  Inspector Is the  arrest 
of Wm. D. Southw orth, a  man who It was 
supposed bad gone to  South America 
to  prom ulgate some mining scheme. 
Southw orth was taken  to  tho morgue 
yesterday, bu t when shown the  head of 
the  bomb throw er ho said-ho had never 
seen the  man in his life. T here  ia evi­
dence to  show th a t Southw orth told an 

tru th , fo r Captain H arry  Horne, who 
s a t  police headquarte rs th is  evening, 

stoutly  claimed th a t  th e  bomb throw er 
th e  Individual who made him ac­

quain ted  w ith Southw orth some m onths

Are Not Prosecuted.

“ Have som ething to  d rink?" said a 
well dressed gentlem an yesterday to  a 
Morning P ress reporter as ho dropped 
Into ono of tho  fashionable Sunday sa­
loons of tho city. T ho reporter being a 
tem perance man declined tho  drink, but 
to  appear pleased w ith tho  hospitality 
of tho  s tranger consented to  smoke a 
c igar. S tranger and reporter were sup­
plied, and i t  was noticed th a t  tho s tra n ­
ger was slightly undor tho  influence of 
liquor, bu t as th is  is a common occur­
rence nothing was though t of It, and in 
re tu rn  for tho s tranger’s  hospitality  tho 
reporter ordered ano ther “ round” of 
cigars and liquor. Tho stranger 
clutched tho glass with a  nervous hand, 
and as he lifted it  to  his lips his eyes 
sparkled like balls of fire. Ho appeared 
greatly  disturbed In body and mind, and 
as tho reporter was about to  withdraw  
tho  s tranger caugh t hold of his coat, 
drew  him to tho most secluded p a rt of 
tho room and  said:

“ Look hero, you appear to  be a  happy 
m an, and your contented face reminds 
mo of a  tim e when I  knew  noth ing  about 
tho ta ste  of liquor, b u t it  Is all dllTorent 
now. How I wish I had never tasted 
tho  cursed stuff.”

W hy don’t  you q u it It?” Inquired the 
reporter.

I ts  easy e nough to  say ‘why don’t 
q u it It,' b u t how dllTorent it  Is to  put 

tho  words Into practice. B ut come on, 
old boy, Just ono more drink  to  steady 
my nerves and then  I w ant to  have a 
ta lk  with yon.”

io s tranger supplied himself with a 
glass of w hisky and t)ie reporter w ith a 

• and both again  w ithdrew  to the  
corner. U nbuttoning his coat, the  
s tranger called th e  reporte r's atten tion  
to  tho badge of th e  police departm ent, 
aylng as he did so; “ T h a t badge has 
ost mo more sorrow w ithin tho past 

year th a n  any th ing  in the  history of my 
life."

A fter a  moment's pause the  s tranger 
sumed his ta lk  by saying th a t he was 
saloon “spo tter"  employed by the

W hat Is a  saloon spotter?”  inquired

“ W ell, my friend , a  saloon spo tter  or 
liquid detective ' a s  we a re  called a t  po­
k e  headquarters,” replied tho  stranger, 
Ms to  my mind th e  m ost miserable of all 
men. Today, as you see before you, he 
Is quite d runk , b u t tomorrow perhaps, 
h e  will be holding his r igh t hand to 
heaven and sw earing he will tell the 
tru th , th e  whole tru th  and nothing bu t 
the  tru th , when as a  m a tte r  of fac t my 
head is so muddled now I don’t  know as 
I  should know th e  tru th  from one of the 
police commissioners.”

W hat do you mean?" Inquired the re -

T he commissioners a fte r  my appointm ent 
called me before them  and read the tem - 
crance lecture  sprung on every new 
man and admonished mo to  never taste 
a  drop of liquor obey unhesitatingly the 
orders of my superior officers and all 
would be well. I  h ’.d been w ithout work 
for some tim e and I  assure you th a t the 
appointm ent seemed like a  blessing. 
T h a t nigh t when I w ent home and told 
my wife of my good fortune  she  ap­
peared so happy, and for a  month or 
more everything w ent a long.as smooth 
as could bo. One Sunday I  was called 
Into th e  office of ‘his nobs’ and  handed 
some money. A nother new m an was 
the re  and wo were told to  go ou t and 
got into all tho saloons possible and 
take  th e  names of all persons in  the  sa ­
loon we knew; If necessary buy liquor 
ourselves and m ake a  full repo rt of all

“ Tho first place we struck  was this 
saloon and when we en tered  it  was full 
of men and boys. One of the  prominent 
c ity officials was In the  crowd and 
was quite full a t  the  time. We took the 
nam es of all we knew; I took a  cigar 
and  my pa rtne r took whisky.

loon down on Ionia struct, >near the 
Union depot. Wo got iu w ithout any 
trouble and bought beer and  cigars. We 
w ent to  a num ber of saloons th a t day 
and got good evidence against every sa­
loon. T he Ionia s tree t proprietor, on<

T his place anc 
ono a t the  corner of Scribner and West 
Leonard stree ts  and  one a t  ano ther ho 
tel, against whom we secured good evi­
dence for selling on Sunday, were never 
pulled.

Tho reporter a t  this point asked why 
some oX the saloon keepers were prose­
cuted anffvothers allowed to go free? 
“ I'll tell you,” replied the spotter, 

j tho same reason th a t now policemen 
are  first made drunkards of and ther 
discharged a fte r  being placed In uni- 

| form if found drinking. A man Is nc

more fit to  spot saloons when ho Is drunk 
th a n  he Is to  patrol a  beat. T hey  keep 
a few policemen In money to  buy liquor 
to  encourage those In uniform who like 
liquor In tho belief th a t they will bn 
s e n t o u t as spotters, and so the  depart­
m ent allows favorite saloons to  run , 
whore some of the  commissioners drink, 
in order to encourage o thers to  violate 
the  law, and in this way tho  departm ent 
m akes a big bluff In tho direction of on- 
forcing tho  law ." A nother drink  was 
bought for th e  spotter, and a fte r  sm ack­
ing his lips ho said: "L o t's  soo, when 
you ordered th a t  last d rink  I  was about 
to  te ll you something about favor­
itism, was I not? Yes, I  remember 
now; you soo a largo num ber of 
saloons are  located in tho houses of III- 
famo on W aterloo stfeot. Every ono of 
thoso bouses has a  card from tho gov- 
o rnm ont w hich gives them  the  r ig h t to 
sell liquor, so fa r  as U ndo Sam Is con­
cerned. T hey  have no city license, 
n e ither do they pay tho s ta te  tax, yet 
they sell more liquor than  some of tho 
saloons in  tho citv. Tho m atrons of the 
houses mako no protonsions to  obey tho 
law, b u t sell liquor every day in  tho 
year. They have boon reported any 
num ber of times, b u t none of tho 
women have been prosecuted. - Tho 
fashionable (?) houses of lll-fame havo 
also been reported by spotters, bu t the 
rule seems to  be to a lloy  brothels to  sell 
all tho liquor they can a t  all tim es of 
n igh t o r day w ithout paying tho stato  
o r  city tax. W hat do you th ink  of th a t 
for favoritism?

W hen Lieut. Hurloy was m aking him ­
self so officious by raiding Redmond's 
opora house I was sen t out 
to look a fte r  places th a t were 
selling liquor on  Sunday. T here  was a 
m an with mo and wo got four cases, ono 
a gainst a  favorite hotel, ano ther against 
Emma Rogors, ano ther against Kato 
•Morrison and another against a W est 
Bridge slreet saloon keeper: these wore 
all reported and the  only case brought 
to  tria l was against the  saloon koeper. 
Our ovldonco against him was ra th e r  
light a s wo got well filled up with liquor 
a t tho  o the r places and could no t swear 
th a t tho  man was actually  selling liquor, 
as wo did no t drink  any  ourselves, but 
took cigars, and ho was discharged.

"T ho  noxt Sunday wo visited tho 
W aterloo s tree t houses and got all tho 
liquor we w anted In every ono of the 
places. T hey wore reported bu t never 
pulled.

“ 1 wish the  people knew tho  Inside 
.workings of the  polico departm en t as 
well a s  I  do and w hat a seeming hold a 
fow favorites have in  tho affairs of tho 
c ity. I  th ink  the re  would be a  howl 
which would m ake a  change, so th a t 
sober men, in order to  g e t a  living on 
th e  police force, could I'omain so and 
not become drunkards In order to  catch 
saloon men. B u t I m ust be going a s1 It 
Is tim e for me to  report fo r another 
n ight's d u ty  as a liquid detective.”

A fter tak ing  ono more drink  the  spot­
te r  and reporter w ithdrew  from the 
place. As they  parted  tho reporter 
asked tho spo tter how ho accounted for 
th e  money he spen t w hen ho got no

“ Oh, th a t is dead easy ,” replied tho 
spotter. “ You soo I Just dropped in 
here to  ge t a  drink  and  havo paid for 
all the  liquor ou t of ray own pocket. To­
n igh t when I  go o u f  money will bo given 
mo and ano ther liquid detec tve  w ill bo 
sen t o u t with me.

got together, com pare notes, slzo up  our 
cosh, m ake our own pocket ^good and 
work hard to  got a  case. If  we get in 
we sw ear all tho drinks on the  unfortu 
na te  victim, and if wo don’t  ge t a  case 
ton igh t we are  sure to  ge t into some 
place before tho week Is ou t, and  if wo 
harve poor luck and  g e t d ry  we Ju st slip 
around to  some of the  favorite places 
and get a  free d rin k .”

Tho reporter, as he left the  “ liquid 
detec tive ,” as ho term ed himself, won­
dered wfcat the  citizens would think  
about this way of doing business.

The Frozen Bodies of Two Babies Discov­
ered In the Woods In tho Subnrbs of 

the Town-Two Young Girls 
Under Suspicion

Mt . Clemens, Dec. 6.—T his city Is 
very much excited over tho  discovery 
yesterday of tho  dead hodlos of two full- 
grown babes In a  clump of bushes on 
N orth B ranch s treet. T ho  babes, one a 
boy and the  o the r a  girl, look as though 
they were twins. Tho boy was found 
w rapped in a common paper sack and 
the  girl in a  black  dress sk ir t and a 
newspaper. Dr. Chapin, a fte r  an ex­
am ination, said th a t  they were fully de­
veloped and had undoubtedly been born 
alive. T he bodies looked as though they 
had been exposed to  th e  cold for some 
tim e a s  they wore frozen quite  hard and 
stiff.

T he coroner’s  Jury impaneled in  tho 
case convened lust n ight, arranged  for 
tho gathering  of testim ony, and then 
adjourned until n ex t Tuesday. '  The 
case Is exciting a  wide in terest, and tho 
disposition a t  first apparen t to  le t the  
proceedings fall through, has yielded in 
a  m easure to popular opinion, which 
favors a  thorough investigation. Suspi­
cion Is directed tow ard two young un­
m arried girls. Neighbors report th a t 
la te  last nigh t a  man with a  lan tern  was 
seen prowling about tho spot whore tho 
bodies were found, b u t for w hat purpose 
Is not known.

T he postmortem made by the  county 
physician, revealed tho fac t th a t tho 
bodies wore frozen. T hey may have 
boon dead two o r th ree  days or as many 
weeks. I t  Is evident th a t  they wore 
concealed somewhere and taken  to the  
woods only w hen it  became necessary 
because of w arm er w eather to  mata< 
o the r disposition of them.

REYNOLDS IS DEAD
The "Belmont Granger"TJone to Explore the 

Benlm Which He Wns Prone to 
Discuss.

J .  Mason Reynolds, who iiad been suf­
fering for th rco  o r  four weeks from 
something like tho grip  or malarial 
fever, died a t  his home near Belmont a t 
11 o'clock .Saturday night, aged nearly 
52 years. He leaves his fathe r, n 
b rother nnd a  sis ter  at Belmont with 
whom he made his home, a  son, his only 
child, who Is now in New Orleans, and u 
wife who resides in W ashington, with 
whom be had n o t lived for several 
years. Ho leaves little  or no property 
here, b u t recently  sta ted  to  the  w riter 
o f tills th a t an uncle in New Y’ork  city 
held 820,000 which would be placed a t 
his disposal as soon as ho could convince 
the  tru stee  th a t he had thoroughly 
abandoned bis "unce rta in  and convivial 
hab its."  H is wife and son w ere notified 
of his deatli by telegraph and arrange- 
m cnls fo r the  funeral will no t be made 
until they are  heard from.

J .  Mason Reynold was born and grew 
up on a  farm In W estern New Y'ork 
Uls fa the r came to  Michigan soon a fte r 
th e  w ar and  settled on a  farm  n e a r Bel­
m ont, ten  o r tw elve milos north  of the  
city. T ho law was no t wide enough for 
him and he branched ou t into literary 
w ork, w riting stories, essays, poetry and 
contributing largely to  the  newspapers. 
He expressed some beautiful sentiments 
In verse and his prose was of a  bold, 
original and interesting style. About 
ten  years ago he collected and published 
a small volume of his poems, b u t was 
somewhat disappointed a t the ir recep- 
tlon by the  public. Since then lie has 
w ritten many sho rt poems, souio of them 
of higher rank  and be tter  sentim ent 
than  those published in  the  volume re­
ferred to. W hether he left a com pila­
tions of bis w riting is n o t known here. 
He was a  voluminous w riter both In 
prose a nd  poetry. Besides his contri­
butions to  local papers, he wrote several 
serials fo r the  New Y'ork Weekly, had 
two or th ree  accepted by tho  New York 
Ledger and several o thers were pub­
lished in  o the r eastern  papers. He 
never found a paper th a t  was 
able lo  publish half th e  products 
o f his pen. A t ono tim e ho was engaged 
to  w rite fo r The D em ocrat of th is  city. 
He wrote enough In a  month to  fill th e  
ed itorial columns of the  paper f t  a 
year, and was m uch displeased because 
Mr. Ball was unable to  publish a ll tha t 
he offered. D uring the  past year he 
w rote frequently  for T he Morni.no 
Press. W hen ho began It was under­
stood th a t he was no t to  occupy more 
than  a  column per week, bu t ho fre­
quently  exceeded th e  lim it aud offen d 
m any articles th a t were not published. 
In religion he was liberal, detested 
dogmas, and w as severe in  his criticism 
of creeds. Of la te  years lie became a 
believer in spiritualism  and was em­
phatic In his assertion and belief tha t 
he had received communications from 
tho dead. In  politics he wns e rra tic  and 
uncertain , though in his w ritings he a l­
ways advocated w hat lie considered 
m easures for tho  re 'ief of the  masses 
from the  oppression of th e  "barons."

Socially th e  “ Farm er,"  as ho was gen­
era lly  know n, was a genial, pleasing, 
companionable man. Ho was generous, 
frank  and jolly , and  though somewhat 
garrulous, was never a  bore unless when 
under th e  influence of his worst enemy
- liq u o r .__________

Colonel 
Polk grew  unusually eloquent and 
forcible as he proceeded, and when 
he said th a t God A lm ighty had de­
creed th a t we should be brethren, and 
accompanied tha t assertion by grasp­
ing tho extended hand o f P resident S till­
well, the  assembly w ent wild. Enthusi­
a stic shouts bu rst from  hundreds of 
throats, hats and handkerchiefs and flags 

waved, people stood upon the  chairs 
and  tum ultuous enthusiasm  reigned for

Addresses were also made by Hon. 
J e rry  Simpson, Mrs. Eva McDonald Val- 
lish and  others. Mr. Simpson asked if 
both organizations were w orking for the 
same object, and a  general response of 
"Y es" was given. "T hen," said Mr. 
Simpson, "w hy are  we meeting here in  
tw o separate halls?" This question sug­
gested a  union of the  tw o organizations, 
and i t  w as received w ith a  general storm 
of applause.

Mrs. Eva McDonald Vallish was 
warmly greeted when she appeared be­
fore the  audience, bu t when she sug­
gested woman suffrage she was no t con­
te n t with t he way in  w hich the  suggestion 
was received. And she took occasion to 
lecture the  delegates som ething a fte r the 
following, m anner, "Y ou men w ho are 
disposed to  l>e cynical w henever woman 
suffrage is mentioned should ju s t re ­
member th a t you have had the  r ig h t of 
ballot for more than  100 years now. and, 
O Lord (extending her hands heaven- 
ward), w hat a  mess you have m ade of 
itl"  This took the  assembly by storm.

Then somebody called on Ben Terrell, 
who was standing  in  the gallery. He 
d idn 't w an t to  make a  speech, b u t he 
extended his bands and pronounced the 
N. F. A. and I. U . as m an and  wife, a t 
which there was another g rand  tuiUult 
of applause. The fraternal visit was 
concluded by a  scene which would equal 
any ever seen anywhere for enthusiasm. 
President Pclk took the  floor, and re ­
quested tha t all old Confederate Soldiers 
present stand up, and a  surprisingly large 
num ber arose. They were seated, and 
then all old Union soldiers were request­
ed to  stand. N early half the  assembly 
responded. Then those who had affili­
ated w ith the  Republican party  stood; 
a fte r thorn came those w ho had affiliated 
w ith the  Democratic party , and the  num ­
ber was nearly even. T hen the  old 
Green backers arose, and before they 
were all seated President Polk called

"L et every man and woman iu this 
audience who intends to  stand or fall by 
our demands stand  up." -The response 
to  this was one grand unanimous shout; 
hats flew up, flags hanging from the  bal­
conies were seized and waved, men em­
braced one another and the  scene almost 
surpassed tha t a t  the  C incinnati conven­
tion.

Prof. Townsend is Inclined to  believe 
th a t  the  apostle John  himself brought 
tire books of the  New T estam ent to­
gether in the ir p resent form and ho pro 
ceoded to  show th a t  Jo h n  did no t die un­
til about the  year one hundred a fte r 
Christ, so th a t he lived between th irty  
and forty years a fte r  all th e  New T es ta ­
m ent w ritings except his own had been 
completed. Jo h n 's  epistles and  th e  apo­
calypse were w rlten betw een the  years 
on and 95 a fte r  Christ. Hence John  
lived no t fewer th a n  three years, per­
haps much longer a fte r  every book of 
the  New T estam ent, Including h is own 
had been w ritten. I t  follows then  th a t 
he had ample tim e to  sanction the  writ' 
ings constituting the  New Testam ent, 
and establish as an inspired man the ir 
au thority , and to  see th a t  the  completed 
New T estam ent, united with tbo  Old, 
w as properly received by the  Christian 
church. T here  Is nothing In history to 
Indicate a  w an t of completion of the  New 
T estam ent common a t  th is very early 
dale. And It is a  srlf evident fac t th a t 
the  C hristian e ra  never could have been' 
produced b u t bysoniem om entueuseyt 
like the  giving th e  N sw T estam ent 
the  world. Reason and history both 
combine to  show th a t  wo enjoy gospel 
light and knowledge because of 
d isputable revelation given to  th e  world 
1,900 years ago, and the  evidence ostab 
llshod by a  collection of books then  and 
the re  challenging, th e  a tten tion  of m an­
k ind."

industrial. U nderneath 
m uch of the  outcry against th e  iniquities 

present social organization,” said 
he, lu rk s th e  inherent incapacity or 
native viciousness, w hich comes under 
the  form er head. If  the  theory of soci­
e ty  w hich Jesus taugh t could be prac­
ticed, there  would bo no  cause for com­
pla in t of in justice. B nt because i t  is  so 
little  realized in  the  church or ou t of it, 
th a t Jesus' teachings require change in 
tho  head as well as in  the  heart, I  shall 
a t  th is tim e speak chiefly o f the  indus­
tria l causes for social discontent.

From  an investigation by tho U nited 
States departm ent of labor, during  the  
years 1881-6 inclusive, i t  appears th a t so­
cial discontent as m anifested by strikes 
is m ost widespread in  those sta tes where 
cap ita l and  labor a re  m ost abundant, 
since the five sta tes of Massachusetts, 
New  York, P ennsylvania, Ohio and  Illi­
nois, contain ing  one-half of a ll the  m anu­
fac turing  establishm ents of the  country, 
three-fifths of the capital invested and 
three-fifths of th e  labor employed, sup­
plied nearly  three-quarters o f th e  num ­
ber of establishm ents involved in  strikes 
during  th is period. I t  is fu rther evident 
from these figures th a t the  chief cause of 
th is  discontent is a  belief in  unequal dis­
tribu tion , since 77 per cent, of these 
strikes concerned wages and hours, the 
tw o factors in a laborer’s  income. The 
development of the  p resent phase of the 
old labor trouble is seen to  be coincident 
w ith the  evolution o f modern m ethods 
of production.

U nder th e  "household system ," which 
w as the  prevailing method of production 
up to  th is cen tury , there  was less com­
petition, since every man was obliged to  
learn h is business in  all its  details. Now 
the  laborer knows b n t one step, and  if 
ho will no t work for 81.80 per day in 
place of his form er 82, his place can be 
easily filled.

U nder the  household system only a 
lim ited am ount of capital w as needed to  
se t up a  business. Every apprentice 
m ight expect soon to  be a  journeym an; 
every journeym an to  be a  m uster. But 
w ith  division of labor has come the  in ­
creasing im portance of capital and  vast 
accum ulations of capital in  individual 
enterprises. This, w hile  i t  lessens the  
cost of producing articles, makes the 
dependence of the  laborer w ho has no 
capital.

Close contac t between employer and 
employed characterized the  household 
system, w hile th e  necessities o f  modern 
production have separated employer and 
employee u n til each is a  factor in  tho 
life of the  other only a s  tho  one contrib­
utes to  the  other's sustenance. Em ­
ployers are  n o t necessarily heartless nor 
laborers selfish, b n t the  modern indus­
tr ia l system  tends to  make them  so.

Y et le t it  be rem arked, th a t by sta tis­
tics. in  1880, strikes appeared in  only 
about 1 per cent, of the  m anufactories of 
the  U nited States. A study  o f the  rela- 

xisting betw een employers and 
employed in tho 09 per cent, of cases 
would throw  m uch ligh t on th e  remedies 

r  social discontent.
Tho local charac ter of the  m arket was 

a  noticeable feature of the  household 
system . I ts  effect was to  place employer 
and  employed under the  censorship of 
pnblic. opinion. Under the  modern sys­
tem  the  wide separation of consumer 
and producer renders such censorship 
impossible.

Tho m ain  causes of social discontent 
i resu lting  from  these changes in  the 
dnstria l system may be summ arized as

To the  end 
his own poor, toiling, nnedtnyited kins­
men continued the  dearest people on 
earth  to  him, and rarely cam e a  payment 
from ed ito r o r publisher th a t, whatever 
his own necessities, he did not share it 
with some of them . Hud they been 
stupid 1 am not sure th a t he would not 
a t  tim es have show n them  scan t mercy, 
bn t the ir  humbleness only bound them 
the  closer.—E. C. M artin in Scribner's.
