ELECTION OF PRESIDENT-
An amendment to  tho constitution 

providing for a uniform method of choos­
ing electors is very desirable bu t the 
present prevalent method should be dis­
carded. T he amendment to  bo proposed 
should abolish the  electoral college alto­
gether and devolve upon tho people di­
rectly  th e  election of a  president.

When th a t electoral machine 
erected by tho builders of the  constitu­
tion it  was feared the people might 
prove capable of self government, and 
It was thought wisdom for tho authority 
of tho  people to bo delegated to electors. 
B u t tho people, a fte r  a  severe 
through a  hundred years, have proven 
themselves worthy of the ir sovereignty 
and there is no sense In their delegating 
the ir powers to  a second party  when it 
Is convenient for them to exercise th a t 
power themselves.

If tho  president is elected by direct 
vote of the  people, and a plurality 
elects, there will never bo a  failure 
elect and no scandalous election by the 
house of representatives will disgrace 
our annals. Jefferson and John  Quincy 
Adams were both elected by congress 
and both elections were attended by 
c ircum stance  th a t smacked of corrupt 
doings. I t  was only by a  dishonest
