Unusual Interest Displayed In tka Document
—The Attitude of the Officials Toward 

Political Action by Trades 
Unions Fully Explained.

Birmingham, A la., Dec. 15.—T he fea­
tu re  of the  second day 's session of the  
Am erican Federation of Labor was tho 
prosontatlon of the  annual repo rt of tho 
president, Samuel Gompers. G reat In­
te re st was m anifested in th is document, 
a nd  when th e  roll was called shortly 
a fto r  9 o'clock no t a delegate was ab­
sent.

Tho address, although  somewhat 
lengthy, was an able, comprehensive 
and statesm anlike  docum ent, dealing 
w ith all phases of the  labor question 
Im portant to  the  th ree-quarters of a 
million o f dollers represented by tho lis­
ten ing  delegates.

Mr. Gompers dw elt a t  considerable 
length upon th e  mining troubles and the 
situation  In Tennessee.

R egarding th e  political s ta tu s  of the 
organization he spoke as follows:

“ E arly  In tho year Invitations were 
received by the  executive council to  a t­
tend tw o political conferences, to  be held 
In W ashington, D. C., and Cincinnati, 
Ohio. We believed th a t  wo had no righ t 
to  commit th e  affllated unions to  a policy 
w hich tho  convention of federation had 
no t ye t decided upon, and  th a t It was 
no t within the  province of the  execm 
tlvo council to  e ither officially o r un* 
officially accep t these Invitations or a t­
tend these conferences. We believed, 
as we now believe, th a t the  executive 
council a re  the  servants of the  trade  
unions, and  no t the ir m asters or d ic ta ­
tors.

"E vidently  an erroneous Impression 
has gone fo rth  as to  tho action of the  
D etrot convention upon the  question of 
political action. Some have purposely 
m isconstrued th e  resolution and action 
of th a t convention. T hey  have pretend­
ed to  say th a t tho federation had  de­
clared against political action by 
w orking people. Such was no t tho 
tlon taken, nor was any  word expressed 
a t  the  la s t convention against any 
tlon of a  political na tu re  which the 
w orking people may desire to  take. 
Our affiliated unions are  guaran teed  au­
tonomy and Independence. If  they 
deem Independent political action ad­
visable, or If they desire to  ta k e  politi­
cal action by w hich to pledge candi­
da tes  for public offices, to  stand  by tho 
advocates of labor measures and reward 
them, o r to  punish a t  the  polls those 
who afo  inim ical to  the ir Interests- 
those are  m atters entirely  relegated to  
each organization, w ithout d ictation or 
h indrance. W hat th e  convention de­
clared was, th a t  a political party  
as a  pa rty , known by any  name, has no 
righ t to  representation In the 
trade  unions councils. Tho position 
Is In line with the  policy of th e  labor 
movement. I t  Is recognized tho  world

* In the  trade  union movement. I t
cognized by a  large  m ajority of the 

political pa rly  which forced th is ques­
tion to  an Issue, and advocated by only 

very few who dcsiro to  m ake the  trade 
ulons a  ta ll fo r th e ir  political k ite . At 

the  last convention I  took th e  ground 
th a t the  trade  unions were brave enough 
and liberal enough to a d m ito f  all shades 
of though t upon th e  economic, political 
and  social questions. I  re ite ra te  th a t 
s ta tem en t and  accentuate  i t  w ith  what- 

force or ability may be a t  my com­
mand, and repeat, th a t good standing 
membership in  a  trade  union Is th e  first 
qualification to  a  voice In th e  couricllsof 
th e  trad e  union movement.

men, b u t qu ite  to  tho  contrary, keeps 
her a t  her residence, 21 Cherry s tree t 
alley. T he answer s ta te s  th a t  the  child 
has always been a t  liberty to  g 
home of th e  petitioner If she wished bu t 
has never expressed a  desire to  re tu rn  
since being sen t away.

T he answer, referfng to tho m arriage 
of th e  petitioner Agnes K lrchner, 
n e ither affirms or denies th a t she was

THE 8UPKEME COUNCIL
A REVIEW OF SOME OF THE PRO­

CEEDINGS.

The th ird  knnaal meeting o f  the  su­
prem e council of the  Farm ers’ A lliance 
and  Industrial Union of America is a 
m a tte r  of the  past. Thirty-six sta tes of 
the  American Union were represented by 
m en who commanded the  respect and 
adm iration of the  people am ong whom 
th e  meeting was held. In  tru th , the 
Press of the  c ity  of Indianapolis 
squarely caught one tim e. The general 
press is a t  times qnite enterprising, and 
th is  was a  tim e when the  c ity  press 
hustled itself and , as it  thought, gol 
ready and w as fairly  "lay ing  for" the 
A lliance representatives. The most 
aggeratod caricatures of the  sturdy 
A m erican fan n e r  had been prepared 
and  were lying in  the  offices of the pa­
pers ready to  bo " ru n  in" to  show the 
public how the  A lliance people appeared 
and  to  show w hat m anner of men they 
w ere.

All these caricatures were the  product 
o f the  vivid imagination of the  city  
press, and to  say this sam e press was as­
tonished when the  A lliance delegates

the  fabric m anufacturers to  refuse to  
sell cloth to  the  co-operative 
ment.

Mr. W right also said th a t in  connec­
tion w ith the  institu tion  of the  boycott 
Mr. Jam es Hughes, of the  K nights of 
L abor, had been arrested on a  charge  of 
conspiracy. The charges against him 
w ere th a t he was a  m em ber of the  
K nigh ts of Labor, paid dues, etc., and 
was therefore a  conspirator. Hughes 
w as jailed  under a  heavy bond, and Mr. 
W right declares th a t this was the  result 
of partiality  on the  p a rt of Judge  Rum- 
sey for the company, and of having a  
specially packed ju ry . He said tha t 
since the  boycott had been instituted 
the  business of the  combine had  fallen 
off from $19,000,1)00 to  $13,000,000, 
crease of $0,000,000. He asked th e  co­
operation o f the  Alliance in  crushing the 
combine, and the  following resolution 
was adopted:

The Clothing exchange of Roches­
ter, b .  y., has locked out their employees, de­
priving them of the right to live; and.

storm ed tha  c ity  expresses i t  b u t mildly. 
The prepared caricatures cost money, 
however, and were too valuable to  be 
throw n away, so they w ere used with 
something like the  following.inscription 
under them : "T h is is how some jteople 
seem to th ink  th e  F anners’ Alliance 
looks. See genuine article elsewhere." 
"Elsew here" were handsomely executed 
photos of a  large num ber of representa­
tive Alliance men, whose faces were as 
inte lligen t looking as those of th e  dele­
gates to  any  convention ever assembled.

The press humbly acknowledged tha t 
the  delegates were not the  men who were 
expected, and  then eulogised the  men 
whom i t  was intended to  ridicule 
•n  occnrrenco as th is ought to  serve to 
awake the  general c ity  press to  the  fact 
th a t city people do n o t y e t know the 
caliber and intelligence of the  men who 
are demanding reform atory measures 
for th e  good o f the  country. The city  
people cannot bo fairly  blamed for this, 
inasmuch as city.papers have systemat­
ically and persistently misrepresented 
the  Alliance, its  members and its  pur­
poses, and the  views of c ity  people are 
la rgely derived from  the  papers they

I t  required some tim e for th e  body to 
settle itself to  w ork, and  first among the 
im portant business was the  election of 
officers. This was disposed of w ithout 
trouble. L. L. Polk was re elected presi­
den t by acclamation amid boundless en­
thusiasm. H. L. Loncks. of South Da­
kota, was elected vice president; J .  H. 
T urner, secretary and treasurer, and J. 
F . W illitts, of Kansas, national lecturer. 
R. W. Beck, of Georgia, and  M. D. Davie, 
of Kentucky, w ere elected as members 
of the  jud ic iary  committee, and A. 
W ardall was re-elected mem ber of the 
national executive committee.

The Ocala p latform  was unanimously 
Indorsed, with one or two verbal 
changes. These changes are  in the  sub- 
treasury plank, w hich has heretofore 
read th a t the  government shall "loan" 
money a t  2 per csnt. "in terest."  Thi
word "issue" was substituted fo r "loan," 
and th e  word " tax"  was substitu ted  foi 
" in terest."  W ith these exceptions the 
old platform  and demands are  intact.

The most vigorous and aggressive ac 
tton taken by the council during Its eu 
tire  session w as the  adoption of the  fol 
low ing resolution:

"Realizing th a t the  action of memben 
of the Fifty-second congress, who were 
elected by aid  of the  Alliance constitu- 
encles, will have an im portant influence 
upon the  welfare of our beloved order 
wo respectfully request all representa­
tives in  said congress so stated to  decline 
to  enter into any party  caucus called to 
designate the  candidate for the office of 
speaker, unless adherence to  the  prki 
ciplos of the Ocala platform is made tha 
test of admission to said caucus."

Three changes were m ade in  th e  con 
Ititu tion  and bylaws:

"T he first change relates to  business 
agents who have heretofore been mem­
bers of the  council. By the  new a r­
rangem ents agents are disqualified from 
voting as members of the  council. The 
reason of this is th a t i t  may become nec­
essary for the  council to  sit in judg- 
ment on its agents and th a t i t i sn o t con­
sidered prujicr th a t agents should be 
members of the  body.

I let the goods of these unfair an

e sym pathy and  purposes o f this 
resolution aie  of the  noblest na ture , bu t 
declaring w ar against a  special concern 
and  calling on the  members of the  A lli­
ance to  jo in  in  the w ar is not in  keeping 
with A lliance aim sand ends. The crush­
ing  o f  one concern w ill no t remove the 
evils and injustice th a t come from 
trusts, combines and  monopolies. The 
grea t aim  of the  A lliance is to  find and 
apply a  remedy for the  whole range of 
such evils, and its  d ignity  is endangered 
and its general influence dissipated by 
making a  specific a ttack  on a  particular 
concern. Time m ust be the  judge as to 
the wisdom o f th is  departnre.

Provision w as made for a  legislative 
council which the opposition press is 
already speaking of as a  "paid  lobby." 
U ntil this session o f  th e  council the  A l­
liance legislative council was composed 
of the  various sta te  A lliance presidents, 
who elected from  among themselves a  
committee of three known as the  national 
legislative committee. The committee 
on constitution and  bylaws recommend­
ed the  a bolition of th is legislative coun­
cil and i t  was abolished. The supreme 
council never knew  why i t  was done, or 
why they adopted the  recommendation; 
ne ither did they understand w hy the 
same influence which advocated its 
abolition presented on th e  nex t day an 
am endm ent providing for an elective 
legislative council of three and consti­
tu ting  the  form er council of sta te  presi­
dents an advisory board to  act in con­
junction with the  new  c ouncil The 
plea for th e  abolition of the  first council 
was th a t o f economy, and  yet when 
new one was established i t  provided 
three elective members whose mileage 
and per diem m ust be paid from  the 
fund of the  national A lliance, thereby 
making the  expense of the last council 
the same as th a t o f the  form er.

The innate confidence and honesty 
the delegates a t  Indianapolis prevented 
them  from delving in to  the  motives 
which have brought about the  change. 
The council as i t  now stands is com­
posed of President Polk, ex-offlcio chair-

F. G wynne, of Tennessee; L, P. 

Featherstone, of Arkansas; Mann Page, 
of V irginia, elective members, and the 
sta te  presidents who constitute the ail 
visory board. As a  body th e  council h 

xceptionally good and m ay be im 
plicitly trusted.

Cotton planters all through the  cotton 
producing belt are g reatly  disconraged 
a t  th is time. No wonder. The m arket 
price of cotton is below the  cost of pro­
duction. W hy th is is so and how to 
remedy the  trouble are  the  questions 
w ith  the  cotton farm er. T o  begin with 
th e  big crop of cotton has nothing w hat­
ever to  do w ith  the prices ju s t now. All 
th e  depression comes from the  m anipu­
la tions o f speculators, and Die specnia- 

1 are  being aided cither accidentally 
purposely by  the  N ational Agricul­

tu ra l bureau. Cotton has no t been as 
low  in th ir ty  yeais as i t  is  today.

There w as something of a  tendency 
for th is  great staple to  enhance in  price 
a  sho rt tim e since, b u t th a t tendency 
was killed on t completely by  the  month­
ly repo rt • of the  agricu ltu ral bureau. 
J u s t  notice the  last report sen t bu t. I t 
ends up  by saying th a t i f  the frost is late 
and  th e  w eather good in  the  southw est­
ern  section the  yield m a y b e  increased. 
Now, the  bear manipulators, who raise a 
scare by  the  cry  of "overproduction," 
“ too b ig  a  crop," e tc., like ju s t such 
reports as this, and i t  m ay no t cost them 
anything. W hy could n o t the  report 
have said, " I f  the  w eather is bad and 
the  frosts are heavy, i f  snow a nd  hail 
are  plentiful, the  yield w ill be much 
shorter th a n  estim ated." The estimate 
Is 179 pounds of lin t  cotton to  the  acre.

N o scheme has been devised and u p  to 
this tim e no  practical effort suggested by 
which a  perm anent relief from  disas­
trous prices can bo had. B u t sometimes 
there are  conditions which cannot be 
overcome even by  th e  speculating jug- 
glerg, and when these conditions appear, 
and the  indications are  th a t cotton m ust 
advance in  price, th e  planters ought to  
know It, so they may be able to  take 
vantage of the  situation. The bears are 
now claim ing th a t there are  800,000 bales 
of old ootton in th e  hands of the  farmers. 
A t th e  meeting of the  supreme council 
recently held in  Indianapolis there were 
representatives from every cotton state. 
Not a  single one o f them knew anything 
about th is large  am ount of cotton. The 
claim  is a  m yth. This cotton is no t in 
the  hands of farmers. I t  is no t any­
where, and yet the  rom or is  being used 
aa a c lu b  with which to  break the m arket 
backbone.

A  test of the ir scenting powers was 

p v e n  a  few days ago in  the  presence of 
the board of county commissioners. The 
dogs w ere fastened in their kennels and 
a  man was started off from Mr. Bergen’s 
house.
