A Committes Appolnted to Investigate—Ita
Personnel Unfrlendly to Soper—The Dem-
ocracy’s {Unenylable Position—Proba-
ble Amount of Stealings.

LANsiNG, Dec. 18.—The Soper scandal
continues to be almost the solo topie of
conversation.

Governor Winans has ylelded to the

prossure brought to bear upon him to|

make Soper a scapegoat snd has ap:
pointed a committee of investigation.
The members are Wm. Donovan, Quiney
A. Smith and L. E. Rowley. L. E. Row-
ley is the deputy folsted upon Soper as
narrated fn yesterday's dispatch. Ho
furnished the information upon which
tho formal charges were based. His city
editor furnishéd the news to the fow
favored papers which published it Thurs-
day morning, and colored it iu’ Row-
loy's (nterest. How much mercy Soper
can expect from him can be Imagined
by those who know the man
and the manner in  which
he loaded himself upon the secretary
Iike the old man of the sea upon Sinbad
theSaflor. Smith was once probate judge
of this county and was invited by the
governor to step down and out for good
and sufficiont reasons. Donovan fs a
clean man, bun a Republican, and will
of course stir as much trouble as
possible for polll(cll reasons.

Soper will do well to escape a torm at
Jackson.

The ex-secretary today seems disposed
to take a cheerful view of the [fature,
and has repented of his hasty confes-
sion to the governor. He says he will
change thelook of matters materially by
the explanations he will make.

The situation Is not an enviable one
for the Democracy of the state. In the
first place Soper's associates on the
board of state auditors acted with him

* in auditing all the bills about which
they are now complaining so Dbitterly,
and furthermore Gov. Winans was in

ssession of sufficient evidence to war-
rant him in taking action long before he
did.

In the absence of the specifications
the exact amount out of which the st
has been beaten by the deposed official
cannot bo ascortained. However, the
charges say that he got away with 700
manuals.

“We have known that these irregu-
1arities had been going on for a long
time, but there had been nothing defi-
nite. Some weeks ago I called upon
him and told him I would like to see
him {n my room, as soon as he could
make it convenient, for a long talk upon
the subject of affairs in his department,
but he never called.”

The fact s, Soper had it pretty much
his own way on the board of auditors,
which fs composed of the treasurer, sac-
retary of state and the commissioner of
the land office. Braasted being up in
the Upper Peninsula, was never there;
and the commissioner of the land office
being advanced In yeafs offered
no oppndtlon to Soper. When theso
bills were brought !orwnrd for audit
Soper always met their presentation
with the information that they were all
right, he had bought the goods, knew
what they cost and 50 In this way they
went through.

Asked how much the state would lose
through Soper’s irregularities the gov-
ernor said, "I suppose it may be 850; I
sc;rcely belleve it will be $100. Iam
satisfied; the state will not be a losor In
any grent, amount.

A GENERAL SLACKENING REPORTED
FROM ALL SECTIONS.

Money 1s Easy Except In the South—Decrease
In the Available Stocks of Wheat and
Also In the Number of
Business Fallures.

New Yonk, Dec. 18.—Bradstreot's
State of Trade will publish the follow-
ing tomorrow: Speclal telegrams renew
provious reports of a general slackening
up In zeneral trade from jobbers and
producers, which appears to Include
nearly all lines except the lcading ce-
reals. Mild weather, which contin-
ued untll with in two days, added
depression to staple lines, such as cloth-
ing, hats, shoes, woolen and cotton
goods, some varieties of which would
not otherwise have experienced. The
lower temperature came too late to
stimulate much increase in the demand

for the new yoar.

An Investigation has Just revealed the
carcers of six Chinese girls who
arrived by the Empress of China about
the middle of October. These girls,
ranglng in age from 11 to 14 years, were
in charge of two old women, Chin Ah
Die and Chan Sul. Immediately upon
the arrival of the steamer they disposed
of the two oldest for 81,400 and $1,500
respectively; but they bound the four
younger ones over to Lin You, 4 famous
procuress, with Instructfons to walt for
a better market. On Monday last she
sold them for $1,410, 81,610, $885 and
8770 respectively, cash being pald down.

‘This sale was made with the assist-
ance of Moy Chung, the head of the
highbinder gang In Victorls, and of
course he recelved a good commission
for his part in the transaction. Moy
Chung rules the Chinese resldents of
Victoria with a rod of fron. The pow-
ers vested In him by the chiefs of the
highbinder soclety in Hong Kong make
him feared by every Chinaman, and ft
is alleged that he Is at the bottom of
nearly every brawl and disturbance.

Wah Quong Fook, who bought a child
of thirteen, Is well known even beyond
Chinatown. He I3 a gambler and crook,
and as sharp as a needle. His room is
reached by ascending & steep, narrow
flight of stairs, pitch dark both day and
night.

The child, loaded
down with the weight of cnsﬂy sllkl and
enormous ornaments, stood 1 e bed-
room pale and sickly lmklng She told
her tale after a great deal of kind coax-
ing.
