The Detroit Evening News under a
Jackson date, Saturday published an In-
teresting interview with a ‘‘certain state
oficial” of the Central city, who in-
sisted that his name should not be made
public, thinking perhaps that Grand
Raplds people would be entirely in the
dark inregard to his identity. Warden
George N. Davls ought to come here and
ask Col. P. V. Fox to tell him the late
Lowell Hall’s story about the ostrich
that hides its head in tho sand and im-
agines itself buried, when in fact the
most prominent part of its anatomy s
exposed to view. The interview from
the News was copied in substance by
the Sunday Morning Eagle and *‘faked”
over by The Telegram-Herald, the latter
adding a lot of imaginary stuff about
Ilbol suits and the improbabllity of
Rowley's inclination to sell out to ‘Tar-
ner in the campalgn of 1890.

seripture, which any man who is able to
read can do, but it does not seem cloar
that lie has shed any certaln light upon
this much vexed subject, what is the
gospel? Tho Advent can, I believe,
quote more seripture fn support of his
poculiar theory, which he attempts
to dignify by calling it tho gos-
pel, than any soctarfan I know of.
Hvery toxt ho quotes seems to clearly
support his leading tenet, viz.: the final
destruction of the wicked. He insists
the seripture means just what it says,
and ho feels that.ho is the *‘Bible Chris-
tlan” par excellence. Bro. Houghtaling,
bowever, will quote the same texts and
declare they mean exactly different
from what the Adyent says thoy mean.
Both cannot be right, but who is to say
which is right? No doubt Mr. Hough-
taling honestly feels that-his interpre-
tation Is “‘the truth, the whole truth,
and nothing but the truth,” but so does
the Advent, and so does the Univer-
sallst, but two of the three must be
WIOnR.

Hore are three systems of doctrine,
diametrically opposite, each tenaclously
and honestly held. One belleves the
wicked will suffer everiasting torments,
the second es they will be totally
anoihilated; the third belleves they will
sometime repent of their sins, beg for
forgiveuess, be restored to divine favor
and brought at last to holiness and hap-
plness.
