VALUABLE CARGO LOST.

The Crew and Passengers All Saved by tho
North German Spree Which Stgnalled
the News ns She Passed the
Scflly Inlands,

LoxDoN, Dec. 23.—The Gulon steam-
ship Abyssinla which salled from Now
Yorkon Dec. 13 for Livorpool, was
‘burned at sea, All hands wore saved.
The nows was signaled by the North
Gorman Lloyd steamer Spree which
passed Scilly {slands this wmorning on
her way to Bremen. The Abyssinia was
burned in latitude 49 n. and longitude
20, but the date of the disaster Is not
yet known. All the passengers and
crew were saved, and while the fact
was not signaled by the Spree, it {s sup-
posed that they were on board of the
Iatter. The Spree fs due at Southamp-
ton today.

NEw YORK, Dec. 22 —The Abyssinia,
besides having on board 16,000 bushels
of wheat, carried & valuable cargo of
miscellaneons goods, smong which was
a large quantity of cotton and hops. At
the office of the Gion line in this city it
was sald that all the passengersand
crew of the burned steamer were proba-
bly on the White Star steamer, Teuton-
ic, as that liner would be in the same
latitude on her course to Queenstown,
whara she is signaled to arrive at noon

Photography and Crim

The exhibition of the Photographic So-
ciety of Great Britain is of great inter-
est, both from the artistic and the scien-
tific point of vies. Dr. P, Jeserich, a
German, has devoted his attention to
the development of photography as a
means of assisting the administration of
the law. The screen which cantains Dr.
