OVER TWO HUNDRED DISTRIBUTED BY
AN ENTERPRISING ADVERTISER,

His Generosity Generally Appreciated, but
Abnsed fn Some Instances—Notes on
Some of the Written Applications
and Thelr Authors.

Material for overtwo hundred Christ-
mas dinners wore. given out to tho
worthy poor from Geary's World’s Mu-
seum yestorday. The crowd of appli-
cants blockaded tha'sidewalk for hours
and the generosity of the propriotor was
thoroughly tested. The applicants were
nearly all provided with the proper cre-
dentials, but many were supplied with-
out & written voucher and many others
upon the verbal endorsement of Truant
Officer Fee, who assisted in the distri-
butlon of the favors and also helped to
prevent lmposters from robbing the
worthy poor.

‘The endorsements, about 150 of them,
furnish Interesting examples of compo-
sition, rhetorlc, spelling and chirogra-
phy. Most of them attempt to tell the
causes of the applicant’s dependent
condition, and some deplct poverty and
suffering that s not generally believed
to exist fn a clvilized community. Some
are unnecessarily long, while others are
