A Serious Slate of Affairs In Ihe Ohio State 
Asylnm.

Columbus, Ohio, Dec. 25.—The Ohio 
s ta te  board of charities recently  em­
ployed Dr. 0 . F. Clark, an oculist, to  In­
vestigate tho adm inistration of tho sta te  
asylum for tho  blind and  learn  w hether 
scientific principles woro being ovsorved 
In th e  trea tm en t of the  pupils. H is re­
port, made today, shows th a t  no a tten ­
tion has been paid to  th is m atter, tho 
only a ttem p t made being to  teach  tho 
blind through  tho  senses of touch and 
hearing. T h e  doctor says:

"1 was no t p repared for tho s ta te  of 
affairs which was revealed as soon as 
tho exam ination was entered npon. 

T h a t  201) children, from all pa rts  of the  
sta te , w ith every form of disease of the 
eyes and In every stage of progress 
known to  tho  scien tist, should bo taken  
as w ards of tho s ta te , w ith no provision 
for tho trea tm e n t of th e ir  eyes, Is some­
th ing  astonishing."

“Oh, I  don 't m ind  the  cold,” the  stran 
g e r said indifferently, "and  tho ladies 
have been camping before. They thought 
i t  would be jo lly  fun  to  come u p  and 
h u n t 'foxes. I guess w e ll manage 
keep w arm  enough in  our camp. We' 
go t plenty of w arm  clothes, big blankets 
and a  good stove, and besides the  camp 
is  well slxinked.*’

“H umph!" exclaimed Jones, “ I  guess 
you’ll  g it all tho fun  ye w an t before 
ye’ve hunted m any foxes. I t  ain ’t  such 
a  gol darned pleasant place to  be ii 
blizzard. Be it, boys?"

The boys laughed, bu t the  stranger 
mained undisturbed. Jones continued 
to  enlarge on tho  unpleasant features of 
a  stay in  tho  woods a t  th is tim e of year, 
b u t i t  did no t seem to impress th e  city 
man.

Many farm ers laugh  a t  the  notion of 

applying the  principles of chem istry
calling such a n  application of 

science "fooling" and hnm bng. 
farm ers see th e ir  sons g row  up and d r if t 
aw ay  because, having been educated 
th e  public schools, th e  sp irit of a  scien­
tific and progressive age has possessed 
them , and they eeek elsewhere than  npon 
an  old fashioned farm  scope for th e  edn- 
cation which they have already  gained 
and  for th e  w ider edncation w hich they 
crave.

Now there  is no field which offers more 
am ple scope for an educated and  scien­
tific m ind th a n  a  good farm. The old- 
fashioned farm er says. "W h a t do I  w ant 
to  know about chemistry? I t ’s enough 
If  I  m anure  the  ground and  p lan t my 
sed; na tu re  w ill take care o f th e  reat.' 
H ut th e  application of manure 

chem istry," and  if  the  fan n e r  o r h 
boy understands th e  groundw ork of th a t 
science he  knows w M t k ind o f  m anure 
is good for a  certain  field and  w hat kind 
is good for another field, and  his knowl­
edge m ay m ake for him  or save for him 
m any dollars in  a  single year.

A  knowledge of chem istry w ill enable 
him to  save th e  valuable properties of 
his m anures fo r th e  soil, instead of le t­
tin g  precisely those properties be evapo­
ra ted  and  w asted, as they are  in  th e  case 
of m ost na tu ra l m anures a s  now treated 

i the  farm s o f th is  country.
B nt th e  m ost Im portant function  of 

science on  th e  farm , a fte r all, a t  tho  pres­
en t tim e, i s  no t th e  im m ediate material 
advantage which i t  m ay b ring  to  Lhs 
farm er, b u t th e  m eans w hich i t  w ill sup­
ply of in te resting  th e  young, of engaging 
the ir active and  eager intelligence, and 
keeping them  from  places where they 
w ill be very m uch  worse off.—Youth's 
Companion.

I'on.li.n. fur Worklncuieii,
A French jou rnalis t in  a  recen t nrticle 

on tho proposed pensioning of working 
men says:

We know th a t G erm any has gotten 
tho  s ta r t of us in  th e  s tudy  of th is ques­
tion. T he reiehstag lately voted i 
surance law  against infirm ity and  old 
ago in  favor o f workingmen seventy 
years of age. The annual pension 
from  00 to  310 francs. Tho w orking­
men und the  employer bear tw o-thirds 
o f tho expense; the  rem ainder, which 
m a y b e  only one-third, is in  charge of 
tho governm ent. Seventy years is too 
Into; 00 f rancs is  too little .

O ur m inisters w ish to  do  bettor. They 
propose to  low er tho ago to  fifty-five 
years and  to  increase the  am ount o f the 
life pension, which will vary from  800 to 
000 francs os a  m axim um . Tho govern­
m ent engages itself to  furnish tw o-thirds 
o f  th e  sum  contributed by  tho employ­
ers nnd workmon. T his is  tho opposite 
proportion to  th a t across tho Rhine. 
F inally  tho  G erm an law  provides for 
obligatory insurance; ours, more liberal, 
for tho workingm en a t  least, docs not 
allow  tho superintendent to  profit by tho 
advantages offered to  them ; tho em ­
ployer is no t consulted.

Tho French plan rests on  the  follow 
ing  hypothesis; Suppose th a t a  work­
m an, w orking a t  least 290 days each 
year, saves daily tho  am ount o f deposit 
provided for by  law  (five o r  ten centim es 
for his personal quota, and  os m uch more 
for t h a t o f his employers), tho  sum s thus 
saved and invested a t  4 per cent, per 
num  will procure for him  a t  th e  ond of 
th ir ty  years 180 o r  300 francs of annual 
pension. T he subsidy o f tho govern­
m ent, as m uch as equals tw o-thirds, will 
increase th e  pension to  800 or 600 francs.

Good Fishing.
T he m ost unique locality to  be found 

by th e  sportsm an is probably th a t sur­
rounding th e  tow n of Linkville, in  K la­
m ath county, Ore. The tow n nestles a t 
the  foot of a  large  m ountain, and  lies 
r igh t on  the  bunk of w hat is locally 
known as L ink  river. T his stream — 
which is  qu ite  large and  connects the  up­
per and low er K lam ath  lakes—is alive 
w ith  thousands a nd  probably millions of 
large fish, which are  constantly  passing 
to  and  fro  betw een the  tw o lakes, and 

« constan tly  jum ping  o u t o f w ater 
in  sight o f  the  town. T hey are  of all 
sorts and sizes.

Some of them  appear to  be cu tting  up 
those an tics fo r the  fun  of th e  thing, nnd 
some to  shake some kind ' of an  eellike 
looking crea tn re  w hich a ttacks them  in 
th e  w ater and becomes a ttached to  their 
sides, causing th e  fish apparently  much 
Buffering. I t  is no uncommon th ing  for 
large fish to  be token there whose sides 
a re  all scarred up  in  consequence of these 
attacks.

I t  wonld no t be surprising if  many 
fish were thus destroyed. Probably 
there are  not in  the  w orld tw o lakes 
more num erously stocked w ith  trou t 
th a n  th e  upper and  low er K lam ath lakes. 
Ju dg ing  by m ap m easurem ent, they

rh average th ir ty  m iles in  length by 
tun miles in  w idth. M any large  streams 
em pty in to  them , affording splendid 
fishing and spawning grounds. Lying 

of the  Cascade range of m ountains, 
w here genuine w in ter prevails in  the 
season for it ,  th e  w ater is  be tter and  tho 
fish healthy and  solid—features which 
do not prevail on the  western aide of 
the  m ountains, where an alm anac has to 
be consulted to  ascertain  accurately the 
season of the  year.—Forest and Stream.
