 Rupture Between France and
the Vatican,

PAnis, Dec, 26.—News from Rome to-
day is of the most startling charactor,
and may lead to an open rupture with
the vatican. Tho Diritto, of that city,
s It Is tho intentfon of the popo to
confer the Grand Order of the Cross of
Christ upon the archbishop of Alx as a
token of the sympathy of his holincss
with the archbishop In the latter's re-
cent trial, couviction and fino for writ-
Ing a lotter classed as Insulting to M.
Fallicres, the French minlster of public
worship.

It is almost needless to add that in the
present state of public feeling, whon a
movemont Is on foot to separate church
and state as ono of the rosults of the
archbishop of Alx's conduct, supported
by letters of other distinguished pre-
lates, such a stop on the part of the vat-
fean Is most significant. It will be
looked upon here, should the news prove
correct, as a defiance on the part of the
pope of the government of this country,
and the reply of the French govern-
mont may not be slow In forthcoming.

CREMATED IN A WELL.
A Wexford County Boy Meets a Terrible
Death.

Gaston (Wexford County) Gazette:
The 12-year-old son of George Stevenson
of Thorp, was killed last Wednesday
evening by falllng Into a seventy-foot
well. The facts In the case as we have
them, areas follows: The boy, accom-
panied by an older brother, was at the
barn doing chores, after which they
started for the house, each carrying a
lantern; when they started to run, the
older boy befng some rods In advance of
the younger and he, on account of the
darkness got several feot away from
the pathand fell into the well, the
curb of which was only about two
feet In height with no covering
over It. He Is supposed to have
boen instantly killed by the fall, his
head belng badly crushed by striking
the box at the bottom of the well. And
to add to the horror the lantern which
he was carrying exploded, charring the
remains 8o as to be unrecognizable. It
was several hours before the dfscovery
to his whereabouts, for
the reason of his brother befng in ad-
vance and was.undoubtedly going into
tho house at the timo of the misfortune.
Thinking he had gone back to the barn
a search was instituted without success.
At last, about 12 o'clock, attracted
by the tho stench of burniug flesh and
clothing the remains were discovered as
above stated. A man was let down part

way Into the well by means of a rope,
but the stefich of. burning flesh was so
unbearablo that he called to his com-
rades 1o pull him up. The remains were
not brought to the surface until 6 o'clock
the next morning, and when recovered
was o badly burned as to be unrecog-
nizable, the trunk and face belng nearly
consumed.
