Terrible Scenes Enncted by the Avengers in
Choctaw  County—A Brother of the
Lynched Outlaw Threat:ns to
Destroy a Town.

Monik, Ala, Dec. 28 — Terrible
scenes are being enacted in Choctaw
county. The citizens are wrought up to
such a pitch of excitement that & war of
extermination Is being waged agalnst
the Simites. Since Christmas two more

to death at the rope's end.

A speclal from Shubuta this morning
tells of the lynching on Saturday night
of John Sims, a brother of Bob Sims and
Moseley Sims, Bob's nephow.

According to the last report recelved:
the crowd was In full pursuit of a negro
who Is reported to have taken part in
the MecMillan massacre of Dec. 23
When caught he will be strung up. The
most alarming thing about the situatfon
is that Neal Sfms, the brother of Bob,
who rescued the latter from the deputy
marshal at Baton Springs in Choctaw
county last August, is_still at large and
determived to avenge Bob'sdeath on the
slayers of his brothers.

Neal is a desperate man. He firmly
believes that his brother was a prophet
from God, and had divine sanction to
KIIl off the officers of the Jaw. He col-
lected forty of the Simites, and sent
word Sunday that he intended to assault
and burn the village of Womac Hill be-
fore night. The people were greatly
excited and all Sunday were massing at
Womac Hill to defend the place.

On Saturday morning after the lynch-
ing of Bob Sims and his four followers,
the people wrecked Sims' house and
burned it to the ground, and then'killed
every llving thing on the place, except
the members of the family, who escaped
to a neighbor's house. They will move
48 s00n as possible to another state.

The body of Bob Sims and the three
Savages wero taken down Saturday and
thrown over tho wall into the grave-
yard.

SOPER IS NOT DEAD

NOR APPARENTLY IS ATTORNEY ¥, W.
COOK OF MUSKEGON ASLEEP.

The Supreme Court to be Called On January 4
for & Quo Warranto Agalnst Blacker—A
Point of Law on Which He Hangs His
Case—Soper Still fn It

F. W. Cook, whohas been {n Chicago
for & few days, says that Soper has not
glven up the ghost as secrotary of state
as quietly as has so far appeared to be
the case. Mr. Cook, who is Soper's at
torneg, states his case to the Chlcago
Herald as follows:

*“The letter which Mr. Soper sent to.
the governor withdrawing his resigna-
ton was dictated by me as his attorney,
and It should have received courteous
treatment. But Governor Winans saw’
fit to Ignore it, and I shall nest address
mysell to another branch of the gov=
ernment, tho judiclal department. I
shall make no objection to Mr. Blacker's
taking possession of the office, but as
800n a5 the Supreme court of the state
convenes on the 4th of January, T shall
apply in Mr. Soper's name for a writ of
quo warranto against Blacker. The
wrlt will be granted as o matter of
right, and in response to it Mr. Blacker
will have to show by whatright or
authority he holds possession of the sec-
retary's office, e will attempt to jus-
tify his holding the office by producing.
the governor’s commission appointing
him to the vacancy. The production of
that paper will rafse the question as to
whether there was a vacancy in the
office, and when that s considered wa
shall see whether Governor Vinans
knows as much as he thinks he doss. I
belleve the court will hold that there
was no vacancy; that Soper fs still sec-
retary of state, and that Blacker Is a
usurper.”

“Do you mind pointing out the ground
on which you base your opinfon?”

- “Certalnly not. I have been ready to
present these grounds to the governor if
I could haye obtalned a respectful hear-
ing. Section 3 of article & of the consti-
tutfon of this state provides that ‘whon-
ever a vacancy shall ocenr In any of the
state offices the governor shall Alles——
sana he —rporoaieit. That fs clear
enough, but the next question is: How
does a vacancy occur? Necessarlly it
must be caused by death, removal or
resignation. In this case the clafm will
be that the vacancy is occasioned by
resignation. Now It us see as to that ,

Section 647 of Howell's statutes provides
that resignations shall be made as fol=

lo

** ‘By the governor, lleutenant gover-
nor and all officers elected by the sonate
and house of representatives, to the leg-
Islature; by ofticers appointed by the
governor, to the governor; by sen:
and representatives, to the presiding of-
ficers of their respective houses, who
shall transmit the same to the.governor;

by elaction, except officers elected at
township meetiogs, to the officers re-
spectively authorized by law to order a
special election to fill such offices.”

“*That Is all the law that {s found on
the statutes on the subject. You will
observe that no provision is made for

by that subdivision of sectlon 647 which
ays: ‘By all other officers who hold
their offices by election, to the officer
authorized by law to order a special
clectlon to fill such offices.’ Ifafter the
words ‘to the officer authorized by law’
thers had been inserted the words 't
appoint a successor, or,' the wmeanlng
would have been plain. But these
words were omitted, and as by sectiond,
article 8, of the constitution, the govern-
or fills vacancles In_state offices by ap
polntment and not by a special election,
it s plain that there fs no provision fn
the law for the resignation of the secre-
tary of state.” .

@ ‘Do you mean to say that the secre-
tary of state cannot resign his office?”
“Ido not. ButIdo mean tosay that
there can be no vacancy in the office—
no hiatus, as the law terms it. The oc-
cu) ust be contlnuous, unless
special provision {s made for creating &
vacancy by resignation. The secretary
may resign and his resignation may be
accepted, but that does not create & ya-
cancy. Heisstill in contemplation of"
law In office. e governor appoints
his successor; then he steps out and his
successor steps into his place. The step-
ping out and stepping In are in law one
act, so that there is at no time & yacan-
cy. In the absence of an express statute
on the subject a vacancy in office is as re-
pugnant to the law as 4 vacuum Is to na-
ture. Of course when an elective officlal
dies or Is removed from office there Is &
vacancy, but you will observe that
neither death nor removal Is his own
act. Now I malntain that although So-
per had resigned and his resignation
had been accepted he had.the power
recall his resignation at any time before
his successor was appointed. Heo did, in
fact, recall his resignation more than
twenty-four hours before Blacker was
appolnted, and there is no doubt In my
mind that the Supreme court will declde
that the governor had no T to ap-
point, and that Mr. Soper Is still in office
as secretary of state.”
