Col. D'arnaud Says Ameriea Should Not Le
Asked to Contribute for the Rellef of
the Czar's Saljecls—Work of
the Red Cross Seclety.

I lnvarfably answer that, from
my personal knowledge of its financial
resources and natural productions, I do
not believe that the Russian imperial
government needs afd from any forefgn
country to enable it to cope with the dis-
tress prevalling in somo of its provinces.
A rocont letter to me from high au-
thority at St. Petersburg, says: ‘The
fall of snow and the frost was a godsend
to us; the roads are now in good condl-
tlon to reach the distressed districts by
means of sleighs, and the nobdle work
for the relfef of the sufferfog peasantry
