2 matic Changes.’

“He| SAN Fraxcisco, Jun. 1.—The Salton
Iake that appeared on the Colorado des-
ertsome months ago IS rapldly disap-
peariog. In a short time, according to
present appearances, there will be noth-|
ing but the dry bed of a lake left.
The appearance of this body of water
has given rise to many speculations.
The most untenable of all was thata
permanent lake had been formed there,
whereas the government reports show
that in some former years a similar large
body of water had appeared In the des-
ert which was simply the overflow of the
Colorado river. What occurred years
ago and this year 1s likely toocenr In
future years. But there Is no prospect
that any permanent lake will be formed
there by ordinary natural means.
‘There were many speculations as to
the probable change of climate in San
ernardo county and other parts of
Souther California resulting from the
formation of this body of water. It was
assumed that there would be a great
rainfall and a less degree of summer
heat. All this might have been the re-
soltof & great permanent lake, Ifa
considerable part of the Colorado desort
were covered with water the year round
some Important changes of climate
would have followed, The evaporation
of molsture the past summer has been
Immense.
An observing citizen of southern Cali-
fornla has noted some important ehang-
es which he hoped would not be perma-
nent. There was much more humidity
In the atmosphere, which made the sum-
mer heat more intolerable than In
former seasons. Instead of the usnal
cool nights with a temperature favor-
able for sleep, the nights, as well as the
days, were oppressively hot and humid.

HUNDREDS OF wmmg STRICKEN PKO-
PLE IN THE MEXICAN REPUBLIC.

Reports of Terrible Deatitation are Received
From Durungo and Chiapas—Living on
Cactl and Wild Berrles—The Local
Authorities are Helpless,

City or Mexico, Jan. 1.—This un-
happy country It addition to the Insur-
rection vexing the Rio Grande frontler
is struggling with the woes of famine.
Nothing in Russla, except perhaps the
rigors of thut unfriendly climate, can be
worse than the condition of many poor
people in the famine district.

In the states of Durango and Chlapas
there have been hundreds of deatbs
from starvation, and a traveler who re-
cently passed through theso states says
that the peoplo are In despalr. The
ficlds had been blighted by the drought,
and the corn and black bean crops upon
which the commen people depend for
food had been utterly lost. From many
of the towns the Inhabitants had fled to
the mountafng, where they devoured
cactl and wild berries, in which there fs
hardly any nourishmer
‘The state authorities have done Iittle
or nothing to relleve the distress, and
the Mexlcan congress, which is In ses-
sfon at the capital, has falled to adopt
any measure of relfef, on the ground
that the treasury cannot afford extraor-
dinary disbursements. The blll adopted
by congress, providing for the suspen-
sion of dutles on cereals imported from
foreign countries, will be of but Ilttle
advantage;to the sufferers by tamine, as
they have not the means to purchase

Mr. Richards has been
working on his latest fuvention for the

| In ontward appearance the new loco-
motive will not differ materially from
the speedy engines now used. The pe-
culiarity of construction lies in the fact
that instead of the two cylinders as nsed
at present there will be four. One cylin-
der will be located on each side of the
locomotive frame as at present, and the
other two will be cast in what is known
a8 the cylinder saddle. The inside pair
of cylinders are to be in one piece and
will lie on an angle. The outside cylin-
ders are to be horizontal ns at present.
The four cylinders will entirely over-
come what is known to engineers as the
dead center, and the engine will be per-
fectly balanced withont any connter-
balance in the wheels.

This latter improvement will, m a
large degree, do away with the vicio
pounding which has proved so .hsmm-
tive to modern roadbeds, The perfect
balancing of the engine will be largely
due to the working of the two cylin-
ders so near her center, and these same
cylinders, working as they do from such
a central point of vantage, will help out
in the matter of speed to a great degree.
