city and 1,500 outside. Five minutes
later he went into Mayhew’s, next door,
and gove the total figures at 3,000. On
the same day he made an advertising
contract on a basis of 3,500 circulation,
and six weeks later when tho city cir-
culator sold out, he had less than 1,200
subscribers to transfer. Thisls only a
sample of the clrculation llar's work.
Othor cases of exaggeration, equally as
outrageous by representatives of other
papers can be clted, but enough of this
subject for Sunday morning.

THR MORNING PRESS pmmsts against
the misrepresentation of circulation—it
fs simply obtaining money by false pre-
tenses—from & selfish motive. Not th;
its business has been damaged by llm
methods of competitors, but because it
brings the newspaper businoss into dis-
repute and dishonor. It is a short-
sighted policy. Sooner or later patrous
discover that they have been decelved,
and they lose confldence, not only in the
papers, the merits of advertising.
They arelnduced to place their adver-
tising where they suppose it will reach
4,000 homes, when In fact 1t does not
reach 1,500, Ihas no effect on their
trade, they are disappolnted and de-
clare that there is no benclit recelved
from advertising.

1f the papers would give tholr actual
clrculation, and stand on thelr merits
they might experlence a sudden_decline
in thelr advertising patronage, but they
would gain the confidence of the people
and a year hence would have no occas-
ion to bo whining about Jack of patron-
age.
