WAsHINGTON, Jan. 4. —There fs well-
defined rumors afloat tonight that Sena-
tor Stewart has prepared and will Intro-
duce fn the senate tomorrow a resolu-
tlon declaring the cofnago act of 1838
still in effect and directing the secretary
of the treasury to resume colnage of
sliver under that act. As the story Roes
Senator Stowart has just made the dis-
covery and fs convinced to his own sat-
isfaction that this law, contrary to gen-
eral opinfon, was nover ropoaled.

There is another uspect in which we
shonld be glad to institute a comparison
between the so called competitive sys-
tem of railroad management, as illus-
trated in this country, with government
management, and this wonld be as to
the loss of life by accidents. The report
of tha interstate commission states that
on the railroads of this country under
corporate management there were killed
last year 6,320 persons, while 20,034 wero
injured.

Wo regret that we have not the figures
for the Australian roads at hand for
comparison with this appalling list, and
can ouly quote the recent declaration of
Professor Richard T. Ely, that five per-
gons aro killed or injured on American
lines to one upon the state owned roads
of Germany. a difference which he ox-
plains by the fact that the German gov-
ernment employs four times as many
persons to look after safoty of trains.
He says, *'Weo aro fully thirty years be-
hind Germany in safety for passengers,”
und in view of the horrible statement of
insualties given above who can doubt it?

How much longer are the railroad cor-
porations of the United States to be per-

tted to fleeco and nhngmer the peo-
ple?—New Nation.

At this time of the year, when winter
s beginning to tighten its grip, comes in
the workings of one of the hardest grip-
ping monopolies to be found in the
world—the monopoly of the railroad
and mine owners to keep up the price of
coal.  Only so much must be mined or
trausported, lest the price shall fall to
an exteut that poor folks can keep warm.
Of all monopolies the coal monopoly s
the worst. Natnre has been bou
in respect to providing the possibilities
of heat, but monopoly steps in and pret-
ty effectually annuls the work of nature.
[t is small wonder that the people ob-
joct to u few companies holding in their
grasp tho right to tho use of what ought
to be as free as it can bo made.—Ameri-
can Machinist.
