It s
clatmed by the doctor, however, that
these were ‘‘emergency” cases, where
he was called In by the polfce or by
thie neighbors of the patient. Finding
that they needed medicine he prescribed
for them and sent them for the medicine
to the city pharmacy. This is admit-
tedly contrary to tha usual routine
which requires an investigation by the
director before the case Is attended by
the city physiclan. But If this s the
head and front of the doctor’s offending
the public will not be apt to eomplain.
Iflife can be saved or wretehedness
amellorat d by so slight a eutting of red
tape as this, by all means let it be done.
When a man's arteries are eut and his
life blood is flowing, humanity cannot
afford to wait for a formal {ntroduction.

This explanation by the doctor cer-
tainly appears reasonable, and If sub-
stantiated by evidencs should amply
acquit him of wrong dofng. Tho com-
mittee, hewever, cites the fact to prove
corruption. If theiy view Is correct they
have not half done their duty, If the
doctor sent his private patlents tothe
city pharmacy for medicine, in order for
him to profit corruptly by it, he must
have kad some sort of a corrupt under-
standing with hjs patlents, or with
White & White, the clty druggists.
Either his patients must have been in-
duced to hire him and pay for bis ser-
vices with the understanding that the
city should pay for thair medicine, or
White & White must haye agreed to pay
him & commission upon the drugs he
could enable them to charge to the eity.
The committee s silent ou this point,
but if their report implies corruption on
the part of the doctor, it also casts sus-
picion npon White & White and many
of the doctor’s patients, and justice de-
mands a more expliclt statement.

Another charge fs that thé doctor
furnfshed large quantities of liquor and
morphing to certain persons. The doc-
tor explains by saylng that the patients
wera chronfcs, and that if the supply of
drogs was cut off they would die. The
consure of the committee implies either{os
that he should have let theim die, or that
he sold the liguor to them and had it
charged to the clty, oF that he used them

Epiton=MorxING Pirss—Organiza-
Lion scoms 1o be the modern passport to
sticeoss. The spirit of the Limes seems

to broatlia It ou the airpand it cchoes '

from the hillside aud re-echoes throngh
the valloy til it permeates the very air
we breathe, Our whole modern soclal
systom is based on organization. while
the Introduction of machinery has ren-
dered organization nécessary in our in-
dustrial system. 1t Is of this latter fea-
ture of our modern efvilization that I
wish to speak.
‘The ability of a machine to produce
but  single part or & fow parts of an
article of comwerce makes it necessary '
to have a great many machines and a
great many men to make the wholo ar-
ticle by machinery. A great many men
and machines calls for a great deal of
capital and organization to make the en-
terprise a success, The success of an
enterprise depend upou the profit, and
thie profit depends upon tho demand for
the produce and the competition of the
market. ‘The demand depends on the
price (and utility) of the article and the
prosperity of ihe consumers, but the
competition iu the market depends upon
the abllity of the manufacturers to or-
ganlze for their mutuul benefit. The
promium paid for organization is in-
creased profits. This inerease is ac-
quired In two ways: * First, by not com-
peting for the sale of goods in the mar-
ket below a certain figure and, secondly,
by not competing for the purchase of
labor above a certain figure. Hence
the more perfect Is the organization the
greater will be the fucome and the
cmaller in proportion will be the expen-
diture,
ESince the  fower there are engaged in
ou enterprise the more easily they are
orzanized it has been found oxpedient
to formulate tariff laws which would
shut out the greater part of mankind
aud s0 enable the remafning few to
form such perfectorganizations as would
regulate the amount and cost price of
almost the entire production and where
Iabiar compates In their market to also
regulate the cost of the production.
“TLis has been continued till 85,000 per-
so0ns In this country own one-balf of the
entire wealth of the United States and
we have two million (organized) tramps.
‘0 remoye such portion of the tariff
barriers as {sover and above the amount
necessary to equalize tlie difference by
tween the cost of produc ion In Amer-
ica and Europe, (which would strike off
three-fourths of our present tariff) ft
‘would break up trusts and syndicates by
eliminating the fncreased profits caused
combination and to a large extent
furnish a permanent reliel from the ex-
istivg evlls.

not hire as mnch labor, for the produe-
ers are the consumers, and the demand
for production depends on the ability of
the producer to purchase and consume.
Hence oranization means notonly higher
wages, but also actually more labor to
perform. Thatls true so long as there
is & good round proflt in manufactures
after paying the increased wages, which
Is invarisbly the case.
