53, Foraker 38, Foster 1, McKinley 1.

Assoon as the caucus was organized
the Foraker and Sherman forces locked
horos on the question of a viva Yoce or
secret ballot. The Foraker men urged
a seeret ballot. The viva voce vote pre-
vailed after an hour's debate by a vote
of 47 to 35. Senator Nichols presented
the name of Senator Sherman and Rep-
resentative Grifiin that of ex-Gov. For-
aker. Representative Welsh nominated
Governor-elect McKinley.

“There Is no doubt that this contest
leaves fn its wake one of the bitterest
feuds ever known even fn tho turbulent
history of Ohio politles. Itis the first
tinie that Sherman has ever been sorl-
cusly opposed, and the warfare mado
upon him has been one of the flercost

possible for the most hot headed and
earnest partisans to wage. It will have
a flect upon the prosi-
dential campalgn. The administra-
tlon has seemingly lent its ald
to Sherman, and the result is

that the Foraker crowd is now shouting
loudly for Blalne. They will be aptto
carry the majority of the state legisia-
tlon with them for while Sherman was
strong enough to secure his own elec-

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6.—Great exclte-
ment was caused in the department of
state this morning by & report that Sec-
retary Blaine had been taken suddenly
11l while at work n his office.

The
water of the falls of the Mississipi {s
being used only for the generation of
electricity. Kingsland Smith some years
ago fuvented the roller process, which
then created a revolution in flour
making, He has been experimenting
with electricity, applied to a mill model,
for the past year and announces that ho
has solved the problem of manufactur-
ing flour with “harnessed lightulng.”
He suys: I have become thoroughly
convinced of its cheapness and Its entire
practicabllity lu running even the heay-
fest flour mlil machinery.  Moreover,
think that {6 will revolutfonize the wholo
question of motive power, and fn the
nest two years all great manufacturing
concerns will be run by electricity.”

MEXICO'S SAD PLIGHT

Famine Greatly Complicates tho Political
Sttustion—Government and Priests by tho

City oF MExico, Jan. 6.—The latest
news from the state of Durango Is sad.
Though the government {s trylng to con-
ceal the facts, and Is giving out contrary
accounts, it Is now well known that the
storles heretofore recelved were not ex-
sggerated and that many people there
are suffering from starvation, and itis
sald If the government contihues deaf to
the cry of the sufferers a ristog of the
peoplo may be expected.

To use the words of a man of influsnce
among common poople: I prefer to die
fighting rather than from hunger.”

In the stato of Chlapas there Is politi-
cal troubls. The new governor, Mr.
Rabasa, Is trying to get the people
against ex-Governor Carrosso, but the
Iatter, who knows the people well, has
created a most declded hostility on their
part against Rabasa, and the state Is
sald to ho ripe for rovolution, not against
President Disz, bnt against his ap-
pointee, Rabesa. 5

In Pueblo a revolution was only
avolded by the general government
backing down, after arresting the priests
in two of the monasterfes In Pueblo,
which Is the most Cathollc and religious
state In this republie.

It is stated that it was the Intention
of the government to arrest all the
priests, and If the people rose to stoot
them down, but Bishop Moraby very
prudently preached both himself and
through his subordinates ayolded what
seemed to be a trap set for him. A
prominent government official says the
affalr was a sad mistake and that the
government was not to blame, and that
the state authorities did not know how
to carry ont the orders given. This has
givenirise to the opinlon that the whole
thing was & plan to oust Governor
Marques, who Is & moderate ruler.

The Garza revolution i3 becoming &
more mportant matter than the govern-
ment is willing to concede. Is an
open secret here that Garza fs recelving
money from persons in both Mexico and
the United States, and that contraband-
ists of all classes on the border line of
both contrles are contributiog to carry

on the work. Speculators in Mexican
bonds are also sald to be lending a hand.

‘There is little doubt but that the gov-:
ornment will finally triumph over the
insargents, but it is possible that the
present movement may be complicated
with an uprising by a hungry people in
some of the suffering states, in which
event, and in the hands of a competent
leader, the revolt would bave much
greater force and perhaps tax the power
of the government.

““We bought our farm four years ago
and paid fifty dollars per acre; have of-
fered to sell it for the same price, but
get uo buyers. There bas been 1o buy-
ing or selling of farms in the pasttwo
years except those sold at a sheriff's sale
or deeded back to the man who holds
the mortgage. Excessive rain, then
drought have caused crop failures. Many
farmers have not raised enough for their
stock. We have had nothing to sell to pay
taxes on land or school tax and interest
money. We have hired §150 cach year,
expecting the next year to pay it ail up,
but each year is worse than the one pre-
vious. My husband says he will not try
pay interest next spring.

“It will take nearly all our stock to
pay our notes.  Our farm is a good crop
farm, and a part of it was sold twenty-
four years ago for §100 per ncre, but there
is no profit in farming now. If farmers'
wives and daughters could not do shop
sewing they could not have suitable
clothing for any members of their fam-
ily. We live fourtesss miles from Syra-
cuse, but can get shop work even at this
distance. D: one hour’s drive west
from onr farm we passed eight all sold
under mortgage or deeded back to the
holder of the mortgage, and nearly all
of them were solil during the past spring.

What We Owe.

In 1868 the amount of our national
debt was $2.610,000,000, Wheat was
worth §1.59 per bushel; cotton, 19 cents
apound; pork, $57a barrel. We could
have paid the national debt then with
1,400,000,000 bushels of wheat, 100,000,
000 barrels of pork, or 000,000 bales
of cotton. Since 1808 we have paid in
dollars $1,580,000,000 of the publm debt,
and there is now left in dollars to pay
$1,130,000,000. But wheat, cotton and
pork have gone down in price. It would
take as many bushelsof wheat, as many

les of cotton, as many barrels of
pork, as many days' labor to pay the
balance now due of $1,130,000,000 as
would have sufficed in 1568 to pay the
debt of $2,610,000,000.

When the average congressman learns
that it is the duty of congress to protect
the people against the spoliations of
usnrers and selfish, soulless corporations
by armed invasions, they will have
earned a little more than they seem to
know at present. The people need pro-
tection frow internal more than_ outside
enemies at this juncture of our history.
