WASHINGTON, Jan. 7.—The severe at-
tack of lllness which Secretary of State
Blalno sustained while at his desk in
the office yesterday, bids fair to revive
all the gossip about his health Infiicted
upon the public ast summer.

‘The attaches of the office of the sec-
retary of state and the friends of Mr.
Blaine tried to prevent the trath from
getting out. In consequence a rumor
was started to the effect that Secretary
Blaine was dyiog, axd for an hour or
two the greatest excitement prevalled
throughout the capital.

The action of the friends of Mr.

Tewlik Pasha, or Mohammed. Tewilk,
of Egypt, was born Nov, 19, 1852, and
was the eldest son of the late khedive,
Ismafl. He succeeded to the vice royal-
ty of Egypt In June, 1879, succeeding
his father, who was forced to abdicate
by a decres of tho Ottoman emplre. Ho
was the sixth ruler of Egypt in _the d:
nasty of Mohammed Ali Pasha, who w:
appointed vatl or governor in 1808, and
who in 1841 got the sultan, with the five
great powers of Enrope, [0 settle the
hereditary principality iu his own
famlly.

Tewfik was married In 1878 to ths
Princess Emlrich, daughter of . th
late Bl Ham{ Pasha. His famlly con-
sists of two sons and two daughters. He
bohaved with noble devotedness durinz
the outbreak of the cholera fn 1883, and
in company with him went personally
among the sick and dying, doiog all In
his power to alleviate their sufferings.

as in Chinese orchestras of the present
duy, there wis mo conductor in the
modern sense. Every performer played
asywell as he could, and the man who
played upon the loudest instrument—the
kettle drum, for instance—marked the
time for the rest.

When music became more systematic
and refined, the chief commund of the
stra wis given to the member who
was regarded as the most accomplished
and <killfal. He assigned the other mem-
Dbers their parts, ed them at-re-
hearsals and supervised the final per-
formance,

To produce a good effect it was neces-
sary of conrse that the mnusicians
ghould play in time, and the chief of the
orchestra, who himself played one in-
struwent, was accustouied to murk the
beat by stamping on the floor with one
foot. For this reason the conductor of
an orchestra was at that period called
the pedarius.

Afterward it became customary for
him to give the time by clapping the
fingers of his right hand against the hol-
low of bis left. The beater of time after
this fashion was called the manudnctor.

Meantime experiments were made in
marking the time by striking together
shells and bones. The bones were soon
given up as instroments tc be used by

The wouud gangrened,
and Lully died from its effects in 1687,

The baton continued in use thronghe
ont the,Sevepteentl and BEighteenth
centuries, but thongh it gradnally de-

in size, there is no evidence that
conductors warked the time in any other
way than by pounding upon their music
stands or some other hard object.

‘All this pounding must have had an
unpleasant effuct upon the wmusic, and
critics and musicians began to ridicule
the practice. In conrse of fine, there-
fore, we find wmusical conductors no
longer thumping upon the floor or their
music stands, bat bestiug the time en-
tirely in the air. 1t seems to bave faken
players a very long time to learn that
they could get the time as easily by
means of ke eye as by means of thg ear.
—Yonth's Companion.

Statement of Causes which Led Up to the
Recent Caplas Sult—Several Matters in
Dispute—A Resort to the Conrts
Absolutely Necessary.

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THE OLD AND THE NEW.

The Great Changes Which Have Taken
Place in the Business of Farming.

Events during the last half century
bave worked a marvelous and an inter-
esting change in the condition of the
farmer both in Canada and the States.
The childhood of many now living was
passed amid rural circumstances widely
different from those which exist today,
amid surroundings which bear little re-
semblance to those of the present time.
In the early days of Canada the work
and lify of the farmer was more severe,
but it was tadoubtedly more independ-
ent, and in some respects happier.
Farmers then had no serious difficulties
about prices, no trouble as to land val-
ues and the ups and downs of the great
world market. Their work was what
might be styled domestic husbandry and
the raising of wheat, rye, barley, buck-
wheat, potatoes and all kinds of garden
vegetables largely for local consump-
tion. Much of what was produced went

to supply their own needs; the small sur-

plus was taken to a neighboring, or
more-often very distant, town for ex-
change, the farmer receiving instead of
money for his eggs, butter, cheese or
hams, groceries, dry goods and sundry
articles.

The products of the farm, garden and
orchard frequently paid the salary of the
minister, the fees of the doctor or the
subscription price of the paper; while
shoemakers, tailors, wheelwrights and
pumpmakers travelod through the coun-
try and plied their respective trades, and
were often paid in products grown on
the furnror articles made by the thrifty
members of the family. Carpets, shawls,
eads, table covers, cloth for gar-

ments aud many other articles of utility
were mado at home, whilo innumerable
other things whic

plements were few and very simple,
cusily made and e(ml) repaired. Money
(.oxmulnmlkl\ d t circulate in the
country as now, and was, in fact, only
required to a very limited degree. School
