Tw enty 
were laid to  rest today and th e  balance 
will bo held for the  arriva l of cufli 
which will reach  here tomorrow. The 
en tire  place Is In m ourning and all able 
bodied men tu rned  o u t on masse to  at* 
tend the  funerals of th e ir  com rades and 
friends.

Relief committees have been appoint, 
pointed and  today boxes of clothing, 
e tc., have been received for the  poverty 
s tricken  widows and  orphans. T he 
Press News correspondent w ont down 
In the  m ine today. T he sigh t even now 
Is horrible. H ere and the re  may 
seen a  hand, a n  arm  and largo chunks 
of hum an llesb, while hundreds of d in­
ner palls, h a t and coats wore see 
every hand, le ft by men In th e ir  fran tic  
efforts to  escape. T h e  a ir  was good and 
the  only danger now Is th a t the  roof 
and  side w alls being w ithout sup­
port, a re  caving In, th e  explosion 
having knocked alm ost all the  braces 
out. T h e  w est side of the  mine, where 
m ost of the  men were killed, presented 
a horrible scene. G reat pools of blood 
m eet th e  eye on  every hand , where men 
were blown against th e  braces. I t  Is 
evident th a t  the  shock was worse hero 
than  In any o the r place.

T he work of removing the  debris and 
repairing  th e  braces will be commenced 
tomorrow morning, b u t I t will be many 
days before th e  la s t vlstages of th e  hor­
rible catastrophe can  be removed.

0.—T here  Is no 
lin g e r  any serious doub t th a t  th e  Cana­
dian Pacific m eans to  desert M anitoba 
and O ntario  and  run  Its t ra in s  through  
N orth  D akota, M innesota and  Wiscon­
sin. T he Canadian Pacific ow ns a con­
trolling In terest In th e  ■■Soo" line, and 
th e  la tte r  will be utilized by th e  Cana­
dian company In b ringing traffic 
through th e  D otted States. T he Cana­
dian Pacific Is building a  lino In a  sou th ­
erly direction from Regina and  th is line 
will connect w ith th e  V alley City ex ten­
sion of th e  Soo. W hen th is connection 
Is made the re  w ill be a  continuous track  
from V ancouver on th e  Pacific coast, by 
th e  way of Regina, Valley City, Minne­
apolis and S a lt Ste. Marie to  H alifax on 
th e  A tlan tic  coast. T h e  Canadian Pa­
cific abandons the  line through  Ontario 
along the  no rthern  shore of L ake  Su­
perior chiefly because th e  Immense 
am ount of snow In th a t  region has f re ­
quently  caused a tie-up over the  entire  
tran scontinen ta l line.

10.—T he first wholly 
American arm or-piercing slx-lnch pro­
jectile  ever made In th is  country  has 
Just been received In th is  city from  the  
ordnance  proving ground on th e  Poto­
mac, w here It recen tly  passed through a 
high carbon steel arm or plate 1114 
Inches thick.

T h e  shell weighs 100 pounds, Is made 
on th e  W hcoler-Stlrllng system , and, 
notw ithstand ing  the  g rea t ordeal, shows 
bu t 0.23 inch en largem ent In d lam ettr 
and  Is shorter by only 0.33 Inch th a n  It 
was before firing. T h e  poin t Is as sharp  
and  “ biting" In Its appearance  as when

pa ren t, and  the re  is no t a  scra tch  to  m ar 
th e  smooth surface from poin t to  base.

THE H ESSIA N FAMINE

The Worst Is to Come and It May Become 
Chronic—Gloomy Prospects for the Spring 

-Society Demoralized—The State De­
pends on the Church and the Army.

Moscow, Ja n . 10.—In an Interview on 
the  famine with an em inent Russian 
official, one of the  most rem arkable men 
in the  Empire, he said a fte r  pledging 
the  correspondent to secrecy regarding 
his name:

“ The present fam ine is not a  bolt from 
the  blue, a  single phenomenon th a t has 
come suddenly and will as suddenly de­
part. I t  Is the  na tu ra l consequence of 
th irty  years’-bad m anagem ent, and will 
become chronic. If  It bad no t occurred 
th is year it  would have occurred some 
other year. I t Is an Inevitable resu lt of 
a  series of causes. T he peasan ts may 
be relieved; wo may buy corn for them 
and feed them, bu t how are  we to  give 
them back the ir horses and 
tic?  T hey have already killed half of 
them . T his is one consideration. 
T here  Is still another. These sixteen 
o r  seventeen provinces which a re  now 
suffering from w an t are  no t the  only 
ones which will be In qped of help next 
spring. Fifty , no t sixteen, provinces 
will bo In a  s ta te  of s tarvation  then. 
Those governm ents which have had 
good harvests are  no t th e  self-supporting 
ones. T hey have generally to  Import 
corn In the  w inter and early  spring for 
themselves. T his year th e ir  s ta te  Is 
much worse, seeing th a t  they have ex­
ported all the  corn they could spare  to 
the  fam ine stricken  distric ts. W hat 
the ir condition will bo In th e  spring you 
may Imagine.

“ T he s ta te  of the  peasantry Is ex­
trem ely unsatisfactory. T hey  are  a t 

a pathe tic  and  desperate. T hey  are 
prostrate  In^the face of the  te rrib le  ca­
lamity th a t has befallen them  But 
the ir a pathy  c annot last. Risings may 

cpocted. T he peasants believe It to 
o Czar's duty to  feed them. I have 

heard  them  ta lk  as follows—‘T he Czar 
m ust feed us, and If he does no t we 

ist choose ano ther.' W hat Is society 
do in  th e  faco o f such a  feeling? Uow 

are we to  p revent a  cataclysm ? The 
little  Influence and energy which our so­
ciety possesses t  he governm ent endeav- 

to take  from It.
T here  a re  only two forces which 
p the  sla te  together, the  church  and 
• arm y, and the  present reglm has 

made for Its-lf enemies In both—not 
mall. Insignificant enemies, bu t power­

ful and Influential ones. I will no t men­
tion names, for fear of draw ing  atien- 

to them , bu t I  th ink  It Is very im­
probable th a t th e  soldiers and their com­
rades, If called from th e  Polish frontiers, 
to shoot-down th e ir  starv ing  fathers and 
b rothers, would be likely to  obey their 

•s. B ut If the  Polish fron tier should 
be denuded of troops and th e  country  be 
generally disturbed, I cannot conceive 
th a t A ustria and Germany would look 
on qn letly  and  no t m ake an effort to 
render harm less for a  tim e the  power 

h they have learned to  regard a* 
the ir g reatest and most dangerous too.

Ve a re  living in terrible times. Our 
society is sunk In materialism  and cares 
for nothing b u t self enjoym ent, and 
the  peasan t has ceased to  bo the  thought- 
czar worshiper of the  past. Besides, 
there appears to  bo a  party  a t  the  head 
of the  affair which Is composed of n ih i­
lists In disguise. T hey  are  nihilists, only 
they have a ltered th e ir  methods and 
they are  leading the  country to  ruin and 
d isaster In th e  most loyal fashion In the  
world. I  regard th is fam ine as a  bless­
ing disguise; It may rouse us and  show 

th e  p itfalls tow ard which we are 
ilng.”
A correspondent making a  tou r of 

Rlazan w rites as follows: “ Absolute 
s tarvation  is rare , b u t a  m ajority  of the  

tn ts are  verging on th a t condition. 
T he local gentry find It difficult to  estl- 

the  real condition of th e  peasants, 
owing to  th e ir  complete w an t of touch 
w ith them . T he officials declare th a t 
the  peasants, knowing th a t  relief Is 
coming, conceal the ir stores and  fabrl- 

storles of distress. An a ssistan t of 
Count Tolstoi refers to cases of 'sham  
sta rvation .' N evertheless, widespread 

sery exists and relief Is urgently 
needed. T he distress Is rapidly becom- 

mrse. Some say: -We expect to  be 
pllaged and to  have our buildings burned 
down before splrng by people rendered 
desperate by fam ine.' Count Tolstoi 
has established a num ber of eating 
houses, where he has fed people a t  three 
hillings each per month, giving them 

cabbage soup, good bread  and  occasion­
ally eggs, but never meat. Ho limits 
blinsolf aud assistants to  the  sam e die t.”

BLAINE MEN BOUNCED

Philadelphia Revenue Officials Removed fn 
Reasons Satisfactory to the Department,

W ashington, Ja n . 10.—A sensation 
was caused In political circles today by 
the  report from Philadelphia th a t 
dozen Internal revenue officials have 
been removed because or the ir activity  
In opposition to  the  pronounced H arri­
son men as delegates to  th e  Republican 
convention, and equal activity In sup­
port of Blaine.

T reasury  officials do not adm it openly 
th a t this was th e  cause of th e  removal, 
bu t Secretary Foster said In reply to a 
question this m orning “ th a t th e  men 
were removed for reasons satisfactory 
to  the  departm ent.”

Aerotmtnt-

W ashlngton correspondent, Detroit 
Evening News, Dec. 9,—T he programme 
of those who hoped to  temporize on tht 
silver question u n til a fte r  the  preslden 
tla l contest, has been exposed here as t 
resu lt of R epresentative Springer': 
speech before the  Jackson  association In 
New York last night. Mr. Springer 
followed Mr. Cleveland's speech by de* 
clarlng:

“ I can s ta te  without fear of success­
ful contradiction th a t the re  Is no t the  
sligh test probability of a  free coinage 
bill becoming a  law during th is  congress, 
nor is It likely th a t any am endm ent U 
tho oxlstlug law  will be made. If  an , 
measure on th e  sub ject Is passed. It wii: 
be one which D em ocrats N orth, South, 
E as t and W est can  and will cordially 
support. I t Is possible th a t some such 
measure acceptable to  Dem ocrats gen­
erally may bo agreed upon and become 
a law during  this session of congress.

When the  silver men of congress saw 
th is bold s ta tem en t by Mr. Springer, 
they could no t understand  his assertion 
th a t the re  would be no silver legislation, 
and yet the re  m ight bo some legislation 
which would satisfy north, south, east 
and west.

Mr. W hiling of M ichigan, explained 
tho a p paren t contradiction and  thereby 
made plain th e  policy of delay which 
some D em ocrats hope to  carry  on until 
a fte r  election. Springer has already 
suggested his plan to  W hiting and lo 
several o the r silver men of th e  house 
I t  contem plates a  resolution directing 
President H arrison to  send a commis­
sion abroad to  Invite th e  countries of 
the  world to a ttend  a  monetary confer­
ence a t  Chicago In 1893, a t  which time 
some International agreem ent as to  the 
passage of silver and gold and Its ratio  
shall be considered and a general In ter­
national policy adopted.

T his resolution Mr. Springer regards 
as an adro it m eans of holding tho  entire 
silver question In abeyance until a fte r  
tho presidential election nex t November. 
W ith th is plan In view, Mr. Springer felt 
safe In suggesting la s t nigh t th a t no free 
coioage bill would be passed by tho pres­
e n t congress, and yet th a t a  certain  
measure acceptable to  the  N orth, South, 
E ast and W est would go through. The 
certain  m easure referred to  was the 
nua! dodge to  sldo track  the  silver ques­
tion until tho nations of e a r th  get 
gether In Chicago to  discuss It. If th is 
plan of dodging th e  question could be 
carried ou t, It would relieve Mr. Cleve­
land and the  Cleveland wing of a  most 
em barrassing fea tu re  they have to  con­
tend against.

I t  is by no means certain , however, 
th a t tho sliver men of congress will In­
dorse Springer’s scheme In fac t Mr. 
W hiling, who Is In touch w ith other 
silver leaders, has a lready notified Mr. 
Springer th a t the  plan will be very ac­
ceptable to  President H arrison, b u t th a t 
It was very undemocratic and would not 
be acceptable to  silver DemociaV>. 
Moreover, th e  silver men Join Issue with 
Springer’s  assertion th a t  the re  will be 
no free coinage bill passed by th is  con­
gress. T hey  say th a t th e  eirtful dodge 
of th e  delay will no t be accepted even 
for th e . purpose of relieving Mr. Cleve­
land from his perplexity, nor th e  Demo 
cra tic  pa rty  from Its duties*to tho  silver 
question. U nder these circumstances, 
the  Springer programme hinted a t  last 
nigh t and now given In detail here, will 
fall of accomplishment.

from the  effects of a  wound he had re­

lived in  a  border fray. He w as a  man 
'  g rea t m echanical ingenuity, and 
hittled it  on t of w hite  pine a s  a  model 

for a  hunting  knife, which he sent to  
tw o brothers named Blackman, in  the  
ity  of N atchez, and told them to  spare 
o  expense in  making it. It w as made 

from a  large sawm ill file and afterw ard 
perfected by  an A rkansas blaohsmitb.

Davis, w ho w as a  young man a t  the 
tim e, was present the  first tim e the 
knife, as perfected, was used in  a  duel, 

as he describe'! the scene, the  par- 
-ut the  underbrush down and  fought 

lo  the  death. Tho peculiar pa rt of tho 
knife was th a t the  end was |ioisoned, an 
operation th a t cost Colonel Bowie ten 
dollars.—Cincinuati Enquirer.

LANDS ALLOTTED.

The Lost of the lit . Pleasant Reservation 
Parceled Ont.

M t. P l e a s a n t ,  J a n . 10.—T he special 
agent, J a s . A. H ooper, of the  Indian 
bureau, yesterday gave o n t the  patents 
to  0,000 acres of reservation lands to  tho 
Ind ians who have assembled from vari­
ous pa rts  af th« s ta te . T his closes out 
the  rem ainder of the  Indian lands here 
and as soon as tho dusky denizen can 
dispose of bis allotm ent I t will bo the  
la s t of th e  reservation. One-half of the  
Ind ians in  tho deal a re  denom inated 
com petent and can sell If they have not 
so already. T he other half are  no t so 
com petent and can  only sell by consent. 
T his throw s upon th e  m arke t a large 
am ount of land valuable fo r both timber 
and ag ricu ltu re  and  people he re  are  re­
joicing in  consequence.

Columbian Exposition.

Cuicaoo, Ja n . 9.—T he departm ent of 
publicity and promotion of the  W orld’s 
fair has issued a  s ta tem en t showing the 
scope of tho  work in hand. I t  reveals 
the  following facts: T blrty -n lno  na 
tlons and twontv-four colonics have of­
ficially proposed appropriations for tbolr 
exhibits, am ounting In th e  aggregate  U 
{4,004,385, and tho Indications are  th a t 
a t  a low estim ate, th is will bo Increased 
to  83,000,000. T he s ta te s  and lerrlto- 
rles o f the  United S ta te s  bavo appropri­
a ted 82,895,000, which will be largely In­
creased. In  nine s ta te s  where, fo r con- 
stltutidoal reasons, no  appropriations 
have been made, organizations of c iti­
zens a re  raising 81,030,000. The aggre­
gate  of the  sta tes Is expected to  reach
83.000.000. Tho U nited S ta te s  govern­
m ent h as appropriated 81,500,000. The 
Exposition company has raised 85,731,- 
230. Chicago has given a 85,000,000 loan 
and the  governm ent will be asked lo 
Increase Its appropriation an equal 
amount.

T he cost to  th e  exposition company of 
constructing and holding th e  exposition 
Is estimated a t  818.000,000, of which
88.000.000 Is to  be pu t into* the  general 
departm ent buildings alone, exclusive of 
th e  national and s ta te  buildings o f all 
sorts. To m eet th is I t Is figured th a t tho 
company has 823,750,000 of prospective 
resources, Including tho addition to  the 
sums a lready given, and exclnalv 
the  proposed sum from the  government,
8 10.000.000 from gate  receipts
83.000.000 from th e  sale of privileges and 
from salvage.

The company has paid ou t to  date 
82,789,707, and tho c u rren t expenditures 
are  about 81,000,000 per month.

The aggregate am ount to  be spen 
the  fa ir  by the  exposition company, tho 
various s ta te s  and foreign nations and 
the federal governm ent Is approxim ately
830.000.000.

0  THKY DODGE THE ISSUE.
T he m atter of changing the  manner 

of electing members of the  “ American 
House of Lords" promises to  become 
one of the  most Im portant Issues in  the 
cam paign of 1693. All parties except 
th e  Republicans, generally, favor a 
constitutional am endm ent providing for 
the  election of U nited S tates senators 
by popular vote, though some of the 
Democratic editors, who a re  wedded to 
aristocratic monopoHes, sneer a t  the 
Idea and tr e a t I t with about the  same 
degree of fairness th a t Is accorded to 
the  Michigan plan for the  selection of 
presidential electors by the  Republican 
organs. T here  are  Bourbons In both 
the  old parties who are  alw ays ready to 
oppose a n y  change In the  existing order 
of things or any move th a t means prog­
ress, w ithout an a ttem pt to  produce a r­
gum ent o r  give reasons for‘the ir action.

The “ Michigan idea" fo r choosing 
presidential electors by congressional 
districts and the proposition to  elect sen­
ators by popular ’ vote are  both de­
nounced by Republican organs, but 
readers will search fa r  and wide without 
discovering any sound reason for such 
opposition. The favorite method of 
making w ar against the  measures Is to 
a ttac k  the  men who favor them, without 
any regard for the  merits of proposed 
reforms Hero Is a  fair sample .of Re­
publican argum ent against the proposed 
constitutional am endm ent from the  Chi­
cago Evening Journal:

I t  Is announced th a t Senator John  M.

A combination of the  Republi­
cans with all three of the  “ Alliance" 
men would have elected a senator,’ but 
I t could no t bo formed. T he more fa­
cile and easy-going Democrats effected 
such a combine with two of the  “ Alli­
ance" men and elected Mr. Palmer 
Can he or anybody else tell how a coall 
tlon of Republicans and “ A lliance men 
would have been a  “ miscarriage," while 
a  coalition of Democrats and “ A lliance/ 
men was no t a  "m iscarriage of popular 
sentiment?"

On the  educational question, which 
caused the  loss' to the  Republicans of 
the  entire  German vote, and on the  false 
Issue of higher prices under the  McKin­
ley tariff, the  Democrats carried Illinois 
In 1890 on s ta te  treasurer by a  plurality 
of less th a n  10,000.

T he medical profession has made won­
derful progress In recen t years. Even 
the  grip has been traced  to  a  peculiar 
sort of bacillus .and the  conditions under 
w hich It flourishes a re  already fairly 
well understood. Would I t no t bo well 
to Institu te  the  sam e sort of an Inquiry 
in to  the  spread of snch crimes as the 
one under discussion? Society m ust 
p rotect Itself, and If by dissecting the 
brains of a  few crim inals of th is sort the 
surgeons could determ ine th e  sort of 
bacillus4which spreads the  crime, the 
conditions under which It flourishes, and 
the  best moans of protection against It, 
the  benefit to  hum anity would entirely 
Justify the  death  of men who could be.

I f  a  man doesn 't work all tho tlmo he 
Is called lazy, a  shiftless, w orthless kind 
of a  cuss; bu t If wo should a ll work 
s teady for a  year we would creato  such 
an overproduction th a t It would take  us 
several years to  g e t over It. T he  resu lt 
would bo th a t—furn itu re  w orkers would 
have to  fix up th e ir  old chairs and  bed­
steads. Clothing m akers would have to 
p a tch  th e ir  old clothes or go ragged. 
Coal minors would nearly  freeze for 
w an t of coal and all would go 'to  bed 
hungry w hile the  w estern farm er burned 
corn to  keep his half-clad children 
w arm ; and Just as some terrific blizzard 
w as howling through tho land, some of 
them  would die for w an t of breath.

W ho will explain It? Overproduction; 
m arkets full; people hungry; stores full; 
folks half-clothed; w arehouses full;

o u t of work;

In  regula ting  supply and demand, 
w hich should bo curtailed—supply o r de­
mand? If  you shorten tho supply there 
will bo w an t and suffering; and  If you 
Increase tho supply you will havo over­
production and lack of employment. If 
you lessen tho  dem and I t Is equivalent 
to  Increasing tho  supply; and If you In­
crease tho dem and you only add to  w hat 
a lready exists and Is unsuppllod.

Now, we'll allow th a t  m an Isa  product 
and  ran k s  w ith tho potatoes, pum pkins, 
barrels and  b u tte r  bowls, and the re  Is 
a n  overproduction of him; how a re  you 
going to  lim it tho. production or dispose 
of th e  surplus?

D arw in and his disciples ta lk  about 
tho  "surv ival of tho fittest;"  ono of 
them , Charles O rchardson, tho artist, 
told mo th a t  he believed th a t only tho 
higher order of m ankind would survive. 
Now w hat a re  they going to  do with tho 
re s t of them ? Wo will divide m ankind 
Into tw o classes, tho  "fittes t'' and  the 
surplus product. Of tho "fittes t"  there 
appears to  bo Just enough, they are 
supplied w ith everything; w ith thorn 
supply and dem and Just balances. B ut 
w ith the  surplus product—tho human 
pum pkins, squashes, clolhcs-plns and 
sawlogs—something la "o u t of whack*"

Now righ t hero Is tho  question. If 
th a t  class of hum anity a re  mon and 
havo any righ ts they  constitute a  legiti­
m ate dem and th a t  has nover been sup­
plied ; consequently the re  never has been 
such a condition as "overproduction.”

T hey  dem and tho  necessaries of life. 
T hey  dem and the  comforts of life. They 
dem and the  luxuries of life; and they 
dem and employment th a t  they may ho 
able to  work and  pay for all th a t  their 
advanced ta ste s  and  higher education 
calls for; and  the ir  dem and will Increase 
as th e ir  w ants a re  suppl'ed and they are  
w illing to  w ork and pay for w hat they

w on tho o the r hand, If these men 
product, and the re  Is more of them 

th a u  tho " fi tte s t"  require fo r pleasure 
and  profit, th en  the re  Is an ovoruroduc- 
tlon and the  "fittes t"  should tako  steps 
to  cu rta il the  supply If they havcu 'l 
already  done so.

The A m erican ba rk  Hesper has ar-
ved from  Kobe, a fte r  an excellent pas­

sage of twenty-seven days, w ith  a  full 
cargo  ol tea  and  a  graphic  account of an 
experience w ith a  subm arine volcano, 
ho t sea  w att r  a nd  sulphurous gases.

Captain Sodergren sta tes th a t about 
6:15 a. m . on Oct. 28, w hile laying at 
anchor in  Kobe, the  ba rk  received a  sud­
den shock th a t caused tho 'm aste to  stra in  
and c reak. Some of the  standing  rig ­
g ing snapped like a  piece of tw ine and 
a ll hands were throw n from  the ir  feet. 
The vessel pitched heavily and  caused 
one of tho crosstrees to  break  from  its  
fastenings and  fall on deck. The w aters 
became still a n  hou r la ter and  tho bark 
p u t to  sea.

E arly  on the  m orning of Oct. 80, w hen 
about seventy-five miles off tho  Japan  
qoast, the  ba rk  w as alm ost th row n on 
her beam  ends by  th e  sudden eruption 
of a  subm arine volcano. Tho w ater be­
cam e so ho t th a t w hen a  sea w as shipped 
on deck the  crew  took to  the  rigging. 
The h e a t became sq intense th a t the 
pitch  in  tho deck w as m elted and the  
seams opened.

"G re a t blasts of ho t a ir  w ith a  strong 
sulphurous sm ell," said th e  captain yes­
terday , "w ould  come up  from  the  break­
ing  surface of the  ocean a n d  a lm ost suf­
focate us for the  moment. T hen  the 
m em brane of tho  nostrils became irr i­
ta ted , causing us a ll to  have a  fit of 
eneeziiig. T his phenomenon lasted  for 
several hours. I havo had  all 1 w an t cf 
th e  Japan  side for some tim e to  come." 
—S an Francisco Chronicle.

W e havo ju s t learned of a  curious ac­
c iden t w hich befell the  team  of Otto 
Barber, of near Dixonvillo, recontly. 
Some tim e ago Mr. B arber in  prospect­
ing for coal dug  a  hole in  one o f  his 
fields nbont sixteen foot deep, and suc­
ceeding in  finding the  coal ho filled the 
hole up  again, and going down tho hill 
to  tho  proper place s tarted  a  d rif t, the 
mine passing d irec tly  under the  place 
w here he hud boon prospecting. A  few 
weeks ago ho w as harrow ing  in  tho field 
and  h is team  passed over tho site, when 
the  loose earth  gave w ay suddenly, car­
rying  both horses down, tho tim bers be­
ing tho  only th ing  to  prevent them  from  
going clean in to  th e  coal mine.

M r. Barber's lir-t thought was t h a t his 
team  w as lost, and  th a t tho best th ing  lo 
do was to  c u t th e  anim als' th roats and 
bury them  where they were. B u t upon 
fu rther though t ho w ent to  a  neighbor’s, 
and securing help took the  tim bers of 
(lie mine ou t and le t tho horses clean 
dow n in to  tho banks. Then, ty ing  their 
feet together to  prevent ihcin from  s tra g ­
g ling, lio drugged each anim al o u to f  tho 
m ine by  tho means of a  long cable and 
team  a t th e  entrance,

I t  w as about fifty feet from  tho mouth 
of the  bank to  whero tho horses fell in, 
and beyond a  few bruises tbe  animals 
w ere not much in jured , and  were able 
to  go  to  work again a fte r  a  d ay 's rest.— 
M arion Centre Independent.

Wia., a  resolution whs 
unanim ously adopted favoring th e  or­
ganization of a  business departm ent, at 
tho head of w hich w ill bo placed an 
agent who w ill represent all the mem­
bers of tho A lliance in  Wisconsin.

For instance, as I t Is 
now, the  individual farm er buys his 
reaper from some local ngont, who 
puts on about 100 per cent, profit. Tbe 
s tate A lliance purchasing agont will 
receive tho orders of the  farm ers for 
reapers and receive tho cosh w ith tbe 
orders. The agont will buy the  renpere 
d irec t from tho  m anufacturers and  save 
to  tho farm ers the  m iddlem an's profit 
Tho transaction w ill be on a  s tric tly  
cosh basis.

T his is only one illustration. Tho co­
operative stores a s  th ings are  now are  
buj-ing the ir supplies hero and there 
w herever thoy can, usually from mid­
dlemen, who of course m ust have a 
p ro lit.' The A lliance agen t w ill do all 
tho purchasing of this kind directly  
from  large w holesalers, and tho ad­
vantages thus gained w ill operate for 
tho benefit o f  tho farm er. Tho A lliance 
agent w ill also handle the  wheat and 
send it  d irec t to  Europe. The farmers 
w ill sell their w heat through  the  agent, 
and ho w ill control the  supply and put 
it  d irec tly  in to  the  best m arkets, to  tho 
profit and advantage  of the  farmer. 
"W o don't intend to  lot P illsbury  or 
W ashburn have a  bushel o f our wheat 
unless they a re  w illing to  pay for it  as 
good a  price a s  we shall bo ab le  to  get 
undor our proposed business system. 
E ventually there  m ay bo a  national busi­
ness agency, w hich will co-operate with 
tho sta te  agencies."

Tho scheme for W isconsin is to  be 
perfected a t  th e  s ta te  convention of the  
A lliance in  March.

j But it  is often said tha t farm ers are 
na tura lly  a  complaining people. I t is 
cither so d ry  tha t nothing will grow  or 
it  rains so much th a t tho weeds and 
gross will destroy tho crops. I t is too 
hot o r it  is too cold. Tho last member 
of tho legislature is doing no good, a l­
though he w as elected us a farm er and 
promised to  legislate in the  farm er's in- 
terest. T hat tho farm ers are  alw ays 
kicking nt something or somebody.

| W ell, my friends, 1 say tho farm ers and 
laborers of th is  country ought to  kick, 

j T hey have good reasous for kicking. I 
I have never made a  political speech in 
my life tha t 1 did not urge them  to 
kick. The trouble has boon th a t thoy 
have not kicked enough, or rather, per- 
hapa, thul they have not kicked with 
judgm ent and  discretion.

Did it over occur to  yon, my friends, 
th a t a great many farm ers have bcon 
kicking the  w rong men? You have been 
kicking the  fellow th a t is in  trouble 
w ith  you. You have been shoved iuto 
the d itch  and robbed by the  protected 
m anufacturers , the  t ru s ts  and the  W all 
street gold bugs, and your neighbors— 
tho m erchant, the  doctor anil the  law ­
yer—w hq live hi the  sam e com m unity 
with you and  w ho m ust depend on your 
prosperity for their m eat and bread, 
have been pushed into the  same ditch 
and robbed with you. Aud too many 
of you begin \o  kick those fellows be­
cause they are  not farmers. 1 some­
tim es think  it  is because it  is easier and 
more convenient to  Irick the  follows w*ho 
are  in the  ditch  with you than to  got 
out and kick tho men w ho did the push­
ing

Don't w aste your tim e kicking the  peo­
ple who are  in the  sam e condition you 
are  and whose interests are  the  same, 
but join hands with all men who make 
up our a g ricu ltu ral com m unities and 
suffer from un ju st legislative discrim- 
Lnutlous. and w ith ono united effort 
drive from  pow er the  agen ts and advo­
cates of the  tr ibu te  gatherers, tru s t mo­
nopolists and  money barons.

T his is an age of combination. Tbe 
railways, tho insurance interests, the  
bankers and  a ll tho  trades of tho United 
States are  now w orking in combination 
for tho  respective good o f tho classes to  
which they  belong. A gricu ltu ra l condi­
tions havo changed and the  farm er finds 
th a t his class m ust combine in  order to 
secure its  righ ts. You m ay bo surprised 
a t  the  size of the  A lliance. Wo have 
about 8,000.000 members and  1 judge  we 
havo a t least 2,000,000 voters. 1 had a 
ta lk  w ith tho head of th e  Colored A lli­
ance of the  United States th e  o the r day. 
He is a  w hite  man, bu t he tolls me there 
are  1.800,000 members of th e  Colored A l­
liance. These men a re  in  th e  sou th  and 
they  w ill vote w ith us. I have traveled 
over a  large |m rt of th e  south w ithin the  
past few w eeks and  I can  te ll you th a t 
the  A lliance is growing very largely 
there.—Je rry  Simpson in  an Interview.

Kry to  tho Situation.
W hen farm ers are  prosperous a ll are  

prosperous. W hon tho farm ers come 
em pty handed from  th e  field a ll indus­
tries a re  depressed and  capital m akes no 
re tu rn  on invessment and hard tim es lie 
around the  homo of labor. An industry 
so im portan t to  all should be protected 
and  promoted. W e cannot expect busi­
ness and professional men to  devote 
m uch tim e o r  labor to  th is  w ork. I t  is 
and m ust bo th e  especial work o f the 
farmer. We m ust organize. We shall 
be able to  accomplish everything th a t is 
desirable and ju st, and we ask for noth­
ing else. We seek no t to  interfere  w ith 
legitim ate business, bu t to  correc t some 
acknowledged ffbuses. W e a re  a  con­
servative body and advocate no doubtful 
policy. We favor political reform s, but 
a re  not ru led  by any pa rty .—J .  H . Brig­
ham.

I t  ie a very significant fact th a t tbe 
best places to  find expensive, good mules 
a re  those celebrated for tho production 
of good horses. In  a ll probability, mule 
breeding pays better than  horse breed­
ing; th e  young m ule requires less trouble 
to  raise and brings a  higher price. The 
m ule is u beast of bunion and nothing 
more. T hey are  sure footed and havo 
strong lim bs and hard hoofs, which do 
not, like those of a  horse, d ry  up under 
th e  iniluence of heat, and  a  quick, solid 
stop. Mules step longer than  the  horse, 
and have a  rem arkable ]tower of going 
up and down steep places and  o f  cleverly 
tu rn ing  sha rp  corners, sure on the  w orst 
of roads, quiet, easy to  please os regards 
food, to le ran t of neat and th irst, requ ir­
ing  drink less often  and in  less am ount 
than the horse, more intelligent than 
usually g iven credit for and susceptible 
of attachm ent and am enable to  good 
trea tm ent. Ho is a model anim al of 
transport. He can be ridden, d riven or 
used for pack purposes, gives bu t little  
trouble over shoeing and may be le tt un­
shod. behind especially, for a  long timo 
without detrim ent.

The m ale is ra the r choice in his selec­
tion of w ater, a nd . moist, cold weather 
is uusnited to  him. Though be exhibits 
a  notable freedom from disease, he suf­
fers severely from specific affections. 
He inherits the  sobriety, patience, en­
durance and surefootedness o f the  jack, 
and the  vigor, streng th  aud courage of 
the horse. Making allowance for size, 
he curries one-third more w eight than 
the hoi se. hence is essentially a  pack an i­
mal. -N eb raska  Farmer.

The objectors to  the  hackney type of 
horse claim  th a t length of hotly on short 
legs is not a  m ark  o f beauty. To them 
all the beauty o f  shape and  action, bone 
and quality , coat and color count as 
nothing. The supporters of the hack­
ney call 111" A m erican horse s lab  sided 
and narrow  chested. But the re  is no 
need to  canvass the  m erits of either type. 
The buyer in tho  m arke t m ust invest in  
tho type of horse ho th inks will give 
him tho best service.

Real estate, as all are  perhaps aware, 

is paying nearly nine-tenths of the  sta te  
tax, and yet nothing has been done to  
righ t tho w rong th a t now oxista. Ac­
cording to  the  report of tho sta te  comp­
tro ller the  am ount of personal property 
taxed in  the  s ta te  is g radually  decreas­
ing, w hile he m ade the  fu rth e r  statem ent 
tha t there was >2.500,000,000 of personal 
property which escaped taxation.

if  th is vast am ount of personalty were 
taxed, wonld it  not decrease the  am ount 
o f  tax  paid by tho real e state  owners? 1 
answer, yes! And yet the  question is 
asked m any times, " la  it  tru e  th a t the 
fanners are  paying an unduo proportion 
o f  tho tax?"

The sta te  com ptroller also m akes the  
fu rther sta tem ent in  his report th a t the 
assessed valuation of the  property of the 
people in  th is  sta te  for the  purposes of 
taxation  for 181)0 was: Personal, $385,- 
829.131: real, $3,298,823,981. This, add­
ing the  personal th a t escapes taxik- 
Hon to  the  am ount of personal th a t is 
taxed, makes a  grand  to ta l o f $2,835,829,- 
131 Therefore is i t  not plain th a t if all 
tho personal p roperty were taxed it  would 
greatly  reduce th e  tux paid on real es­
tate? Tho report of the sta te  assessc-s 
also corroborates the  fac t tha t the 
amount o f personal property w ithin the 
sta te  equals or exceeds th a t of the  real.

We m ust not lose sigh t of tho  fac t tha t 
double taxation is also in opposition to  
our views, and tha t we are  in  favor of 
debt exemption, w hich would tend to  „1 
leviate the  grievances th a t now prevail. 
—A New York Farmer.

A c ircu lar which is credited to  the  
Minnesota A lliance has recently  been 
issued. It Is sim ilar in sta tem ent and 
advice to the  form er proclamations, 
which declared th a t the  farm ers would 
m ake money in  the  end 'by holding their 
wheat. T his la test c ircu lar gives figures 
concerning the  dem and and  supply of 
wheat th roughout the  whole world, 
which a re  of particu lar interest to  all 
grow ers of th a t necessary cereal.

It gives tho exporting capacity o f the  
U nited s ta t  -sa t 140,000,090 bushels more 
than last year, which falls 40,000,000 
short of supplying the  w orld’s  deficit 
T his 1-10,000.000 bushels, 4t says., would 
supply Europe w ith bread for 19J£ days. 
The le tte r  does no t advise the farm er 
to create an unnecessary scarcity  o r  to  
repudiate his debts, bnt to  sell only 
what he is obliged to  whon the  receipts 
are  largo and increasing, and  w hen they 
are  on the decline to  sell only a certain  
portion each month. In conclusion the 
letter predicts thul wheat w ill sell on 
Minnesoiu and  Dakota farm s a t $1.50 
per bushel before tho w inter closes:

The Now York S ta te  Farm ers' league, 
which met in  U tica ktst month, charged 
its legisla.ive com m ittee with the 
preparation and  presentation of bills 
a t the  coming session of the  state 
legislature a s  follows: To establish 
the legal rate  of interest a t 5 per 
cent.: to  equalize taxation by tax ing  real 
and personal property alike: to  direct 
tha t g-.Mids and articles m anufactured by 
convicts in sta te  prisons be sold abroad 
and not a t homo, and  th a t th e  proceeds 
of such sales lie divided equally between 
the prisoners and tho sta te ; to  prevent 
the adulteration of food and d rinks; to  
amend the  highway law's so th a t tho 
bnildiug of public roods shall not be 
under stale, but under county manage­
ment. to amend the  act creating  the 
sta te  tsiard of railroad commissioners 
by increasing the  num ber of commis- 
liouura to  five and g iving representation 
to  fanners aud mechanics.
