BOLIVIAN INDIAMS IN REVOLT.

The Government Entirely Unable to Cope
With Thelr Advancing Forces.
PANAMA, Jan. 13.—A tremendous re-
volt has broken out among the Indlans
of Bolivia. There has been threats of
an outbreak for somo time, but the
authoritles were able to confine the dfs-
satisfaction to a small.area,
Late news {rom the conntry, however,
shows that the country has been unablo
to cope with the warlike*Indians aloog
the frontier. In towns along the fron-
tler whick are remote from the capital
and difiicult to reach tho revolting In-
dians have successfully 1esisted all ef-
forts to suppress them. They have
sacked several villages, killed many
male inbabitants and carried away the
women. News of an attempt to blow up
with dynamite Senor Barba, perfect of
San Jose; has reached here from Costa
Rica. Abomb was. exploded at mid-
night at the door of the perfect’s resi-
denco. Several persons wero injured,
but Senor Barba escaped ywith his life.

FOUR HUNDRED LOST

LOSS OF A TRADING VESSEL IN OHI-
NESE WATERS.

An Accident to the Steamers Shaft Allows
the Water to Ran in and Sink Her—The
Officers and Crew Were Enropean—
Mnny Passengerd on Board.

Loxpox, Jan. 13.—A dispateh from
Hong Kong says that the steamer Nam-
chow has foundered off Cuphi Polnt, and
that 414 people, Including the European
crew of the steamer, have been drowned.

“The steamer Melfoo roports that the
shaft of the Namchow broke, supposed-
ly at the point where It emerges from
the bull. This allowed the water to
rush Into the shaft alley and make fts
W85 10 the engine room and thence fnto
the fire room. The steamer's fire was
soon extinguished and she settled rapid-
ly. The water coutinued to pour fn
unchecked, and In a short time the ves-
sel foundered. The Namchow was ém-
ployed in trading locally fn the Chiga
seas, and she had onboard a very large
number of Chinese passengers, She sank
so rapldly that it was Impossible to
launch her boats, even had sho had
enough to carry all hands on board.

Surface Traflic In Big Citles.

Trustworthy figures, recently com-
piled, show e mileage of strect car
trackin the United States and Canada
to be nearly 9.000. Horse railways oc-
cupy 5,902, electrio railways 1,753, dnm-
my lines 536 and cable lines 441, The
number of electrio roads now in opera-
tion is 261 against 44 cableroads. Some
idea 6f the enormous proportions to
which ths etreet railroad traffio has at-
tained can be guined from the fuct that
in one city, St. Lonis, the whole popula-
tion is carried 110 times a year by the
street cars, and in the state of New York
tho statistics of the surface railways for
the year ending September, 1889, show
that the whole population of the state
was carried nearly sixty times.

by swallowing some form of polson,
probably there are few who have sought
to kill themselves by means of amrmonia,
Nevertheless ammonia, althongh it ix
the sctive agent in most of the salts
£old o women for thelr gilt decorated
and perfumed scent bottles, is poisonous
when taken internslly in a concentrated
form, To attest this there have been
recently in New York several cases, the
most recent being that of Herman Haro-
witz, of which Deputy Coroner Jenkins
that denth took place in a compara-
tively short time after the ammonin was
taken. In another case, that of a child,
Dr, Jenking eaid death resulted in five
uunn'enn!rr-r swallowing the ammonia
solutio

Thnru are on record also cases of slow
poisoning from ammonia administered
withintent to commit murder. Furilier-
more, the appearance of workimen in
guano factories, where ammonin s sot
ding guano, has been noted,
case there ix an unmistaka-
ble system of poisoning. This is discol-
oration of the skin of the face, which
assumes a blotched, dirty appearance,
First to take on this appesrance is the
skin of the nose and forchend. Antop-
sies of those who die from ammonia poi-
soning reveal a dark hue on the mucons
menbrane lining the stomach and intes-

As an agent for causing death by slow.
poisoning ummonia s one of the most
certain and most difficult of detection,
owing toits volatilonature. This quality
has led physicians to believe that some
of the mysterions deaths that haye taken
place in the history of modern and
medimval crime aré due to ammonia.
Tt s Jeiowa RO~ (hat months, have
elapsed between the first symptoms of
sickness and the death of u person from
ammonia poisoning. On the other hand,
death lias resulted in four minutes from
the time a large dranght of ammonia
has been swallowed. It has been found
in éases of gradual absorption of am-
monia in the human system that thers
is a general elimination of healthy oxi-
dation of the blood and a consequent:
lowering of the bodily strength, In the
cases of immediate poisching death
comes with frightful agony, as in the
case of Hurowitz. Blood gushed from
Lis nose and mouth.

Statistics in England put ammonia
thirteenth in frequency in the list of
poisons, Alexauder Winter Blyth, med-
ical officer of health in the St. Maryle-
bone district, London. cites thirty cases
of poisoning by ammonia swallowed for
the purposs of committing suicide, or ad-
ministered with the purpose of commit-
ting murder, or absorbed nnconsuously
in food. OF the suicidal cases six
fatal. Of trventy accilental cases twelve
were fatal.

The droppings were collected in
Murch aud April by Arabs, then dried
and burned and the soot collected. This
was sold fo merchants, and ammonia was
collected from the soot by a chemical
process. It is now almost entirely made
from crude gas lignor in illuminating
gas manufactories.  Only half as much
amnionia is made in summer as in win-
ter.
