Loxpox, Jan. 14.—Prince Albert Vie-
tor, duke of Clarence and Avondale,
cld2ss son of the prince of Wales and *
helr presumptive to the throne of Great
Britaln, dled at 9:15 this morning. A
decided chapge for the worse occurred
shortly after 8 o'clock and the prince
gradually sank until the end. Death
came quietly and peacefully. Queen
Victorla was immediately notified at
Osborne of the death of her grandson.
She at once telegraphed to the prince
and princess of Wales her deep grief
and heartfelt share In their loss, At 11
o'clock the mayor of London received &
dispatch from the prince and princess of
Wales.

COAST FORTIFICATIONS.
One Hundred Million of Dollars Asked for
That Purpose.

‘WASHINGTON, Jan. 14.—The bill that.
was roported fayorably by Senafor
Dolph from the committe on coast de-
fonces and fortifications fs qne that was -
before the last congress and was refn-
troduced at the beginning of the sesslon.

It provides for fortifications and other
defences at New York, San Franclseo,
Boston. the lake ports, Hampton Roads,
New Orleans, Philadelphia, Washing-
ton, Baltimore, Portland, nearly all of
the important Southern seaboard cities
and those on the Pacific coast, and an
appropriation of §100,000,000 is made to
protect them—a reduction of $23,000,000
from the appropriation contained in the
original bil.

The amount to ba expended the first
year s $10,000,000, and for each year
thereafter for aporiod of ten years the
sum of §9,000,000 Is to be available.

The defences are to consist of floating
batterles and torpedo boats of 1he types
recommended by the secretary of the
navy, snbmarine mines and sich other
fortifications as may be deemed proper.
There fs a requirement that all guns be
made at the government gun factorles,
and that all forgings be of domestic
manufacture.

An immediate appropriation of $500,=
000 {s made for the procureément of nees
essary sites for the fortifications.

The general principle may consequent-
ly be Inid down—cold being the mani-
festation by congestion of the abnormal
checking of the perspiration, or in other

words the result of a chill of some por-
tion of the system. the first remedial
measnure shonld be the re-establishing of
the deranged action. It matters com-
paratively littlo, therefore, by what or-
dinsiry meatls the perspiration is started
along with renewed vigor, only o that
the entire body be inclnded.

A favorite mnethod with the writer is
simply to take an adequate dose of some

**herb tea” or similar preparation, going

fmmediately to bed and covering with
something 1ore than the usual amount
of bedding. A perspiration will set in,
Iasting for some hours, but before morn-
ing the system will have recovered its
normal tone, and iu most cases there is
no uecessity for farther treatment.

But this is on the supposition that
there are no kerions or threatening com-
plications. Possibly there may Le a se-
vere headnclie in cynnection. In that
case the head is probibly heated, while
the feet and lower limbs are cold and
clammy. This is simply an igdication
that the blood is being forced to the
head, and should, if possible, be per-
snaded to resume a more equal move-
ment. This will be best facilitated Ly
placing the feet in hot water, rubbing
the nether litabs Uriskly.

It will aid in the result if the head be

also freely bathed in warm, but not hot
water. As this cools, it cools also the
excessive tewperature of the head, and
is a better method of reaching the result
than the direct application of cold water,
The lower limbs ghould then be wrapped
in & dry, warm blauket, and the patient
should retire as Lefore. The internal
treatment is not to be overlooked, and
any of the favorite herbs way bo em-
ployed.—Giood Honsekeeping.
