ARBITRATE OR EIGHT!
CHILI MUST DO ONE OR THE OTHER 

RIGHT SOON.

The Probnbllltj UTb»t She Will ElMt to Ar- 
bliruto—If she Propoaei It Herrlion'i 

R. cord Will Compel Him to Accede to
It-M nnj Rnmon Alloet.

Wasihnoton, Ja n . 15 —W ar w ith Chill 
his no t yet boon declared and  It can  be 
s ta ted  npon absolutely reliable au tho r­
ity  th a t Secretary Blaine, who Is th e  best 
posted m an In tho U nited S ta te s  on  the 
Status of the  case, believes th a t  w ar Is 
no t a t  a ll likely be declared.

Tjio situation  Is serious and w ar Is, of 
course, possible, b u t is no t probable, and 
in  the  opinion of Secretary Blaine It Is no 
more th a n  possible. Before w ar can 
Justly  bo declared Chill m ust have pos­
itively refused to  m ake such repara tion 
as, In th e  opinion of th is  governm ent, the  
affair of Oct. 12 demands.

M inister M ontt declares th a t  Chill will 
do w hatever Is righ t. Suppose th a t 
w hat Chill deem s righ t Is no t Judged so 
by th is adm inistration. Even th a t does 
not mean w ar, fo r the re  is still recourse 
to  arb itra tion .

I t  Is said by some a h a t Presiden t H ar­
rison will no t agree to a rb itra tion . Per­
haps th a t  is so, b u t  those who remem­
ber h is earnest rem arks on tho virtues 
of a rb itra tion  before tho Ecumenical 
congress th ink  differently. Chill's rep­
resen ta tive  In th is  country, a  diplom at 
highly respected by tho  adm inistration 
and by his own country, says th a t  Chill 
will m ake any Ju st repara tion . Presi­
d e n t H arrison 's friends declare th a t  he 
will not refuse to  arb itra te . T h a t Chill,
In tho  event of h e r reply not being sa tis­
factory, will request th a t  th e  dispute be 
settled by a rb itra tion , is taken  as a  m at­
te r  of course. I f  sho does n o t do so of 
her accord sho will do so a t  th e  power­
ful request of England.

T he a ir Is s till filled w ith the  rumors 
of w ar. I t  Is due to  tho  feeling th a t 
Chill Is dallying. If  th a t Is tru e  she Is 
likely to  do so no longer, fo r tho presi­
den t has cabled to  M inister E gan  to  tell 
th e  Chilian governm ent to  hu rry  op. 
T h is  s ta tem en t Is made on  th e  authority  
of a  cab inet officer.

HARRISON'S MESSAGE.

Will Probably Be Sent In the Middle of the 
Week.

Washington, .Tan. 15.—I t  Is now 
probable th e  p resident's message on  the  
Chilian m a tte r  may no t come In before 
th e  middle of n e i t  week, as he has de­
cided to  a w a it th e  a rriva l, by mall, of 
th e  testim ony takon  before Judge  Ad­
vocate Bemy. His consultations with 
members of the  foreign affairs commit­
tee  of th e  house and  senate  have been 
very satisfac tory , and ho is confident 
th a t he will be sustained fully and vig­
orously by both Dem ocrats and Repub­
licans, Irrespective of pa rty  affiliations 

I t  Is expected the  message will be a 
r ing ing  one. However, It Is by no  m eans 
certain  th a t  It will rep resen t th e  views 
of all bis cabinet.

T he president has a  mind o f his own, 
and  it  Is w hispered th a t his views are  
m uch m ore radical th a n  those o f some 
of his cabinet, especially Mr. Blaine.

THE WAR FLEET. - 

In Ten Days I t Can be etormlng at Chilian 
Ports.

Washington, Ja n . 15.—It 
understood th a t  th e  w ar fleet 
South A tlan tic  w aters  Is w lthlo about 
te n  d ays ' sail of Chilian w aters, m ost of 
the  vessels being a t  Montevideo. The 
bulk of o u r fleet on  th e  Paclflc coast 
be a t  V alparaiso In about th e  sam e time. 
So In case of a  decla ra tion  of w ar next 
week we could have th e  Y orktown and 
Boston Immediately a t  hand , the 
Chicago, A tlan ta, Bennington and 
Essex, Y antlc, San Francisco. Charles­
ton and Baltim ore In Chilian w aters 
w ithin 10 to  15 days. T h is would gi' 
to the  United S ta te s  a  fleet m uch more 
th a n  equal to  th a t  of the  Chilians In tho 
Paclflc w aters, though lacking In on< 
Im portant requisite, th e  torpedo service 
A t th e  p resen t m om ent th e re  seems no 
disposition on th e  p a r t o f Chill to  make 
th e  much-promised b u t never forthcom ­
ing apology. _________

E very th ing  Is 
ordered  to  be ready  w ithin " te n  days.

A BIG DEFICIT.

The German Government's Unfavorable Fi­
nancial Situation- 

Ber lin , Ja n . 15.—Imm ediately a fte r  
the  opening of tho landing Chancellor 
Caprlvl read th e  speech from the  throne, 
th e  em peror, con trary  to  expectation, 
no t being present.

No reference to  foreign affairs was 
made in th e  speech, which announced 
th a t th e  governm ent would Introduce 
bills providing for the  disposition o f the 
Quelph fund; fo r education, and  for the  
extension of th e  governm ent railway 
system.

T he financial situation was sta ted  to 
be loss favorable th a n  In 1801, and it 
was suggested as possible th a t  th e  de 
licit would exceed la s t y ear's surplus.

£)tatb  or an Old Resident 
Grand  Ha v e s , Ja n . 15.—John  Zlet- 

low, aged 75 years, died of h e a r t disease 
here th is morning. He is an old resi­
d e n t of this place and  a prom inent Ger­
man and oldest fisherman In th is city.

RAILROAD WASHOUTS 

Heavy Storms Reported Throughout Ten­
nessee

Chattanooga, Ja n . 15.—T he grea t 
storm s In th is vicinity have caused 
much dam age to railroads, especially 
among the  m ountains. T h e  tra in  on 
tho  Queen & Crescent, from Cincinnati, 
having on board a  party  of excursion­
ists from  Ohio, duo hero a t  8:30 a . m. 
yesterday, reached the  city  a t  5 o'clock 
la s t evening, having boon detained by a 
w ashout near Somerset, K y. Tho 
no rth  bound train  on tho A labam a *  
G reat Southern was delayed several 
hours by a  landslide near Yellow river, 
In no rth  Alabama.

Two serious slides are  reported on tho 
Chattanooga Southern , which Is tem ­
porarily closed. Tho W estern & A tlan­
tic  railroad trac k  Is under w ater In sev­
eral places. T he E as t Tennessee road 
Is still open, bu t fea rs  were enterta ined  
for the  bridge on th e  W estern N orth 
Carolina b ranch.

TH REE W ERE KILLED.

A Smuhup on the Northern Paclflc Railroad 
Near Braluerd-An Opera Troupe on 

Board—List of Injured

B rainkkd, M inn., Ja n . 15.—A frigh t­
fu l railroad  acciden t occurred on the 
N orthern  Pacific road, seven miles east 
of H ralnerd, a t  4 o'clock th is morning. 
T he second section of No. 9, with tho 
Androwe opera company on board, left 
W est Superior a t  m idnight for Grand 
Forks. N oar Jonesville. th e  train  
struck  a  broken rail, tho engine and 
baggage car passing over In safe ty , but 
the  sleeping c a r was derailed, and  ran  
some 300 fee t on th e  ties, when It top­
pled over, b reaking loose from th e  train , 
and w ent down th e  em bankm ent, some 
five feet high. In  a  m inute all w as con­
fusion. T he sleeping Inm ates realized 
th e ir  peril.

T he Pullm an conductor, H erbert 
Scott, was one of th e  first to  ge t ou t­
side, and  w hen he did so no fire was 
visible; b u t as soon as th e  windows were 
broken to  liberate  those  Inside th e  flames 
sho t o u t and In a  very sh o r t tim e tho

.r w as enveloped.
T h e  willing hands of the  trainm en 

soon liberated those who were enabled 
to  ex trica te  them selves, b u t none were 
able to  save tbo lr  clothes, and tho 
n igh t being th e  coldest of th e  season, 
the  therm om eter reaching 4S degrees 
below, tho  suffering was terrible.

A t th is  tim e I t was discovered th a t 
Mrs. E d  A ndrews and Mrs. Lillie Was 
w ere missing, b u t no hum an effort 
could rondor them assistance, a s  tho 
c a r  w as a  mass of Dames.

Tho Injured were placed In tho  bag­
gage car and  brought to  Bralnord and 
quartered  a t  the  A rlington hotel.

T he lis t of dead and Injured as f a r  as 
obtainable Is as follows:

Mrs. Ed A ndrew s. (known a s  Miss 
N annie W ilkinson), burned to  death.

Mrs. Lillie Was of M inneapolis,burned
death.
Florence Ja y , severely burned on back 

and head; will probably die.

T en  o thers were In jured, bu t none 

fata lly  It Is thought.

LIVING ON CHARITY.

But Alio Living Off the Poor—A Banker's 
Investigations.

Chicago, Ja n . 15.—B anker E. S. 
Dreyor has been doing some detective 
work among Chicago charitab le  socie­
ties, and  as a  resu lt he calls upon the  
au thorities to  m ake a n  Investigation.

T h e  o the r day he donned a Jean suit, 
a  rough cap  and  brogans and s tarted  
ou t. H e first called on th e  Chicago re­
lief and a id  society. He represented 
himself as a  poor b u t  honest workman 

ho wished a  little  a id  for a  few days. 
He was gruffly told to  " g e t o u t.” T hen  
he found some poor b u t honest men, 
and  in  company w ith them sought aid 
from other societies. T he only proffer 
of money was a  few cents th a t one of 
his miserable companions offered him. 
After th e  to u r  had been completed the 
banker appeared In bis tru e  character 
and gave substan tia l aid to  the  poor 

whose company h e  had been in 
while m aking th e  Investigation.

Mr. D reyer says th a t  n o t more than  
cen ts  of every dollar subscribed for 

th e  poor by th e  charitab le  people of the  
c ity  reaches those for whom It was In 
tended. T h e  funds are  In g rea t measure 
exhausted In paying salaries to  th e  offi­
cers In charge  of th e  d ifferent societies, 
and  those officers spend the ir  tim e in 
refusing aid to  th e  poor who apply for It.

Mr. D reyer nam es th e  Chicago relief 
and aid society as one of th e  cha  liable 
organizations th a t Is badly mismanaged 

Mr. D reyer was today elected presi­
den t of th e  Chicago Real E s ta te  board.

WAR ON P E N *

A Society Which Believes the Pension List Is 
too Great—The Dishonest Take Advant­

age of a  Nation's Generoslty-Tho
Principles of the Order.

W ashington, Ja n . 15.—An a ttac k  Is 
bo made In th e  p resent congress upon 

the  pension laws, w ith th e  hope of re­
ducing th e  annual expenditures In this 
direction fromS138,000,000 to 338,000,000, 

a t  least 350,000,000.
T ho movement will no t bo Inaugurated 

by the  members of congress, b u t will be 
tho work of an organized body of loyal 
soldiers who believe th a t  reform Is neces­
sary and th a t millions are  being ex­
pended annually  for pensions to  men 
who have no righ t to  th e  money.

T he card inal principle of th is o rgani­
zation Is a  competency to  those perma- 

ently  disabled or unablo to  earn  their 
living ahd noth ing  to  tho men who can, 
e ither by the ir hands o r the ir brains, 

ippro t them selves a nd  the ir families. 
T ho organization which proposes this 

revolution In pension m atters had Its In­
ception In W ashington, w here It has 
been w orking for some tlmo quietly but 
effectively. I t  Is known as the  society 
of Loyal Voluutoere. T ho association 
believes In teaching and  m aintaining, 
among o the r things, these lessons:

T h a t th e  w ar was for tho preserva­
tion of th e  union and no t fo r conquest 
or revenge; th a t tho volunteer armies 

Inspired by no hope of Individual 
gain or glory; th a t many persons as 
loyal and brave as those who entered 
the  sorvlce wore prevented from doing 
so by circum stances th a t did no t hinder 
the ir companions; th a t victories were 
gained by tho loyalty, courage, endur­
ance and the  Inspiration of tho Whole 
people; th a t  arm ies wore recruited from 
all classes and  vocations; th a t th e  vast 

a jorlty  of th e  volunteers were 
en of good charac ter, bu t some 
ere  bad, and th a t this class 

of men do no t hesita te  to  live on the 
generous g ra titude  of th e  people through 
paym ents made on pensions obtained by 
fraud  or a t th e  expense of honor; th a t 

who had tho Intelligence, courage 
and persisten t energy to  win battles by 
virtue  of these sam e qualities bf charac- 

re able to  compete successfully for 
the  rew ards of civil life with those who 

ot e n te r  th e  sorvlce; th a t juany 
who sustained severe wounds and  almost 
all who retained th e ir  health  suffered 
no Im pairm ent of th e ir  ab ility  o r care 
for tho support of them selves and their 
families."

THE MAYOR'S TESTIMONY.

He Contradicts Some of Guy Johnson's State­
ments.

On th e  tr ia l of tho H urley libel suit 
Guy Johnson  testified on th e  s tand  th a t 
the  mayor gave tho  gambling rooms per­
mission to  run  during  the  Allerton-Nel- 

ace. T his s ta tem en t was corrob­
orated by the  police officials, and was 
affirmed by th e  prosecuting a tto rney  In 
his plea to  th e  Jury.

s ta tem en t was untrue.

I  have a t  all times 
urged upon the  police departm ent 
ceasing vlgllence to  suppress as f a r  As 
possible, all gambling In th is  city, and 
am confident tboso Instructions have 
been faith fu lly  followed: I  have given 
both to  th e  board and tho departm ent 
th e  benefit of w hatever support I  could 
command In an endeavor to  stam p out 
this evil.

Detective Charh s  G ates tendered his 
resignation as a  member of tho  police 
force yesterday and I t was accepted 
He had been Identified with the  police 
d epartm ent for the  past five years and 
during  nearly  the  whole o f  th a t time 
acted as detective. He Is shrewd and 
sha rp , and In many ways a  be lter  officer 
lhan  some of those w ith whom he has 
been associated on th e  force. Ho Is not 
a  toady, asked no favors and his Inde­
pendence was onu of th e  causes which 
caused those In au thority  to  look upon 
him w ith disfavor. He would no t cringe 
or faw n, b u t w as alw ays ready to  obey 
his superiors. I t  Is tru e  th a t  he has ex­
pressed a  disinclination to  work with 
certain  members of tho force b u t he 
cannot be tru th fu lly  accused of ineffi­
ciency.

A good book, one th a t Is 
titled to  a place In English literatu re , Is 
rarely fully appreciated a t  one reading. 
T he works o f th e  best au thors m ust b( 
re-read and carefully studied to  bo un 
dorstood and their meaning compre­
hended.

T he lecture was largely devoted 
tho w orks of Thom as Moore, which 
were read in  such a  way and w ith such 
comments as to  give them a ne 
Ing and produce new thoughts , oven to 
those who supposed th a t they thoroughly 
understood the  writer.

T ho course will consist of five 
F riday evenings, a t  a  cost of 50 cents 
fo r the  course o r  15 cen ts for single ad­
mission. Those who heard  tho first will 
not Intentionally miss ano ther, and it  Is 
probable th a t  before th e  course Is com­
pleted a  larger hall will bo necessary tt  
accommodate tho audiences.

A fter the  prosecutor 
outlined to  th e  Jury w hat the  prosecu­
tion Intended to  prove court adjourned 
until 1:30.

A t the  re-convenlng of court a  largo 
number of specta tors were present and 
appeared to  be considerably amused a t 
the  diagnosis o f th e  dram a by the  pros­
ecu ting  w itness, J .  B. Johnson, who 
was first called. T he critical analysis 
of tho  play by Mr. Johnson was rich. 
Ho got th e  villain and the  villain's sls- 

and tho villain's m istress mixed up 
In such a  m anner th a t Dumas and B er­
lin , tho authors, could no t have told 
their delightful creation from “ The 
L as t of the  Hogans."

to charity ."  T he prosecutor became 
angry and had the  last p a rt of tho 
answer stricken  out.

Jo h n  U. Finn was the  next called as 
an export. He sta ted  ho was dram atic 
and sta te  editor of T ub  Morning P ress. 
On being asked If he attended  church 
on Sunday replied th a t  he generally a t­
tended church In the  m orning and the 
th e a te r  In the  evening. His atten tion  
was called to  the  sk ir t dancer th a t ap­
peared In ono of tho  acts and replied 
th a t It was ono of the  p rettiest and most 
modest dances he had seen In a  long 
tlmo. On cross-examination ho was 
asked w hat kind of tigh ts  the  young 
lady wore, replied th a t he could not toll 
as the  dancer woro divided sk irts th a t 
completely screened tho  outline of the 
limb, and when she kicked all th a t could 
be seen was a  shimmer of ruffles and 
laces.

Tert question of Vault rlxtarea 8U11 Before 
Them.

T h e  session of the  supervisors yester­
d a y  m orning was somewhat more 
lengthy th a n  common.

T he special order of the  day, tho mat­
te r  of hiring a  county physician, was 
taken  up , and  th e  clerk  road the  follow­
ing suggestions made by the  superln- 

T h a t th e  county 
physician shall give medical and  surgi­
cal trea tm en t and furnish a ll medicine 
needed by Inmate of the  poor house; 
Ibat he shall visit th e  poor house once 
per week and o ftener if deemed neces­
sary by th e  superintendents of tho  poor; 
th a t he shall give surgical and medical 
trea tm ent to  all prisoners a t  the  county 
lall when notified by th e  sheriff, his dep­
uties, or tho county superin tendents of 
the poor; th a t he shall m ake all post 
mortem exam inations a t  his own ex­
pense and view all dead bodies a t all 
Inquests where the  services of a 
physician o r surgeon shall be lawfully 
required by th e  coroner, without 
charge for the  opinion; th a t  he shall ex­
amine all persons, applicants fo r ad­
mission to  insane asylums of th is sta te ; 
th a t he shall examine all Indigent per­
sons In K en t county claimed to  be In­
sane, when ordered by the  superintend­
ents of the  poor; th a t he shall m ake all 
necessary examinations of dependent 
and neglected children, applicants for 
admission to  tho 's ta te  public school; 
th a t he shall tr e a t and furnish medicine 
to all poor persons within th e  city limits 
and in the  care  of th e  county and shall 
procure o the r medical assistance If 
needed In such cases a t  his own expense; 
th a t he shall make visits outslcd of the 
city to any point within th e  lim its of 
K ent county a t  reasonable charges II 
ordered to  do so by th e  superintendents 
of the  poor; th a t In  case of absence or 
Inability he shall procure a t  his own ex­
pense some o the r reliable physician to 
perform all th e  services he agreed to  un­
der his contract.

Supervisor Skeels' motion th a t  the 
committee on finance advertise for 
sealed proposals was taken  up.

Supervisor Benjam in moved as a sub­
s titu te  th a t the  m atter be referred to 
tho superin tendent of the  poor with 
power to  act; lost by a  vote of 18 to  18.

Supervisor Skeels moved th a t th e  sug­
gestions of the  superin tendent of the 
poor be g rafted into the  con tract with 
physician If any should be made. This 
motion was though t to  be a little  previ­
ous as the  committee Is no t given tbe 
power to  execute tb e  contract, b u t It 
was suggested th a t these suggestions be 
embodied In the  advertisem ent.'  The 
original motion was amended. Instruct­
ing the clerk to  do the  advertising, and 
carried.

Supervisor Loomis moved th a t  the 
finance committee be Instructed to  en­
te r  Into a  c on tract with th e  prosecuting 
atto rney  on th e  same term s as those 
upon which It was made for the  past 
year; finally referred to  the  finance ■ 
mlttee and made the  special order for 
Tuesday. ,

T he prosecuting atto rney  reported 
th a t In his judgm ent th e  county was 
legally bound to c arry  ou t tb e  contract 
with th e  Fenton Metallic M anufactur­
ing company for vau lt fixtures, unless 
the  board had been deceived by misrep­
resentation of the  facts and so Induced 
to award the  contract. T bls was a 
question of fac t and no t of law and for 
tbe  board alono to  decide; accepted and 
ordered spread upon the  records.

Mr. Loomis said th a t all of the  bid­
ders for the  c ontract were p resent In 
the  c ity, and ho had heard th a t a ll of 
them were willing to  have tho bids de­
clared off and to  subm it new bids. M 
Hoffman of th e  Hoffman-Keefe con 
pany and Mr. Dixon of the  Office fipei 
la ity  company, said they were willing to 
subm it new bids, bu t no such s ta tem en t 
was made by the  Fenton company.

Supervisor J .  W. W alker said th a t 
many members of the  board had hoard 
rumors th a t there was a  scheme 
cocted by the  three companies so th a t 
the amounts of tho bid were known be­
forehand by all of the  companies, and  he 
believes th a t those rum ors were suscepti­
ble of proof.

supervisor Gould said he did no t be 
live much In the  proofs furnished by 
those parties who were defeated in tm  
contest.

" P u  t  us under oa th ," said Mr. Hoff­
man, bu t th a t did no t seem to make 
much Impression upon the  supervisor 
from Algoma.

Supervisor Loomis said these alleg; 
tlons were no t such as to  bo lightly 
brushed aside. If  th e  Hoffman-Keefe 
company was honestly willing and 
ready to  furnish the  sam e, bids for 
82,000 less than  the  bid of the  Fenton 
company, as they had s ta ted  they V 
the  county should know It and profit by 
It. He offered the  following resolu 
tlon:

W hereas, Circulars Inviting bids fo 
v a u lt fixtures and fixtures for the  new 
cou rt house building were sen t ou t In 
.May last, In response to  w hich circulars 
th ree  bids were received; and 

W hereas, From Information now be­
fore th is board we are  led to  believe 
th a t the  price named In these bids 
excessive; now, therefore, he It 

Resolved, T h a t h ll tho bids received 
In response to  tb e  above named clrcu 
lars of May last be and are  hereby re­
jected and th a t all proceedings had by 
this board In reference to  the  accept­
ance of e ither one of these bids be and 
a re  hereby rescinded and declared void 

Supervisor J .  W. W alker made along  
speech on th e  subject. In the  com 
which he said th a t a  sworn sta tem ent 
had been received from the  clerk of 
C lark county, WIs., giving the  speclflca 
tlons of a  con tract between th a t county 
and th e  Fenton company by which 
goods were furnished a t  prices about 
half as large as those charged K ent 
county. O ther statem ents were re­
ceived from o the r poln 's showing the  
same s ta te  of affairs In those places.

Supervisor Sullivan, a fte r  considera­
ble more discussion had been Indulged 
In, moved to  refer the  whole m atter to 
a  special committee to  repo rt tomorrow.

The 
anim al is  of a  grayish brown color, bu t 
is  m ost peculiarly  m arked by  deep red 
bands, w hich cross its  body, extending 
clear aronnd diagonally from  shoulder 
to  hip, crossing each other a t  tho  middle 
of tho back and the  center of the  belly.

Tho fierceness of tho insect and  the 
m ark ing  on the  back have induced the 
Indians to  name i t  tho "D evil's Soldier," 
and they say th a t i t  is undoubtedly the  
w orst foe to  m an in  th a t whole country, 
m aking i t  a lm ost impossible for any one 

) into th e  in terior, fo r i t  abounds in  
ench numbers th a t no place is free  from 
it,  and its  b ite  is  certain  death.

Only one instance is known to  Indians 
whore a  man has been b itten  and  did 
n o t die, and  th is  m an w as wildly insane 
ever afterw ard .
