VUEKR RUMORS REGARDING THE LATE 

ALBERT VICTOR.

The Tod suet of London Goiilpt Wacgtng at 
a Rapid Rate—The Prince Made Several 

Attempt! to Kill lllmioir- Vain Ke- 
greli of Queen Victoria

L ondon, Ja n . Id.—T here  Is a  growing 
feeling throughout, all England th a t tho 
t ru th  has no t been told concerning tho 
doath  of P rince  A lbert Victor. T h is  Is 
tho  na tu ra l resu lt of keeping everything 
perta in ing  to  tho dying hours of the 
crow n prince as fa r  as possible a  pro­
found secret. T ho medical Information 
published by Tho L aucet Is no t gener­
ally believed hero and tho  tongues of 
s -anda l m ongers are  a lready wagging 
w ith the  expectation of securing a t some 
tim e lu  th e  fu tu re  a  sensation which 
shall exceed anyth ing  yet told In refer­
ence to  the  royal fam ilies of Europe in 
general or this young prince In pa rtic ­
ular.

T h is much, however, has leaked ou t 
th rough  th e  a ttendan ts. During his 
final Illness Prince A lbert Victor became 
hopelessly Insane. T h e  rav li gs of tho 
royal m aniac are  said to  have been 
frigh tfu l and he lived over In his dellrum 
some of th e  fa s t days which ho had 
passed in different countries and ity all 
climes. W hile In th is s ta te  of fren ty  ho 
m ade repeated efforts to  commit su­
icide. I t  is the  memory of these 
last haurs which has made such an Im­
pression upon th e  prince and princess of 
Wales.

T h a t Prince A lbert Victor became In­
sane as soon as tho disease commenced 
to  ravage his system Is no t to  bo won­
dered a t when tho laws of heredity ape 
remembered, fo r th e  families of both bis 
fa the r and m other a re  not free from tho 
ta in t. And the  crow n prince has never 
been regarded as strong m entally, 
morally o r physically. B ut It Is th e  Im­
mediate cause of th a t Insanity  on the 
eve of the  m arriage  of the  prince with 
P rincess M ary which Is causing an Im­
mense am ount of quiet gossip.

I t  was s ta ted  here today th a t Queen 
V ictoria is In a  very serious s ta te  of 
h ealth  as a  consequence of tho  death  of 
P rince  A lbert V ictor. I t  Is ssld  th a t so 
early  as 1S87, Prince  A lbert Victor and 
Princess Victoria M ary of T eck were 
known to be deeply in love with each 
o the r, b u t owing to  the  opposition of 
the  queen wore no t p erm itted-to  become 
man and  wife. I t  Is possible th a t the 
queen's excessive grief a t  the  doath  of 
the  heir presum ptive may bh duo to  her 
reg re t a t  having so long opposed the 
d earest wish of her favorlto  grandson.

I t  Is, In 
substance, a  system by which tele­
graphic  communication can bo carried 

between ships a t  sea  and shore, and 
betweon th e  d is tan t points on land.

T ho most rom arkablo p a rt of I t all is 
th a t  th is Intor-communlcatlon can bo 
m aintained absolutely w ithout tho  use 
of wires or cables. In  his specifications 
filed a t tho p a ten t olllco In W ashington 
Mr. Edison says:

I have discovered th a t  if sufficient 
elevation Is obtained to  overcome the 
curva tu re  to  the  e a r th ’s surface and to 
reduce to  the  minimum tho e a r th ’s  ab­
sorption electric te legraphing and sig­
naling between d is tan t points can bo 
carried on by Induction w ithout the  use 
of any  wires- connecting such d is tan t 
points."

By this method ships can telegraph to  
each o the r a t  sea. one vessel being able 

communicate w ith ano ther fa r  away 
and ou t of sight.

I f  a  balloon In New York should be 
bo sen t up  to a g rea t b igh t, equipped 
w ith a condenser and held to  the  earth  
by a rope cable In which the re  was a 

and a no ther sim ilarly equipped 
should bo sen t up from London, a 
c ircu it would bo form ed through  earth  
and a ir  w ithout the  aid of wires for 
transm ission through w hich messages 
could be flashed a t  g rea ter speed than  
has over been a ttained  by any  o the r

Blaine saw  no more of Grace until 
th e  nex t day. G race called a t  th e  sta te  
deportm ent a t  9:30. Ho se n t in his card 
to  Blaine and a t  12:30 received word In 
th e  w aiting-room, where he had been all 
th e  tim e, th a t th e  secretary  could i 
see him. He w rote a  note asking 
he could see th e  secretary  a t his house 
in  the  afternoon. Blaine replied yes, 
and  G race called a t 2 o'clock, 
w aited In the  parlor till 4:15 p. m , when 
Blaine, accompanied by Mrs. Blaine, ap 
peared. A few moments's chat followed 
when Mrs. Blaine Informed th e  secre­
ta ry  th a t the  c arriage  was w ait­
ing and  th a t the  doctor Insisted 
th a t he should be regu lar In his habits. 
M r. B laine excused himself and Grac 
retnrned  to  New Y ork. So m uch for 
th e  all day conference between Blaine 
and Grace. He has no t seen Grace 
since.

Grace sen t th e  cablegram  on his sole 
responsibility to  Impress the  Chilian cus­
tom ers with th e  Idea th a t  ho Is on Inti­
m ate term s with Blaine.

BAPTIZED IN BLOOD.

A Reporter’s  Story of llow Dr. Seward 
W ebb's Rail rood Is IlelliS Constructed.
There  have been discontent and  trou- 

blo am ong tho thousands of I talian  la­
borers employed on Dr. Seward W ebb’s 
railroad through  tho  A dirondacks over 
since its construction waa begun. A 
W orld icporter, riding along fifteen 
miles of the  line, discovered some of the 
causes of disturbance.

W hen th e  laborers were first brought 
to  Malone and  o the r points a long tho 
road they were unemployed for several 
weeks, and found shelter w here they 
could. Scores louqged around the  pas­
senger and freight depots in  Malone, 
others In sheds and  barns about town, 
and s till o thers in  the  open parka or 
fields. One loaf of bread a  day  w as sup­
plied them  by th e  contractors, and  this 
was the ir only food. A fter th is had con­
tinued for some tim e the  Italian s be­
cam e uneasy and loud m u tterings were 
heard against tho  contractors. Largo 
bodies of th e  laborers even surrounded 
several of the  railroad offices and  de­
manded work or money.

W hen th e  m en were finally employed 
they were worked u n til they could not 
stand. Heartless bosses kicked, stoned 
and clubbed th e  m iserable wretches, 
w ho were stra in ing  every nerve and 
muscle to  sa tisfy Uie w ants of th e ir  m as­
te rs  for a  pa ltry  seventy cents a  day. Tho 
W orld correspondent visited several of 
the  camps south of Malone a nd  saw d u r­
ing one h a lf  day  over a  ecore of tho poor 
I talians knocked down w ith  clubs in  the  
hands of tho bosses. The la tte r  evidently 
did no t know newspaper men w ore w atch­
ing  them , and were m uch surprised, 
when b rought to  Malone on w arran ts, to  
find tw o reporters ready to  sw ear th a t 
they were worse tlian tho  “ nigger" 
d rivers of slavery days.

A  Malone justice  discharged tho of-- 
fenders and m utters grew  worse every 
day. One boss was shot, another was 
stabbed w ith  a  stiletto  and  a  th ird  m ys­
teriously disappeared. Italians and  ne­
groes were reported missing nearly  every 
morning, and yet no effort has been 
m ade by th e  authorities here to  investi­
ga te  the  m atter.

W ithin a  few days 100 persons have 
been placed under arrest a t T upper lake 
in  connection w ith  the  troubles. The 
reporter ta lked  w ith bosses and  men yes­
terday , and learned th a t nearly  every 
man employed on the  lino w as arm ed 
and  ready to  defend himself. One o f  the 
padroncs said:

“ 1 have brought men upon many 
w orks, bu t have failed to  find as rough 
a  lo t of bosses aud as discontented a  lot 
of men as are  now upon W ebb's line. I t 
has been bloodshed from  first to  last, 
and  yet the  outside w orld know s no th ­
ing  about it. The whole trouble now a t 
T uppcr lake and W olf pond w as caused 
by th e  killing of a  sick Ita lian  by  one of 
tho bosses. T his boss has since depart­
ed, and  it  is supposed th a t he is planted 
in  the  vicinity  of T npper lake, 
other inte lligen t padrone said:

certain  th a t fo r a ll the  trouble 
th a t has been caused and the  consequent 
bloodshed and occasional deaths tha t 
have occurred th e  contractors can be 
blamed. Ono of the  ex-bosses said to  
me to  day, 'I f  wo d id  no t club the  men 
and m ake them  w ork like slaves we 
should lose our places.’ T his k ind of 
trea tm ent, coupled w ith  the  fac t th a t tho 
men have been forced to  w ait whole 
m onths fo r the ir pay, is undoubtedly the 
cause of the  whole trouble. Dr. Seward 
W ebb's road is baptized in  th e  blood and 
sweat of miserable m en."—Malone (N. 
Y.) Cor. Now York W orld.

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T1HKLY AND SENSIBLE.
T he Herald yesterday morning had a 

timely and sensible editorial entitled 
"Call a H alt," which appears In another 
column. The blowing and blustering of 
H urley and E astm an over Mr. Crane's 
testim ony and the ir th re a t of a prosecu­
tion for perjury shows about th e  size of 
the  men and the ir  dep th  of mind.

Mr. Crane lb some of his testimony 
was deliberately misrepresented by the 
prosecution. T h a t ho m ight have been 
mistaken as to  the exac t hour or day 
when ho followed H urley to  the  hole In 
the  w allfs  possible, b u t his testimony 
was tru th fu l and no t prompted by any 
m alice^ He Is a  man of good character 
and respectability. He Is no t a  gambler 
as Ony Johnson Is reported to  be, and 
his testimony was less contradicted than 
was Mr. Johnson 's, b u t there  Is no pur­
pose expressed to  prosecute Johnson for 
perjury, nor Is It said he should be.

T he foregoing Is a  superficial view of 
T he H erald’s editorial. A closer analy­
sis, a  glance between the lines, may gh 
a  different meaning. I t  may be possible 
th a t T he H erald cries ha lt because It 
dreads a  fu rther revelation of the rela­
tions between the  police authorities and 
the  gamblers. Certainly something has 
occurred since the  libel su it was tried, 
to  give The H erald's editorial eye a  more 
comprohonsive view of th'e m atter.

T h ere is no so called w ar sp irit In the 
U nited States. T here  is no desire for 
w ar on a  slight p retext. We are  no t 
spoiling for a  Dght. H ut th is nation ap­
preciates Its honor and Its dignity. I t  
Is conscious of Its power. The American 
people are  not bloodthirsty, b u t they are  
patriotic, proud and brave. T here  Is 
desire for w ar with Chill fo r conquest or 
revenge. Any w ar wo may have with 
th a t country will bo In defense of our 
national honor and the re  should bo 
hesitancy In entering upon It unless 
Chill makes prompt and proper repara­
tion. I t  Is Just as easy for Chill to  make 
apology now as a t a fu tu re  time.

T b e  commercial reports continue to 
show an Increase of business failures. A 
gigantic flood of bankruptcy is sweeping 
over the  country. T he wave o f the  last 
week reached to the  enormous height of 
379. At th a t  rate  the  failures for a  year 
would reach almost 30,000. No such ag­
gregate of failures ever was reached or 
approached, It would bo about 7,000 
g reater than  last year. B ut these days 
are  the good tim es boasted of by th e  old 
party  o rgans and any mention of these 
pitiful lists o f bankrupts is denounced 
as calamity howling

It  Is a  tru th  adm itted by all men tha t 
frequent changes In office tends to  pu­
rify government. Office holding for life 
Is against the na tu re  of pure Institutions 
Hurley has now been on the  police force 
fifteen years and Johnson longer; It Is 
tim e both should be retired. As to  E ast 
man he Is only a  figure head. He never 
had any fitness for the  duties he makes 
a  pretense of discharging. He has been 
a  pensioner on the  public long enough. 
He should bo Invited to  step down and 
o u t  The police force needs better 
brains a t  its head.

Conorkssean W iiiTiso Is young, 
bright, a  m anufacturer and In earnest 
accord with the  financial Ideas of the  
W est and South. He was formerly 
O reenbacker, as was his noble father 
before him. Ho may be the  next

Grand Rapids Herald: " I t  Is tim e for 
somebody In au thority  to  call a  h a lt In 
the  police departm ent. W hile the 
officers of the  law a re  Invested with 
the  duty and w ith th e  au thority  to 
m aintain good order and  to  arrest of­
fenders against the  law and society 
they are  no t clothed with the  prlvl 
lego of gratifying personal resentments 
nor In pursuing a  course of proceedure 
th a t am ounts to  persecution under cover 
of and by virtue of th e ir  offices. The 
existing squabble of the  police officers 
with theatrical m anagers and newspa­
per men Is undignified. The instituting 
of new suits alm ost dally pa rtakes i 
of malevolence and a  desire to gratify 
somebody's personal am bition to  "get 
even” wlth-some body else than  a  desire 
to  uphold and defend th e  majesty of the 
law. When It Is necessary to  occupy 
tho courts in  a defense of th e  officers 
of the  law  to tho exclusion of other 
business, and a t a heavy expense to  the 
tax-payors, they m ust bo something 
radically wrong with the  officers them ­
selves. T his senseless work should be 
stopped. Tho officers of the  law cannot 
expect to  command tho respect and con­
fidence of tho public If they shall be­
come vindictive In the ir pursu it and op­
pression of those against whom they en­
tertain  sentiments of hatred and dislike. 
Tho enforcem ent of tho law should never 
bo leveled to  a  piano of personal w arfare 
upon and against individuals. T he peo­
ple not only d istrust the  motives back of 
the  present police prosecutions, b u t they 
have grown tired with having public 
servants assume the  roles of public 
masters. Tho officers are  w arranted 
defending the ir reputations when as­
sailed, bu t this has been done in the  
su it of yesterday's tria l and th a t of tho 
day before. T hey  should now devote 
the ir energies to  tho service of the  city 
and th e  m aintenance o f  good order.

W ith  a n  imm ense agency of 
nearly 100 staff officers and 1,800 com­
m anders a t  my disposal, a  heavy respon­
sibility  which I realize rests on  me.

W e have expended ?600 already  and 
expect to  extend tho  work as soon as 
possible. By holding m eetings in  the 
auditorium  of tho building, w hich will 
hold 1,200 persons, we hope to  realize 
the  ren ta l of tho building.—New York

A Duty roe Every City Woman.
The physician who attended  the  rw- 

ecnt fatal outbreak  of diphtheria  in  a  
prominent N ew  York family in  h is pub­
lished interview  opens up  serious possi­
bilities. He is a  specialist in  the  dis­
ease, and he is quoted us saying th a t he 
often sees a  siphon of seltzer s tand ing ' 
a  room where he is visiting a  patient 
prostrated w ith  the  m alady. Such 
phon, he declares in substance, unless 
m ost carefully  and  antiseptically 
cleansed, w ill convey infection to  sub­
sequent users. And everybody knows 
w hat th e  cleansing of public bottles is 
a p t to  bo. The samb objection has been 
urged against our present system  of 
traveling m ilk vessels. So accepted 
th is  th a t, w hen typhoid fever specially 
prevails, physicians frequently  nrge 
persons to  boil a ll milk used a s  well 
w ater.

I t  would bo a  wise thing  if  the  women 
o f our cities should co-operate to  a t­
tem p t to  reduce the  evil. If  inspectors 
visited bottle  w ashing places i t  is 
pected some valuably nupleasant infor­
m ation m ight bo gained. In  the  mean­
tim e, every housekeeper can m ake i t  her 
conscientious du ty  to  see th a t th e  bot­
tles w hich daily  leave her domain are  
untainted and w holly clean. This w ill 
need inspection, a s  the  best of maids 
get careless in  a  du ty  o f t performed. 
I f  there  is illness in  the  house redouble 
your vigilance and bo rew arded w ith 
th e  reflection th a t in  th is respect a t  least 
th e  sin of con tribu ting  to  your neigh­
bor’s  menace does no t lie  a t  you r door.— 
H er Poin t of View in New  York Times.

Employing Convicts.
In  a  paper read before th e  Michigan 

Federation o f Labor, a t  its  peering  re­
cently  held in  Boy City, Jam es P. Mur- 
taugh  read a  paper in  w hich he said on 
the  subject o f convict labor:

I t is not necessary to  keep th e  prison- 
s  in  idleness. W hy not use them  to 

macadamize the  roads running through 
tho country? Or, if  th a t could no t be 
done, w hy no t run  th e  prisons on the 
same system as tho D etroit house of cor­
rection, which is not only self supporting, 

tu rn s over a  handsome surplus to  
tho c ity  every year? Tho superintendent 
o f such institution is enabled to  do th is 
because tho prisoners are  not farm ed out 
to  individual c ontractors, b u t all goods 
m anufactured are  p u t upon the  m arket 
on the same basis as goods m ade in  out­
side establishments.

Pauper Labor.
The Hon. Ben lju tterw orth , who re­

cently  visited Europe as a m em ber of 
tho W orld's fair board of invitation, is 
credited w ith saying upon his re tu rn  to  
this country:

Tlie first tiling when 1 got to  Bremen 
1 began to  look for pauper labor. 1 
hunted for it  in  H am burg, in  Saxony. 1 
scoured Berlin for it, bu t not one pauper 
laborer could I find. There are  more 
loafers iu  an American city than  there 
are  in all Germany.
