THEY CONSIDER THE WORLD'S FAIR A
CLOSE CORPORATION

Haye Been Refused Representation on the
Board of Directors and Wil Protest
Agalnstthe Proposed Government Loan
—Protest Agalnst Sunday Opentng.

CHICAGO, Jan. 17 —The colored men
of the United States have been for some
time engaged In preparing a protest
agalnst the loan or appropriation of
§5,000,000 by the government fn ald of
the World's fair. This protest, which
will bo presented when the matter comes
up before congress, will sct forth as the
principal reason for the action of the
protestors, that the World's Columblan
exposition Is a close corporation, and
not entitled to any assistance as a goy-
ernment enterprise.

That story
was told by Sir Walter Scott of Lord
Castlereagh, who is said to have seen
the *Yellow Boy' in some honse in Ire-
iand at the time whon he was secretary
for Ireland, Jnst before the union, and
tho story went that the apparition then
predicted to hin the mode of his death.

CENSRAL AFRICAN COOKERY.

Queer and Palatabls Dishos Eaten With-
€ DMuch Coremony.

A4 a role only on principal meal fs
mm in central Africa—in the carly part
lof the evening. It usually consists of
partot soup, roasted or stewed monkeys,
alligator egas (also well liked by Euro-
peans) and birds of every description.
They also have moambo, or palm chops,
and fish. A great delicacy, &0 considered
by Europeans and natives alike, is cle-
phant's feet and trunk. These have
somewhat the taste of veal. To prepare
them the natives dig a hole about five
feet deep in the sand, and in it build a
Inrge fire. After the sand {s thoroughly
heated tho fire is removed, leaving only
the ushes in the hole. The trunk and
feet are placed in this hole and covere
with leaves, and afterward with hot
sand.  In two honrs they are

All carcasses of animals which dre to
be cooked are placed on a block of wood
and pounded until every bono is broken,
care being taken not to tear or bruise the
skin. They are then boiled or roasted ou
an open wood fire or it hot sand or ashes,
withont removing the hide or feathers.
The cooking is of a very inferior grade,
the onlyspicesused being salt and pepper.
The kitchen utensils consist of common
earthen or woodenware. Very little time
is taken for setting or decorating the
table; kaives, forks and napkins are dis-
pensed with.
Africans liave several veg
liked by Europeans. N'gntti-n'sengo is
a dish eaten all over Africa. It consists
of egg plant, small fish somewhat like
our sardines and the roots of the cassava
or manioca plant (called n'gutti), which
have a knotty appearanca and often
weigh as much as twenty pounds.
As the latter contains poison the
manioca is soaked in water for threa to
four days to extract the poisonons gub-
stance. It is then cut and eliced and
small tomatoes are added.  All fs placad
in a vessel with water, and seasoned
with salt and pepper and boiled. Mo-
ambo, or, as the Europeaus call it, palm
chops, is also g favorits digh. The palm
nuts are fixst boiled in water until the
pulpy - substance loosens from the pi
then the shell, which contains a very d
licions oil, is placed in & wooden mortar
and crushed to abtain the oil.  Whatever
the meal consists of ~meat, fish, mussels
—isputin a vessol, adding the oil and
the palpy part of the palm nut, also red
pepper and salt, and is boiled. Roast or
boiled squash (loenge) is generally eaten
withit, Sweet potatoes (m’balla benga)
are more farinaceous and sweeter than
ours. but do mot taste sogood. They
are boiled or roasted.

Whitewash as o Dlsinfectant.
The valne of whitewash in destroying
infection basbeen jnvestigated by a doc-
tor of the Pica university, Ha tried the
experiment on the microbes of cholera,
typhoid, carbuncle and tuberculosis,
Portions of thie walls of a room were in-
fected with the various wicrobes and
covered witha coat of whitewash, the
room being closed hermetically for
twenty-fonr hours, The doctor then
found that the whitewash effectnally de-
stroyed the cholera und typhoid bacillus,
but the microbes of the other diseases
survived several repeated applications.

A COUNTRY IN WHICH RELIGIOUS

FERVOR 1S STRONG.

Dalleate Womon Have Been Known to
Orawl on Their Hands nnd Koces to
Places of Worshij Rich Bow
Togother in Devotionnl Exarolse.

No people in the world are more de-
vout than those of Chili, and surely if
self inflicted punishments, fasting, con-
fessions and donations will take ome to
heaven, a vast throng (though mostly
women) will go up from that little re-
public, It is no uncommon thing for
delicate fomnles to go to the shrine of
worship upon their knees, over the flinty
stones that tear the flesh, and then beat
themselyes with leather straps tipped
with nails, The bodies are often thus
punished nntil the blood runs profusely,
and when the poor creatures can do no
more they deposit all the money and
trinkets of value upon the altar and go
home happy, though suffering.

A few yeirs ggo no man
through the streets of any C
on Good Friday. Even the cars were
not allowed to run; all business was
»opped and no sound of wheel or ham-
wer or human labor disturbed the reli-
gious silence, In these duys of liberal-
ism, although the people still dress in
deopest mourning and most of the shops
are shut, the cars and _public carriages
gonbout as usual and some business may
be transacted

The stiangest and most impressive
part of boly week came on the night of
Good Friday, when a long lino of female
worshipers, led by the dignitaries of the
church and joined by a very few men,
cropt to the cross on their knees. Thay
first knelt in the front yard of thechumh
and slowly crawled on their knees
throngh the gravelly conrts, up through
the long ball, until they reached the im-
ngoof the crucified, and each in turn
kissed the wounded foot.

So eolemu was the sceno that many
Protestants and persons of no particular
religious belief, who came merely to
look, joined in the worship. It brought
rich and poor, aristocratic and plebeian,
on_the same level—servants ond Indies
of high degree, both wrapped in mantas,
gido by sido.

Care for Musical Tnstruments.
Neither a piano nor an organ should
be left open at night, or habitually when
not in use. The changes of temperature
are very hurtful to the tone of any in-
strument, and especially the gathering
of dampness, which not only interferes
with the tone and quality of the strings
and reeds, but is very likely seriously to
affect the works. Pianos in particular
should be kept in as even a temperature
as possible, since they are much affected
by alternations of heat and cold, dryness
and mofsture; if thus exposed they re-
quire very frequent tuning, and azo not
satisfactory in action or tone. is
also equally desirable in regard to other
stringed instruments—the violin family,
banjos, guitars and like. In all of theso
the strings aro much affectad by e
sure to dawpriess and great changes of
Al fino
be habitnally kept in cases lined with
baize or flannel.—Good Housekeeping.
