Peter th e  H erm it was a  m onk of P i­
cardy, who had m ade a  pilgrim age to 
Jerusalem .

A t 
nighttim e dreams cam e to  him from 
which i t  was pointed ou t to  him  th a t hla 

on w as to  rouse the nations of Eu­
rope to  a holy war.

Fired  w ith  this am bition, ho m ade his 
w ay back to  France. The reports of his 
powerful preaching spread, and greater 
numbera flock each day  to  hear him. 
Finally , In N ovem ber of 1095, such a 
company is gathered as probably has 
never been seen together before.

T he plain of L aL iinagne, in  Auvergne, 
as covered w ith w hite tents, in  which 
ere lodged 80,000 people, 4,000 priests 

and 400 bishops and abbots were there, 
while also there w as there  ono m an who 
w as m ightier than  a ll of them , Urban 
H, pope of Rome, to  whom all western 
Europe did homage.

A  lofty  stand had been erected in the 
ien a ir, for no building would accom­

modate the  throng. Upon th is  sa t the 
pope, and beside him  stood the  hermit, 
holding a lo ft th e  cross. W ith burning 
words and tearfu l eyes he described tho 
shameful sights he had w itnessed in 
Jerusalem , and called for volunteers to 
go w ith  him  to  w rest the  Holy C ity from 
the  infidel.

H is appeal was seconded by U rban, 
who promised a ll who fought th a t if 
they won the  land they conquered should 
be theirs; w hile i f  they died a  place in 
heaven should surely bo th e ir  rew ard. 
The cross was held ou t to  them  and they 
were invited to  come forw ard and  take 
i t  to  wear upon th e ir  persons a s  the  badge 
of the ir devotion.

A dhim ar do M onteri, bishop of Puy, 
was the  flrst to  come forw ard, and thou- 
sands poured a fte r  him.

Tho excitem ent spread and all Europe 
resounded w ith the  preparations for this 
undertaking. Peter, w ith excess of zeal 
and  absolute lack of wisdom, gathered  a 
m ultitude of peasant men, women and 
children, unarm ed and  unprovided with 
the  sustenance for th e  m arch  w hich he 
undertook to  lead in  person to  Jerusa­
lem across tha  m otfbtainous parts of 
central Europe.

E xtorting  food from the  people among 
whom they  passed, and  set upon by 
them  in revenge, th e  p ilgrim s fell in 
every road, c u t down by  sickness, s tar­
vation and the  sword. O thers no doubt 
ran  back to  the ir deserted homes, until 

H ungary Pe te r found himself alone. 
Meanwhile a  very d ifferent arm y had 

been gathering on all sides, mode u p  of 
the very flower of chivalry o f all the 
European nations.

Godfrey do Bouillon, duke of L or­
raine, the  Count of Tonlaun, Barmond, 
Tanored, Felei de la  Flichs and muuy 
another w arrior whose nam e stands high 
in  h istory led the ir arm ies to  jo in  the 
host.

W illiam  R ufus w as now k ing o f Eng­
land, a  m an so avaricious and unscrupu­
lous th a t ho never hesitated to  take by 
force any possessiou of h is nobles th a t 

le ft unguarded. U nder such a  mns- 
t  is no t strange th a t the  English no­

bles were loa th  to  leave the ir castles for 
so long a  journey, and henco few Eng­
lish nam es have figured in  th e  first c ru­
sade.

Impetuous, im provident, tru stfu l Rob­
e rt of Norm andy, however, w ho never 
conld remember evil of h is brother the 

day a fte r  he had m ost cruelly 
abused him , now ta rn s  to  W illiam  for 

H is generous heart burn ing  to  re­
lieve the  sufferings of the  Holy Land 
leads him to sacrifioe every fu tu re  pros­
pect for the  purpose of obtaining the  
means of g ratify ing  th e  present impulse. 

H e m ortgages his duchy of Norm andy 
■ his brother W illiam  Rufus, king of

, and on a  January  m orning in  1098 
the advancing arm y, Tancred in  the 
lead, ascending a  hill, looked for the 
first tim e upon the  city  of Jerusalem.

General and  soldier, prince and 
peasant, fell p rostrate upon tho ground. 
Some w ept fo r joy  a t th e  sight; others 
with sorrow, because above the  temple 
and the  sepulcher the  crescent of Mo­
hammed glistened In the  sun.

The siege which followed lasted for 
mouths, and when nt last the  city was 
taken the  few inside whom the  assaults 
had spared fell by  the  swords of the  con­
querors,

In m aking arrangem ents for govern­
ing tho city the  conquerors decided to 
oleot one of the ir num ber king, and the 
crow n was offered to  Robert of Nor­
mandy, who declined it. A fterw ard 
Godfrey de Bouillon, who seems to  have 
been an irreproachable kn igh t, was 
chosen to  th is h igh place w ith its  cares, 
bu t would not take  th is title  n o r the 
orown. He made a m ost successful 
ru ler until his death, only one year 
later.

W hereas, Information has come to 
this board th a t the firms who submitted 
proposals for furnishing vau lt fixtures 
for the  court house entered Into an 
agreem ent fo r the  purpose of misleading 
the  board and obtaining and  excessive 
price therefor; therefore 

Resolved, T h a t all action taken  by 
this board In accepting the  proposals of 
any firm and Instructing th e  chairman 
and clerk to sign any con tract for the  

mo, be and th e  sam e Is hereby re- 
Inded.
Mr. Loomis moved the  appointment 
a  committee of th ree , of whom the 

chairm an of the  board should be one, to 
take the  whole m atter in hand, contract 
fo r fixtures, and pay the  bills. Several 
amendments were offered to  the  motion, 
and considerable discussion was In­
dulged In, with th e  resu lt th a t I t was 
made the  special order for today.

T he court house building committee 
reported a t length upon how things 
stand. Up to date  8143.C06.27 has been 
paid on contracts, and S1G.778 5G for ex­
tras  ordered by th e  board. T he stone 
sidewalk and copings c on tract has been 
awarded to  A. H irth  & Son a t  812,500, 
and Sproul & McGurrln will pu t in  sev­
enteen mantels fo r 8795, or a t 847 each. 
Proposals for gas fixtures will bo re­
ceived In a few days. T here  still re­
m ains unpaid under ou tstanding con­
trac ts  825,000, not Including th e  stone 
w alks, gas fixtures and elevator, and  the 
committee recommended th a t 84,000 be 
transferred  from the  general fund to  the 
court house building fund for the  c< 
pletion of the  work. The building, 
committee promise, will be ready for 
cupancy In a  few months. T he report 
was adopted and th e  recommendation 
concurred In.

T he con tract with th e  prosecuting 
a ttorney a t  8150 a  m onth for his legal 
services was ordered executed, the 
term s being the  same as last year.

T he committee on public buildings re­
ported certain  repairs made iu t' 
county ja il and recommended 
a rranging  the  boiler and grates so as 
give a be tter  d raugh t and a  be tter  cc 
sumption of fuel. T hey  also recom­
mended the  reconstruction of the 
man's w ard In a  m anner similar to  th a t 
of the  men’s  ward. T he form er change 
would cost $75, the  change of 
would cost, according to  the  number of 
cells, from 82,750 with fourteen cells to 
85,000 with tw enty-eight cells. The re 
port was adopted and the  recommenda­
tions concurred In.

Five bids were received for the  posi­
tion of County physician as follows: Dr. 
E  D. Dlsbrow, 8G43.65; Dr. R. D. Miller, 
8000; Dr. F . E. Rosenkrans. 8GG0; Dr. 
G. K. Em anual, 8542.50; Dr. Wm 
Penwarden, 8500. Supervisor Skeels 
moved th a t the  con tract be awarded to 
Dr. Penw arden. Carried.

.Supervisor J .  W. W alker of the  com­
m ittee appointed to receive bids for the 
sale of the county property a t  the  cor­
ner of Lyon and K ent streets reported 
one bid received. He thought If th a t 
bid was opened and published 
should prove unsatisfactory It m ight put 
the county a t  a  disadvantage In the 
future. T he committee therefore ad­
vised th a t the  bids be referred to  some 
committee who could make th e  bid pub 
lie if it  should prove acceptable and 
could otherwise keep it  secret. T he bid 
w as referred back to  th e  committee, 
leaving It to  the ir d iscretion to  report or 

Mr. Sullivan though t they would 
ore bids If the  committee should 

advertise for bids, possession to be given 
kt a  certain  d a t j.

A le tte r from the Ketchum Fu rn lti 
'.cmpany of Toledo was read by the  

clerk. I t sta ted  th a t  w hile the  time 
stated In Its con tract for th e  delivery of 
the  court house fu rn itu re  was Ju ly , 
they would have to  deliver some now,as 
they a re  g reatly  crowded for room In 
their factory; placed on file.

The prosecuting a tto rney  in  an opin­
ion sta ted  th a t the  county was liable for 

j-half the salary of the  bailiff of po­
lice court, the.clty  paying th e  other half. 
He fu rth e r  sta ted  th a t the  services of 
the  sheriff and hfs deputies in the  Su­
perior court of th e  city was chargeable 
against the  city and no t against the 
ounty.
